Fiscal Year 2026 Proposed Budget

The proposed Fiscal Year 2026 budget was developed collaboratively with the input of our school
community, including our staff members, our school councils, and administrators. It will allow the

Disftrict to meet ifs commitments, mainfain educafional opporfunities for our students, and close
achievement gaps at every grade level. The Millbury Public Schools’ Fiscal Year 2026 proposed
budget of $27,091,529 reflects a 3.52% net increase ($920,884) over the Fiscal Year 2025 approved
budget. This increase is driven by three major factors: employee salaries, increases in regular day
school transportation, and the addition of three new instructional assistants to support students
requiring specialized services.

Employee Contractual Increases

Negotiated salaries and wages for the District’s 360 employees represent the largest portion of the
FY 2026 budget increase, which totals $690,488 or approximately 2.5% of the overall budget. These
salaries and wages include the Millbury Teachers’ Association contract, which has a 1.75% COLA
increase plus education (“lane”) changes for eligible employees and an estimated 2% COLA increase
for the Service Employees International Union Local 888 contract for next year. All non-union
personnel are budgeted for up to a 3% increase depending on performance.

Employee compensation is by far the largest portion (typically ranging from 72% to 76%) of the
District’s entire annual operating budget. More specific information regarding employee salaries is
provided in the Financial Assumptions section of this proposal (see FA-1 and FA-2).
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Three Instructional Assistants $116,220

Three additional Instructional Assistants are necessary to meet the specialized needs of students who
enrolled in Millbury Public Schools during FY'25. Investing in Millbury’s Special Education programming
makes more financial sense than relying on expensive out-of-district programming.

During Fiscal Year 2025, the District saw an

unanticipated increase in new enrollments of students
requiring specialized services. In some cases, these
services required the assignment of full-time
Instructional Assistants to support specific student
needs. These new positions are reflected in Fund
Code 2330 of the FY 2026 proposed budget and
amount to $116,220 in new salaries.

The District is committed to providing services to
eligible students within our own schools and
considers out-of-district placements only when a
student’s needs far exceed our ability to meet them. At times, it is financially advantageous to invest
in our own positions and programs rather than relying on more expensive programming outside of
Millbury, which results in increased tuition and transportation costs.

The District has seen decreases in out-of-district Special Education tuition and transportation costs
for two fiscal years in a row. For FY’26, we anticipate a reduction of $297,332 in tuition costs.

0.5 FTE School Resource Officer $57,000

A second 1.0 FTE School Resource Officer is a new position that the School District proposes to add through
a cost-sharing arrangement with the Millbury Police Department.

In Fiscal Year 2015, the Millbury Public Schools partnered with the Millbury Police Department to
add a second trained School-Resource Officer (SRO) to the school staff assigned primarily to the
Raymond E. Shaw School and Elmwood Street Elementary. The additional SRO, which represented
a significant step forward in creating a positive, proactive community-policing model, has been
incredibly successful for our students and staff.

However, the salary for this position was funded entirely through the Millbury Police Department’s
FY’25 budget. For FY 26, the District proposes funding half of this position, just as it does for the
Jr./Sr. High School SRO. Our SRO serve as a first responder in school emergencies, a safety expert
to provide training, support, and guidance, a liaison to the MPD and other community resources, a
law enforcement officer, and an educator to serve as a resource for students and adults alike.

Discretionary Expenses

“Discretionary Expenses,” which primarily includes
funding for some technology and all instructional
supplies, makes up most of this category and, in total,
equals 5% of the overall budget.

Other proposed increases represented by Discretionary
Expenses consist of several increases that range across
several budget lines. For example, costs for school
transportation services, which include our daily K-12
school buses, transportation for students experiencing
homelessness, ! and the District’s share for transporting
students to Norfolk Agricultural School, are also included in this category. The District’s utility costs
are also reflected in this category.

! The McKinney-Vento Act of 2002 applies to students PK-grade 12 in all publicly funded schools and requires, among other things,
student transportation to and from the student’s last school attended before becoming homeless. McKinney-Vento defines
homelessness as a lack of fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence, including anyone living in a shelter, anyone “doubled up”
in another person’s home, unaccompanied youth, unsheltered persons, and children awaiting foster care placement.
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Fortunately, we anticipate receiving authorization from National Grid in the next months to activate
the new solar array on the rooftop of the new Shaw School. The array has been idle since the school
opened while NGrid studies the impact, if any, that the array may cause to their infrastructure. Once
the solar panels are activated, we anticipate significant electricity savings at the Shaw School, which
was designed to be very efficient.?

Budget Offsets

The proposed FY 2026 budget also reflects savings in several areas, which was used to help defray
the overall request.

For example, in the past, increases in Special Education out-of-district placements, associated
transportation, and tuition increases for program placements have represented the second largest
increase to the budget. For FY’26, we anticipate a decrease in our out-of-district private day and
residential school placements from 21 students to 18, amounting to a reduction of $297,332. This
decrease can be attributed to students graduating from programs, students reaching the age of 22,
and the provision of additional in-district supports to retain our students in our classrooms. Since
FY 2020, Millbury’s out-of-district placements have dropped from 34 to 18.

In addition, building administrators carefully identified reductions that would not significantly
interfere teaching and learning in their schools. In addition, savings in utilities and operations, as
outlined in the Financial Assumptions section of this proposal, have allowed the District to offset the
FY 2026 increase.

Financial Assumptions

Salary Calculations:

The Millbury Teachers’ Association’s contract, which includes classroom teachers,
special education teachers, instructional coaches, guidance counselors,
psychologists, librarians and nurses, expires on August 30, 2025. There is no
contract currently in place for FY 2026. There is a 1.75% cost increase estimated
for FY 2026, which is based upon the average annual increase over the last three
year contract. In addition, 29% (down from 34% last year) of eligible staff will
move one step in their salary schedule column. The total cost of the step
advancement is $209,712 (down from $250,521 last year) or about 23% of the total
budget increase. 77% of our teaching staff has a Master’s Degree or more.

The first Service Employees International Union (SEIU) Local 888 contract, which
includes custodians, groundskeepers, maintenance staff, secretaries, clerks, and
cafeteria workers, expires on June 30, 2026. This budget calls for a 1.5% cost of
living increase for FY 2026. There are some step increases based upon five (5)
years of service increments.

The second Service Employees International Union (SEIU) Local 888 contract,
which includes instructional aides, ABA’s and RBT’s, expires on June 30, 2027.
This budget calls for a 2.25% cost of living increase for FY 2026. There are step
increases.

All other personnel are nonunion and are budgeted for a 2% increase. Personnel
with individual contracts have been budgeted for increases as stipulated in their
contracts. There are two known MTA retirements at this time. There are also three
full-year MTA leave of absences. We will not know whether they will be returning
until March 15™,

Tuition Reimbursement is allocated to cover the costs per the Millbury Teachers’
Association agreement. A review of the historical data as well as the new tuition
reimbursement percentages helped determine the budgeted amount.

Transportation:

The five (5) year contract with our primary home to
school regular bus contractor has an 6.9% increase
for FY 2026. The contract with our transportation

"o FY 2026 is the second year of the contract. This
contract covers ten (10) regular buses, two (2) mini-
buses, one (1) wheelchair bus and other

transportation like field trips and athletic events.

We have budgeted for a 24% increase in our special education and homeless
transportation costs through our agreement with the Assabet Valley Collaborative
(AVC) and the vendor, Van Pool Transportation. This contract is currently being
challenged by Van Pool Transportation. There is a dispute between the
collaborative and member school districts with the vendor, Van Pool, as to the
negotiated cost for each route. This will most likely have a tremendous impact on
the FY 2025 and FY 2026 special education and transportation budget. For
example, the basic individual minimum route charge of $324 per day is being
billed at higher rates due to extra mileage and driving time. Van Pool has been
invoicing AVC in excess of $400 per day for some routes. The collaborative and
member district’s position has been that the extra charges are excessive,
unsubstantiated and not part of the contract terms. In some cases, it also brings the
Van Pool rate per day over the second low bidder’s rate.

Special Education Tuitions:

There are 18 special education tuition placements in the budget, down from 21 in
FY 2025. This decrease is the result of two students aging out and one moving out
of district. The Commonwealth’s Circuit Breaker Reimbursement Program funds

_ $1.114 713 (up from $1,069,195) of the special education tuitions costs or about

58.8% (up from 48.8%) of the total cost. Special education transportation costs has
been added to the Circuit Breaker reimbursement calculation over the last few
years. The net results for the Special Education Tuitions budget is a decrease of
$297,332.

Private day school and residential school pricing in Massachusetts is regulated by
the Commonwealth. Program tuitions vary in cost and the cost may increase if
additional supports are needed. With that said, we have not heard that there will be
a large rate increase from the Operational Services Division (OSD) of the State’s
Executive Office of Administration and Finance, like the 14% increase from two
years ago. We have estimate this year’s annual OSD increase for special education
tuitions to be 5%.

Collaborative tuition pricing is set by the Collaborative Boards. The Millbury
Public Schools maintains membership in the Assabet Valley Collaborative and the
Southern Worcester County Education Collaborative. In both cases, there is a
member discount for tuitions.

Electricity and natural gas supply rates based upon Town of Millbury

contracts are fixed. The electricity supply conftract has been increasing over
the years. It is currently 9.76 cents per kwh, up from 9.54 cents per kwh. The
three year natural gas contract calls for 7.841 up from the previous 7.652 per
therm rate. We are working to incorporate the new R.E. Shaw Elementary
School into the electric and natural gas contracts. All three schools utilize
natural gas for heating fuel.

. Distribution or Basis Rates which fluctuate and are expected to increase

based upon rates set by from NGrid and EverSource.
Electricity rebates we receive for Solar Credits from
agreements with Hanover (which reduces Shaw’s
invoice) and First Wind or McGrath Road (which
reduces the ElImwood Street School and Millbury
Jr./Sr. High School invoices). The Hanover solar farm
is located in Leicester and the First Wind solar farm is
located in Millbury. The agreements save us about 30%
off our electricity supply cost.

. Annual Heating Degree Days are used in order to

calculate how much potential energy you might

consume in one year based upon the region’s climate. Heating Degree Days
are calculated each day based upon how many degrees below 65 degrees is
the day’s average temperature. The annual heating degree days is the total of
the daily amount. The nearby chart illustrates how the ten year average of
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6,741 has decreased over the last few years. This warmer weather has helped
the district offset some of the electricity and natural gas price increases.

6. We have still not been able to realize any savings from the R.E. Shaw
rooftop solar installation. We expect those solar panels, once activated, to
generate about 20-25% of the school’s electricity.

For FY 2026 we increased our overall utility budget by $30,400. We have realized
higher utility supply costs in both electricity and natural gas and have increased our
telephone costs with emergency 911 access and fiber optic availability.

Millbury Jr./Sr. High School, Elmwood Street School and now the new R.E. Shaw
Elementary School is heated and cooled by natural gas. Dorothy Manor School and
the District Central Office is heated with No. 2 heating fuel.

This past year’s

conservation projects included installing additional LED lights at the high school.
The new R.E. Shaw Elementary School is expected to be a Gold LEED or
Leadership in Energy and Environment school building, according to the U.S.
Green Building Council’s definition. The U.S Green Building Council defines a

green building as follow:

What is green building?

Green building is a holistic concept that starts with the understanding that the built environment
can have profound effects, both positive and negative, on the natural environment, as well as the
people who inhabit buildings every day. Green building is an effort to amplify the positive and
mitigate the negative of these effects throughout the entire life cycle of a building.

While there are many different definitions of green building out there, it is generally accepted as
the planning, design, construction, and operations of buildings with several central, foremost
considerations: energy use, water use, indoor environmental quality, material section and the
building's effects on its site.

These elements make up the basic parameters for the different credit categories within the LEED
green building rating system. LEED acts as a framework for decision-making for project teams
in all of these areas, rewarding best practices and innovation and recognizing exemplary building
projects with different levels of LEED certification.

Utilities (continued):

The District’s energy consumption is comprised of electricity, natural gas, heating
fuel and motor vehicle fuel. We have one school owned mini school bus powered

by propane gas. The Town’s Energy Advisory Committee meets regularly in order
to find ways to conserve energy and apply for grant funding,.

Dorothy Manor School:

We own an old school house, the Dorothy Manor School, located at 153 Millbury
Avenue. We have negotiated with Up Up and Play Academy a lease agreement for
the property over the next (5) years. They moved in and have been paying rent
since January 1, 2024. As in the past, we have budgeted some funds from the
available Dorothy Manor revolving account in order to help offset the salaries of
our grounds and maintenance staff.

months. The account covers the cost of the consumable materials used and the teaching and
support staff salaries. This program is fee based and usually makes a small profit each year. The
leftover balance is used as start-up money for the next year’s program.

Account: Windle Field Revolving Account

FUND 502

Description: This account was set up to accept receipts from various adult and youth sport
groups who utilize this field and the lights. The primary source of revenue over the past few
years has been the Girls Softball League and Millbury/Sutton Youth Football. Last year the
Windle Field Appropriation Budget had slight increase. The increase in the budget was used for
grounds maintenance supplies and minor repairs. There is usually a very small balance left in the
Windle Field Revolving account from year to year.

Account: Dorothy Manor Revolving Account

FUND 503

Description: This account was created to accommodate the rental of the Dorothy Manor School
facility. The Dorothy Manor School is an old schoolhouse still under the care of the Millbury
Public Schools. All of the costs associated with the Dorothy Manor School facility are taken
from this account. We currently have Up Up and Play Academy starting as a new tenant as of
January 1, 2024, We expect them to rent from us over the next five (5) years. We have
contracted for a first year annual rent of $54,000 from this tenant, which we used to help offset
some groundsmen and maintenance salaries.



Account: Community School Pre-School Revolving Account

FUND 505

Description: This account is used to operate the ElImwood Preschool Program.

The Elmwood Preschool Program was set up to accept pre-school tuition receipts from non-
special education students. The funds in this account are used towards instructional salaries and
supplies. We anticipate additional Pre-School Revenue due to the increase in the program
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Account: Non Resident Tuition Revolving Account

FUND 506

Description: This account is used as a conduit for the expenditure and receipt of funds
associated with non-resident students, primarily special education students from other public
schools. We currently have no non-residential special education students being tuitioned in.

Account: Athletics Revolving Account

FUND 507

Description: This account is used in conjunction with the Athletics appropriation budget to fund
the High School Athletic Program. The revenue for this account is generated from gate receipts.
Each year, part of this revolving account is used to supplement the appropriation budget.
Occasionally, equipment and/or field improvements are funded from excess balances in this
account. The majority of the expenditures from this account occur at the end of the fiscal year as
the appropriation budget is depleted.

Account: School Facilities Revolving Account

FUND 508

Description: This account receives its revenue from the user fees charged in compliance with
the School Committee’s Building and Field Use Policy. Some of the receipts are to cover the
custodial salary cost or field lighting. We anticipate additional receipts in this account due to the
new high school synthetic athletic field rentals. We use the building use receipts to help defray
the cost of refinishing the gymnasium floor. Most of the new athletic field use income will be
saved towards the future upkeep of the athletic track and synthetic turf.

Account: Lost Book Revolving Account

FUND 509

Description: This account was set up to accept payment by students for lost books, devices or
other town property. The district purchases, textbooks and technology from this account to
replace the lost items. '




Account: AfterCare After School Revolving Account
FUND 512

The AfterCare program is a before school and after school program for grades K-6. It has been
very successful and provides a needed service for the community. The balance in the AfterCare
program is used towards the start-up costs for the next school year. This program should be
completely self-supporting and is currently running in the black after running two years in a
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Account: Student Parking Fees Revolving Account

FUND 513

Description: This account was set up to accept the fees we charge students for parking at the
high school. The expenditures we pay from this account can go towards the upkeep of the
parking lot.

Account: School Choice Revolving Account

FUND 514

Description: This account was set up to accept the state reimbursement for school choice
tuitions. These receipts are for students from other communities attending Millbury Public
Schools through the School Choice Program. We currently allow School Choice students to
attend Millbury Jr./Sr. High School. The expenditures we pay from this account can go towards
any Net School Spending type expenditure.

Account: School Lunch Revolving Account

FUND 22

Description: This account maintains the School Lunch program. This program is self
supporting in that all expenditures are paid by the receipts. School Lunch receipts come in the
form of cash sales, on-line payments or federal and state reimbursements. The reimbursements
are for free and reduced lunches. All School Lunch program salaries, including the Food Service
Director, is paid from the School Lunch Revolving. The account balance left from year to year is
used towards the school year start-up costs and capital purchases.
