Stan Kenton Legacy Orchestra Fundraiser

We have the opportunity to host the Stan Kenton Legacy Orchestra {(SKLO) at Bernotas Middle
School for a clinic with our jazz students and an evening concert for the public.

The Stan Kenfon Orchestra was an innovative jazz big band from the 1950s through the late
1970s. One of Kenton’s missions in his music was to bring jazz to young people across
America. While the official Stan Kenton Orchestra folded with Kenton's passing in 1979, with
the blessing of his estate the SKLO was formed to continue promoting jazz music and education
fo young people. They have performed at over 3,000 schools around the world.

The SKLO is planning a spring tour through the midwest in 2020. With each appearance, the
members provide a free clinic with the host students. Our Jazz Ensemble members would have
the opportunity to work one-on-one with members of the SKLO. In the evening, they would
perform a concert for the public in our gymnasium.

Ticket sales and ad copy in the concert programs wouid cover the casts of bringing in the band
and also raise funds for our student activity account.

The initial cost to cover the SKLO is $6,000.00. in addition, they require 20 hotel rooms booked

~ for the members of the band. After visiting with and speaking to several hotels that are affiliated

with the Crystal Lake Chamber of Commerce, the Super 8 gave us the best quote. Rooms will
be $60.00 for 18 of them, with the remaining 2 being given to us complimentary. That amounts
to $1,080.00.

Initial thoughts are to have ticket prices set up similarly to the Wizards basketball fundraiser.
Students at $15.00, adults at $20.00, and premium seats (floor) at $25.00. The possibility of
using a service for online ticket sales is being investigated by Cathy Nelson, if thatis
incompatible with District 47 policies and pracedures, we will generate a sales form for tickets to
be sold in person, Students and faculty would have the sales form made available to them and
they would collect ticket orders in this fashion.

The SKLO is available on Wednesday, April 22, 2020. Students would receive their jazz clinic
from 3:00-5:00 PM and then break for dinner with the members of the SKLO. A potiuck dinner
will be provided by parent volunteers. The Bernotas Jazz Ensemble would then open the
concert at 7:00 PM, followed by a set by the SKLO.

At this time, invitations have been issued to Beardsley and Lundahl to gauge interest in
participating in the clinic time with SKLO. Beardsley has declined, due to the timing of their
performances and the stage of preparation they will be at in mid-April. Lundahl will be making
the invitation to their jazz students to attend the clinic session and participate in a meaningful
and beneficial manner. They will not be performing at the concert that evening.
