SUMMARY OF POSITION:

Under direction of the Director of Continuous Improvement and Support coordinate training and technical assistance
opportunities that focus districts/schools to use evidence-based instructional practices, supported by an effective
instructional leader, in a strong, collegial school culture; assist districts/schools to become better users of data to
more efficiently target evidence-based intervention programs and improvements strategies; assist districts/schools to
develop their district/school leadership teams to support high priority schools.
