Professional tasks that should not
be completed using Al

Professional tasks that can be
minimally completed by AI but
still require human oversight and
skills most of the time.

Professional tasks that can be
collaboratively completely with Al
as an equal contributor.

Professional tasks that can be
mostly completed by AI but still
require some consistent human
oversight and skills.

Professional tasks that can be
completed and even automated
without consistent human
intervention.

Example: Generating photos to
represent Choate constituents such as
students, faculty, etc.

Example: Writing an email and
using Gen Al to check for
spelling, grammar,
punctuation, etc.

Example: Co-creating a PowerPoint
presentation using some content
provided by a human and some
generated by Gen Al

Example: Prompting Gen Al to summarize
meeting transcripts to identify next steps
from each meeting with the oversight from
a human to ensure appropriately
identified next steps.

Example: A Choate chatbot that
can answer any question that
pertains to content found on
Choate website.
