Ewing High School is on a semester, 4x1, intensive block schedule.  In a traditional year, instructional blocks contain 87 minutes.  Students 
take 4 units of instruction per semester (no study halls are permitted), 8 per year.  A unit is worth 5 credits.  Students have the potential to earn 
160 credits (32 units) in 4 years.  A minimum of 140 credits (28 units) are required for graduation.
