• have a parent or guardian able to 
be a learning coach with them at all 
times during at-home learning  for 
approximately 6 hours per day to work 
alongside the student to ensure work 
completion and understanding of 
content 

• be at or above grade level for reading 
and math 

• have an appropriate at-home learning 
environment where students can work 
without distractions for about 6 hours 
per day at a desk or table where they 
can spread out their learning materials, 
take notes, etc. 

• have an In-person interview with the 
Director and their learning coach 
present prior to acceptance
