The percentage of Grade 3 students who meet or exceed grade-level standards on the state English Language Arts SBAC assessment will grow 
from 48% in June 2023 to 70% by June 2028.

Goal 2: Reading: Acceleration
The percentage of students in Grades 4-8 scoring at the “Not Met” achievement level in the prior year who meet the scale score growth target on 
the state SBAC-English Language Arts assessment will increase from 28% in June 2023 to 60% in June 2028.

Goal 3: Algebra Proficiency

Transitional Kindergarten (TK) is the first year of a
two year program designed for students whose 5th
birthday falls between September 1st and December
2nd. TK is a full day program designed to
encourage language communication and hands-on
opportunities for learning.
