iReady Math Placement Early On and Mid Above Diagnostic 3 scores for all students is 38% - this is a 6% increase from Diagnostic 2.  AA student scores are 
33% - 21% increase from Diagnostic 2.  EL student scores are 28% - 8% increase from Diagnostic 2.31% of Grade 3-5 students were proficient on the Math 
SBAC - this is an 8% increase from last year.
