Service Learning

ICS views service learning as an integral part of our school culture.
This year, we rolled out our new service learning definition: The service
learning program empowers students to be people of service beyond

programs, but who instead live a lifestyle of service with joy and intention to

benefit others. The ICS community wants to foster their ability to see that they can
make a difference at any age level and in any location, serving and loving others just as Christ has

served and loved us.

The service learning program:

* Provides the ICS community with opportunities to explore concepts of sacrifice, intentionality,
humility, and varying methods of serving others so that as they grow, students will learn to look

beyond themselves, see the needs of others, and be willing to help.

+ Equips community members to discover the needs of those around them and identify ways they can
sacrificially meet those needs through their time, talents, and abilities.

Elementary School
students’ activities and
involvement in Service
Learning:

This year, our elementary
students embraced the theme
"Throw Kindness Like Confetti",
inspired by Galatians 5:22-25.
Together, we explored the fruits
of the Spirit—love, joy, peace,
patience, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, gentleness, and
self-control—and how these
virtues shape our lives and
relationships.

Elementary Chapel Highlights

Each month, students focused on a
specific fruit of the Spirit. Through
stories, songs, and activities, they
learned how to spread kindness and
live out their faith in practical ways.

Project 4:12 Service Learning

This year, we launched "Little Knight

Lights" to teach students how to

serve others through an engaging

learning cycle. Each grade level

participated in meaningful service

projects:

+ K4-K5: Created potted plants, made
encouragement cards, and
participated in a prayer walk.

+ Grades 1-2: Organized a food drive,
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packed and decorated food boxes,
and delivered them to a food bank.

+ Grades 3-5: Cleaned up local areas
and shared their learning about
caring for the environment with
younger students.

Project 4:12 Buddies

Students from elementary, middle,
and high school teamed up four
times during the year to brainstorm
30 acts of kindness they could
practice at home, school, and in the
community. Together, they created a
kindness chain to track and
celebrate these acts, sharing their
projects and experiences with one
another.

Spiritual Emphasis Week (SEW)

This year's SEW theme was "Every
Day Is a Party with Jesus," focusing
on God's love, joy in trials, and
celebration of His blessings. Each
day included worship, devotion,
reflection, and hands-on activities
like crafts, encouragement cards,
and even dance parties. The week
culminated in a school-wide
celebration, highlighting how living
by the Spirit can bring joy and
purpose.

This school year has been a journey
of growth, kindness, and service for
our students, as they learned to live
out their faith and make a positive
impact in their community.

Financials

As a non-profit charity school, ICS remains
steadfast in its mission to provide high-quality
education at an affordable price, guided by our
vision to educate minds and transform lives. This
focus, while vital, has occasionally strained
long-term financial metrics. However, the 2023 -
2024 school year marked a significant financial
turnaround, with a near break-even result of just a
$16,685 loss, effectively halting the trend of
unsustainable deficits from the previous three
years.

Remarkably, this improvement was achieved
through a combination of strategic measures.
Tuition revenue increased by $1,330,750
(+11.7%), while costs rose by only $821,410
(+6.2% year-over-year). Additionally,
"non-operating revenue" grew to over $1.2MM, an
increase of over $500,000, primarily driven by
charitable donations and rental revenue from the
newly installed turf field. By the end of June
2024, the turf field, outdoor basketball court, and
gym were generating nearly $30,000 per month in
rental income, with projections of $450,000
annually. These gains provide a sustainable
stream of income that will be reinvested in

campus upgrades and enhanced learning
programs, ensuring direct benefits for the ICS
community.

The 2023 - 2024 school year also saw a
commitment to improving the campus with a §1.2
million investment in infrastructure upgrades.
These included renovations to the Science Lab,
Middle School classrooms, and the gym interior,
as well as enhancements to the exterior gym
facade, which now serves as a focal point of
campus appeal. And, ICS will continue investing
in campus renewal over the next year.

We thank God for His provision and guidance in
enabling ICS to weather financial challenges and
emerge stronger. As we look ahead, ICS
leadership and the board of directors—comprised
of ICS parents—remain committed to positioning
the school for long-term stability. Rebuilding our
reserves and leveraging our new revenue streams
will continue to benefit current students and
secure ICS's future in Singapore's dynamic and
competitive educational landscape.
