GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS 

Wyoming High School requires a rigorous academic program for all its students. Included among the graduation requirements are four 
credits in English, four credits in mathematics, three credits in science, and four credits in social studies. In addition, all Wyoming 
High School students must complete required courses in health, physical education, oral communications and financial literacy. While 
not a graduation requirement, the importance of the fine/performing  arts and foreign language are emphasized for all students. 

 



CLASS RANK AND ADVANCED COURSEWORK 
Wyoming High School does not rank its students. Since relative weights are assigned to the courses, the maximum grade point average 
varies with the subjects selected by the students. All Honors classes and semester-long AP courses receive an additional weight of .045 
added onto the base GPA. All year-long AP and approved College Credit Plus courses receive an additional weight of .09 added onto the 
base GPA.
