Annual Report Highlights 2023-2024 Accomplishments

The Los Angeles County Office
of Education (LACOE) has unveiled
its Annual Report for the 2023-24
school year, highlighting a year of
transformative achievements and
ambitious plans for the future. Serving
nearly two million students across
Los Angeles County, LACOE’s efforts
remain focused on improving student
outcomes, fostering community
partnerships and advancing
educational excellence.

Among the notable accomplishments outlined
in the report is the expansion of LACOE’s
Community Schools network to over 465 schools,
solidifying it as the largest of its kind in the nation.
Further reinforcing its leadership role, LACOE
was selected as the Greater Los Angeles Regional
Transformational Assistance Center, one of only
eight statewide, to support the implementation of
the California Community Schools Partnership
Program (CCSPP). These efforts underscore
LACOE’s commitment to creating inclusive
educational ecosystems that meet the needs of
students and families.

Progress in guiding the Inglewood Unified
School District (USD) out of receivership was also
highlighted in the report. The district has made
significant advancements in Community Relations,
Personnel Management and Pupil Achievement and
is on track to meet exit criteria for financial and
facilities management. LACOE’s support has been
pivotal in driving these improvements, laying a
foundation for the district’s future independence and
sustainability.

The Universal Prekindergarten Career
Development Initiative (UPK-CDI), launched in
2022, continues to transform early childhood
education. The program enabled 125 educators
to complete career pathways and enrolled 141
more, with funding sourced from federal, state and

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philanthropic contributions. A notable achievement
was the inclusion of over 60 Head Start parents who
joined classrooms as assistant teachers, further
strengthening the pipeline of early childhood
educators.

LACOE has also emerged as a leader in
integrating Artificial Intelligence (AI) into
education. We created guidelines for school districts,
formed an Al Taskforce and organized workshops
and events, including the Al Symposium and
Cyber Tech Talk, which collectively drew over 700
attendees. These efforts position LACOE at the
forefront of technological innovation in education.

In addressing student well-being, LACOE’s
Student Behavioral Health Incentive Program
(SBHIP) expanded virtual mental health services,
now accessible to over 80% of students in the
county. Additionally, the creation of 160 new well
spaces significantly enhanced access to mental
health support for students, underscoring LACOE’s
commitment to holistic education.

Looking ahead, LACOE’s new role as an equity
lead for the State of California will focus on
identifying barriers and opportunities to close racial
disparities in educational outcomes. Empowering
student voices is another key goal, with plans for
the Superintendent’s Student Advisory Council to
host the inaugural Student Empowerment Summit,
addressing common challenges through youth
advocacy and collaboration.

Through these achievements and forward-
looking initiatives, LACOE demonstrates its
unwavering commitment to enhancing educational
opportunities, addressing diverse student needs and
driving systemic change across Los Angeles County.

LACOE también se ha convertido en lider en
la integracion de la Inteligencia Artificial (1A, Al
por sus siglas en inglés) en la educacién. Creando
pautas para los distritos escolares, formando un
grupo de trabajo de IA y organizando talleres y
eventos, incluyendo el Simposio de IA y Cyber
Tech Talk, que en conjunto atrajo a mas de 700
asistentes. Estos esfuerzos posicionan a LACOE
a la vanguardia de la innovacién tecnolégica en
educacion.

Al abordar el bienestar de los estudiantes, el
Programa de Incentivos de Salud Conductual
Estudiantil (SBHIP, por sus siglas en inglés) de
LACOE, ampli6 los servicios virtuales de salud
mental, ahora accesibles para mas del 80% de
los estudiantes del condado. Ademas, la creacién
de 160 nuevos espacios de bienestar mejoré
significativamente el acceso a apoyo de salud
mental para los estudiantes, lo que subraya el
compromiso de LACOE con la educacién holistica.

De cara al futuro, el nuevo papel de LACOE
como lider de equidad para el estado de California
se centrard en identificar barreras y oportunidades
para cerrar las disparidades raciales en los
resultados educativos.

Empoderar las voces de los estudiantes es otro
objetivo clave, con planes para que el Consejo
Asesor Estudiantil del Superintendente organice la
Cumbre inaugural de Empoderamiento Estudiantil,
abordando desafios comunes a través de la defensa
y la colaboracién de los jovenes.

A través de estos logros e iniciativas con vision
de futuro, LACOE demuestra su compromiso
inquebrantable de mejorar las oportunidades
educativas, abordar las diversas necesidades de
los estudiantes e impulsar el cambio sistémico en
todo el condado de Los Angeles.
