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TAX LEVY 
THRESHOLD

YEAR 14

❑ The allowable levy growth factor is the lesser of 2% or CPI.

❑ For the 25-26 budget, the CPI is 2.95%, resulting in a CPI cap of 2% to be used for the tax levy 

threshold calculation before exclusions.

❑ PILOTS for 25-26 will remain stable.

❑ The Tax Base Growth Factor (provided by the NYS Office of Real Property Taxes) for Jericho 

equates to an additional 0.66% to be added to our tax levy threshhold resulting in a cap for Jericho 

between 2.80%-3.0%.  

❑ Our goal is to always achieve a tax levy that is within our tax levy threshold, while maintaining 

and/or expanding all current instructional programs. Similar to last year, there are several areas of 

the budget that will be a challenge including significant increases in transportation costs, 

retirement costs, and inflation for equipment, materials, and supplies.
