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School and Community Profile

South Elgin High School is one of the five high schools in School District U-46, the second largest school district in the state
of lllinois. U-46 encompasses ninety square miles in Kane, Cook and DuPage counties. Students reside in the communities
of South Elgin, Bartlett, Elgin, Wayne, West Chicago and Streamwood. Student enroliment for the 2023-24 school year is
2786 students. The ethnic composition of the student body is as follows: 41% Caucasian, 38% Hispanic, 11% Asian, 5% Afri-
can American, 4.5% multi-racial, 0.5% Native American, and less than 0.1% Hawaiian/Pacific Islander. Approximately 35%
of all students qualify for free or reduced lunch. South Elgin High School opened on August 24, 2005 and graduated its first
class in 2008. South Elgin High School is accredited by the Illinois State Board of Education and by the Higher Learning
Commission.
