Introduction  
RA NKI N C OU NTY SCH OOL D ISTRICTõS  CENT RAL  OFFICE is located at 1220 

Apple Park Place  in Brandon , Mississippi. In January of 202 4, the district housed 

eighteen thousand four hundred eighty -five  (18,485) students in prekindergarten 

through twelfth grades  (PK-12). It is the second largest school district in the state.  

The district has eight attendance zones (Brandon, Florence, McLaurin, Northwest 

Rankin, Pelahatchie, Pisgah, Puckett, and Richland) containing sixteen elemen-

tary schools, three middle schools, and nine high schools.  The district also runs a 

career and technical center and a behavioral management alternative school.  

RCSD is an òAó rated school district. According to its website, it has 164 National 

Board Certified teachers, the 7 th lowest chronic absenteeism rate in the state, and 

had a 98% passing rate on the Third Grade Reading Assessment. The class of 2023 

was awarded $45,320,655 in scholarships. In 2024, the district earned Governorõs 

Awards from the Mississippi Association of P artners in Education (MAPE) for its work 

with various community organizations and leaders.   
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Community Characteristics

form s part of the Jackson Metropolitan Statistical Area. Es-

tablished in 1828 and named after Congressman Chris-

topher Rankin, it is the fourth -most populous county in 

the state . The county seat is Brandon, while other nota-

ble cities include Pearl, Flowood, and Richland. Situated 

along the Pearl River, which forms its western border, Ran-

kin County covers an area of 806 square miles. Once pri-

marily agricultural, the county has transformed into a suburban area with a di-

verse economy . The county is surrounded by nati onal forests and features the 

33,000-acre Ross Barnett Reservoir, providing ample opportunities for outdoor ac-

tivities such as fishing, hiking, and boating . In 2024, Rankin County had a popula-

tion of 161,856 people with a median household income of $ 72,906. Demograph-

ically, the population was  70% White, 22% Black, 4% two or more races,  and 3% 

Hispanic  with traces of other ethnic groups . Major industries include health care, 

retail trade, construction, and education . 

The U. S. Census Bureau estimates the poverty rate for Rankin County to be  10%, 

with 13.6% of children birth to 17 years old living in poverty and 13.1% of children 

ages 5 to 17 living in poverty -related households.  

District Characteristics 
TH E RAN KIN C OUNT Y SCHOOL D ISTRICT, located in Brandon, Mississippi, co-

vers multiple communities including Florence, Flowood, Pelahatchie, Puckett, 

Richland, Sandhill, and Star . Communities within the district vary widely in afflu-

ence, ranging from wealthy bedroom municipalities associated with the capital 

to smaller extremely rural unincorporated areas. District -wide free and reduced 

eligibility is around 49% according to Niche.com . Retail, education/government , 

and construction  are the primary employment sectors in the commu-

nity.  

Within Rankin County  School District, as reported by the Small 

Area Income and Poverty Estimate  from the U. S. Census Bu-

reau, about 11.2% of children between ages 5 and 17 live in 

poverty -related households.

American students and of students identifying as two or more races.

TAKEAWAY: Average Daily Attendance decreased to 93 .7% of en-

rollment in 2023 from 94. 1% of enrollment in 202 2 (ADA divided by total en-

rollment less PK, which is not counted in ADA). Chronic absence has in-

creased half a percentage point to 14% in comparison to 23.9% for the state.

TAKEAWAY: RCSD maintained its òAó rating in 2023. The district 

posted gains in proficiency in both reading and math between 202 2 and 

2023. ELA growth was higher, but ELA growth for the lowest quartile and 

both growth measures for math were lower . Science and history proficien-

cies improved.  College and career measures were higher , but accelera-

tion measures decreased, as did proficiency levels for English language 

learners . Student participation in accelerated courses remained high. No 

dramatic changes in proficiency were noted for any demographic groups.  

Graduation rates remain high , and the  dropout rate de creased by half a  

percentage point. Both graduation measures are better than the state av-

erage.  
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According to a press release from MDE in September  2023, 87% of schools and 

91% of districts earned a grade of C or higher in 2023. òThe grades are an improve-

ment over 2021 -22 when approximately 81% of schools and 87% of districts were 

rated C or higher. In 2016, when the Mississippi State Board of Educat ion set a goal 

that all schools and districts be rated C or higher, the percentage of schools and 

districts meeting this goal was  both 62%ó (MDE, 2023).

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TH E M ISS ISSIPP I  SUCCE EDS PLA N  for the Every Student Succeeds Act speci-

fies a goal of 70% proficiency for all students by 2025. Other specific long -range 

goals for the state include:  

¶ Eliminate the proficiency gap between Black students and all students en-

tirely, as the overall student proficiency rate increases to 70% by 2025.  

¶ Close the graduation rate gap between students with disabilities and all 

students. This gap will be reduced to 20%, as the overall graduation rate 

increases to 90% by 2025.  

¶ Have 70% of English learners making expected progress toward English lan-

guage proficiency by 2025 (MDE, 2022)

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TH E M IS S ISSIPP I  DEP ARTME NT OF EDUCATI ON identifies schools for addi-

tional assistance and support, which includes professional development, leader-

ship coaching, additional funding, and assistance to support the schoolõs trans-

formation goals.

all reidentified as Additional Targeted Support and Improvement (ATSI)  school s 

because 3 -year average scores for Students with Disabilities were in the bottom 

5% of those for all Title I A schools.  Brandon Middle was  first identified as ATSI in 

2018, Florence Middle in 2017, and Northwest Rankin Middle and High both in 

2021. 

PUCK ETT A TTEN DANCE  C ENTE R was reidentified as a Targeted Support and 

Improvement (TSI)  school because scores for Black or African -American students 

were in the lowest 50% of overall accountability, in the lowest quartile of a 3 -year 

average gap -to -goal, and in the lowest quartile of a 3 -year improvement toward 

gap -to -goal closure. It was first identified as TSI in 2021.

in all subjects except science; all were above the state average . Kindergarten 

Readiness scores were lower in prekindergarten but higher in kindergarten.  

Third-Grade Reading Assessment scores  were  higher than prepandemic levels.  

MAAP proficiency percentages were higher in 202 3 than in 202 2 in most  sub-

jects and grades ; except ions were  seventh -grade reading, sixth -grade math,  

fifth -grade science , and Biology I . The largest gains were made in English II.

Statewide assessments include screeners and the Kindergarten Readiness  Assess-

ment  to determine what children know and are able to do upon entering school , 

the Third -Grade ELA Assessment to comply with the Literacy -Based Promotion Act, 

the Mississippi Academic Assessment Program  (MAAP) to assess proficiency and 

growth in English/language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies, and 

the ACT for eleventh graders to measure college readiness, The state also admin-

isters the English Language Proficiency Te st (ELPT) to students identified as English 

Learners.

Rankin County  School District  Comprehensive Needs Assessment surv ey online. 

Students comprise 51.5% of the total . Faculty/staff members represent 56.2% of 

the adult response, with parents accounting for 41.7%. Community members 

make up  2.1% of the adult response or 1% of the total.  

Rankin County School District is a successful district focused on 

teaching and learning. The district held to its òAó accountability rating in 2023. 

District enrollment has decreased 3.5% since 2020.  The district experienced a  0.4% 

change in average daily attendance between 202 2 and 202 3, and chronic ab-

sence bumped up slightly  to 14%. The district's graduation rate rose to 92. 5%; the 

dropout rate de creased to 8.5%. Graduation rates for students with disabilities de-

creased  to 61.3%. 

In response to positive statements on the comprehensive needs survey, 83% of 

responding stakeholders agree that the districtõs programs meet the needs of spe-

cial student populations. About 80% feel that the district promotes parent -teacher 

communication an d that parents feel welcome in the schools.
