Student Conduct on School Buses

Bus riding is a privilege which is earned by proper conduct and observance of rules both at the
student's designated bus stop and aboard the bus. For the safety of everyone, riders are expected to
observe the following bus rules and directions of the driver at all times.

Follow the directions of the driver.

Stay back at least 10 feet from where the bus stops. Cross 10 feet in front of the bus. Do not
walk between buses.

Stay seated when the bus is moving.

Keep heads, hands and all objects inside the windows.

Talk quietly; remain silent at railroad crossings.

Notes required to switch buses or to go to a different location.
No eating or drinking on bus routes.

Be respectful. No profanity or bothering others.

Should any student fail to conduct himself properly or choose not to observe the bus rules appropriate
discipline will be administered.
