EARLY SIGNS AND SYMPTOMS OF
ALZHEIMER’S AND DEMENTIA
Cont'd.

New problems with words in
speaking or writing: People
living with these illnesses may have
trouble following or joining a
conversation. They may stop in the
middle of a conversation and have
no idea how to continue, or they
may repeat themselves. They may
struggle with vocabulary, have
trouble naming a familiar object or
use the wrong name, i.e. calling a
“watch” a “hand-clock.” A typical
age-related change: having trouble
sometimes finding the right word.
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Misplacing things and losing
the ability to retrace steps:
‘They put things in unusual places;
lose things and are unable to go
back over their steps to find them
again. They may accuse others of
stealing, especially as the disease
progresses. Typical age-related
change: Misplacing things from
time to time and retracing steps to
find them.

Decreased or poor judgment:
They may experience changes in
judgment or decision-making; use
poor judgment when dealing with
money or pay less attention to
grooming or keeping themselves
clean. Typical age-related change:
Making a bad decision or mistake
occasionally, like neglecting to
change the oil in the car.

Withdrawal from work or
social activities: They may
experience changes in the ability to
hold or follow a conversation. As a
result, they may withdraw from
hobbies, social activities, or other
engagements; may have trouble
keeping up with a favorite team or
activity. Typical age-related
change: Sometimes feeling
uninterested in family or social
obligations.

Changes in mood and
personality: They may
experience mood and personality
changes, can become confused,
suspicious, depressed, fearful, or
anxious. They may be easily upset
at home, with friends or when out
of their comfort zone. Typical age-
related change: Developing very
specific ways of doing things and
becoming irritable when a routine
is disrupted.
