by Thursday, March 13th at 1:30 pm.  

Late or incomplete applications will not be considered. 

 

 

The following items must be completed and attached together with a clip or folder. 

______  Candidate Accomplishments Form (completed by the applicant)  

● Click the link above to open the Candidate Accomplishments Form.  

● Make a copy. (File -> Make a copy) 

● Rename it with your first and last name example: Bryan Coleman Accomplishment Form 

● Make sure that the Community Service Record Sheet is completed and attached. 

● When completed, print out a copy. 

 

______ Paper copy of your first semester (S1) report card  

●  see counselor if you need a copy 

 

Again, these items should be attached together and turned in no later than Thursday, March 13th. 

 

Besides your paper application, at least two recommendations should be completed by adult 

leaders: scouts, sports, religious leaders, teachers, etc. It may not be completed by relatives. One 

recommendation should be from a Cario Middle School teacher or staff member and another 

should be from a community member (not a relative). 

● Email them this Recommendation Form to be completed. All recommendations will be 

automatically sent to Mrs Voelkel for review. You may email Mrs Voelkel to confirm 

that recommendations have been received at margaret_voelkel@charleston.k12.sc.us 

●  Reminder that the recommendation forms must be completed and submitted no later than 

Thursday, March 13th. If recommendations are not received on time, applications will be 

considered late and incomplete therefore not considered for membership. Make sure to 

request recommendations early and follow up to provide confirmation of completion.
