Emergency Protocol

Transportation

occurs at dismissal time. If the incident 
occurs at dismissal time, the students will 
be transported home.

2. Check-in with school officials.

3. A staff member will unite you with 
your child.

4. Please make sure you sign your 
child(ren) out as dismissed.

5. Promptly leave the reunification 
site.
