The Effects of Music on the Mind

      Music is a part of everyday life 
for many. It can be the first thing 
a person hears in the morning or 
before they fall asleep. Music can 
have an influence on a person’s 
mood, level of productivity, and 
focus. 
   One of the first things that hap-
pens when music enters our brains 
is the triggering of pleasure cen-
ters that release dopamine, a neu-
rotransmitter that makes you feel 
happy. This response is so quick, 
the brain can even anticipate the 
most pleasurable peaks in familiar 
music and prime itself with an ear-
ly dopamine rush.
   Even in terms of brain develop-
ment, music can play a key role. 
Training to play an instrument, for 
instance, is believed to increase 
gray matter volume in certain areas 
of the brain, not unlike how phys-
ical exercise can tone and enlarge 
muscles. As a result, musicians 
often experience improvement in 
brain functions like: auditory pro-
cessing, learning and, memory. 
   In another study, scientists want-
ed to determine if relaxation and 
music therapy can reduce stress. 
Patients were randomly assigned 
to either relax, listen to music, or 
do nothing. Researchers discov-
ered that hearing music led to a 
lower heart rate and normalized 
body temperatures. They conclud-
ed that these were effective ways 
to reduce stress in such environ-
ments.

   Many of the beneficial effects 
of music on the brain are not lim-
ited to any single genre. Whether 
you’re listening to the smooth jazz 
styling of Billie Holiday on vi-
nyl, the classic country sounds of 
Johnny Cash on YouTube, or The 
Beatles on Spotify, different styles 
can produce the same results – as 
long as they align with your musi-
cal preferences. In this way, it’s the 
brain’s relationship with familiar 
and favored music that is key.
   “My favorite music to listen to 
when I’m working on homework 
or study for a test is music that is 
very easy to listen to like Lauv or 
Ed Sheeran,” stated Gwen John-
son. 
   One British study claims lis-
tening to Mozart for 10 minutes 
produced a “Mozart effect” where 
test-takers’ IQ scores went up 8 or 
9 points. A Bulgarian psychologist 
employed the method of playing 
Baroque era music, which plays 
at a tempo of 60 beats per minute, 
to help students learn foreign lan-
guages. After the 30-day course, 
the average retention rate per stu-
dent was 92 percent. Even four 
years later, when students had not 
reviewed the material, most re-
membered the foreign language 
lesson.
   Music has a great power over 
a person’s mind and body. Music 
affects the brain and mood by en-
gaging emotion, memory, learning, 
and attention.

Prescription 
drug abuse contin-
ues to be a growing 
problem in commu-
nities near and far. 
   To educate students 
about opioids and 
the risk of addiction 
associated with pre-
scription drugs, Mrs. 
Wasmoen, the Proj-
ect SUCCESS facili-
tator, has been giving 
opioid presentations 
to students in 6th-
11th grade. The pre-
sentations began in 
February and will 
continue through the 
month of March. 
   The program used 
for the presentations 
was Prescription 
Drug Abuse- Pre-
venting Youth Opi-
oid and Rx Drug 

Abuse. 
   Topics discussed 
in the presentation 
include what are 
prescription drugs, 
commonly abused 
prescription drugs, 
what does it mean 
to abuse prescription 
drugs, what rules 
are important for the 
safe use of prescrip-
tion drugs, dangers 
of abusing prescrip-
tion drugs, reasons 
for people abusing 
prescription drugs, 
and why most peo-
ple do not abuse pre-
scription drugs.

Abusing prescription 
drugs means taking 
a medication in a 
manner or dose oth-
er than prescribed.  

Commonly abused 
prescription drugs 
include fentanyl, 
hydrocodone, hy-
dromorphine, me-
peridine, methadone, 
and oxycodone. 
   Safely store pre-
scription drugs by 
placing them in a 
locked cabinet out-
side of your bath-
room. 
   There are two 
places to dispose of 
prescription drugs in 
Spink County. Pre-
scription drugs can 
be disposed at the 
drop box between 
Randall’s Pharmacy 
and the clinic or at 
the sheriff’s office.
    It is important that 
we are aware of the 
effects of opioids 
and we know what 
the consequences of 
misuse are. Educa-
tion is an important 
step towards preven-
tion.
