GENERAL INFORMATION
ÁRising 9th, 10th and 11th grade students should select 8 units of courses to include an English, 

math, science, and social studies class and electives. 

ÁSchool of Choice students must select/enroll in a STEAM Pathway course.

ÁStudents must have prior approval before taking any Virtual SC, dual credit or dual 
enrollment courses. Only a select list of college dual enrollment courses are approved 
by Rock Hill Schools to receive dual credit (high school & college credit). Work with 
your counselor to discuss options and the process for doing so. 

ÁStudent schedules are created for the entire school year in the summer prior to the start of 
the school year. Students should choose their course requests carefully; once schedules are 
set changes are very limited and based on a strict set of guidelines. 

ÁCounselors may assign classes for students who do not complete the course selection 
process.
