Anuncio del director sobre la política actualizada de BVSD sobre el uso
de teléfonos celulares
Estimados estudiantes y familias de Fairview:
¡Espero que su semestre haya comenzado muy bien! Mientras continuamos creando un
entorno de aprendizaje positivo y sin distracciones, quiero tomarme un momento para
recordarles a todos sobre la política actualizada de BVSD sobre teléfonos celulares, que
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se implementará por completo a partir del 3 de febrero.
En noviembre, la Junta de Educación del BVSD votó para
actualizar la política del distrito sobre teléfonos celulares
y, a partir de enero, se espera que los estudiantes
mantengan sus teléfonos lejos durante el horario escolar
mientras estén en el campus. Esto incluye los períodos
de descanso, el almuerzo y los períodos libres. Quiero
enfatizar que esto no es una prohibición de los teléfonos
celulares, sino más bien una política diseñada para
minimizar las distracciones y ayudar a fortalecer el bienestar socioemocional de
nuestros estudiantes al alentar más conexiones cara a cara.
We know how integral phones can be for various tasks, but we also understand the need
to strike a balance between their beneOts and fostering a learning environment where
students can focus and build healthy, in-person relationships. As such, we will be
enforcing the following expectations moving forward:

Keep cell phones off and away for the entire school day. This includes classrooms
(unless directed by a teacher) and all non-classroom areas such as the library,
lunchroom, Student Center, hallways, and okces.
Phones may be stored at home, in your backpack, locker, or vehicle—but must be
kept out of sight and not in use.
If you need to contact or be contacted by a parent or guardian, they can reach you
via your BVSD email or contact the main okce in case of an emergency.
Should a student fail to meet this expectation, we will follow our classroom
consequences, and cell phones will be conOscated and taken to the okce.

As a reminder, students will still be allowed to use their phones under the following
circumstances:

When off campus for lunch or free periods.
When permitted by a teacher for instructional purposes.
In case of an emergency, with permission from a teacher or staff member.

Reduce Emissions - Turn off Your Car While
Waiting
BVSD buses turn off instead of idling while waiting for
students. You can too! Because vehicle idling is a
signiOcant source of air pollution, BVSD has an operating procedure that prohibits buses
and transportation support vehicles from idling for more than 5 minutes within any given
1 hour period.* Although it is tempting to keep cars and buses running, especially during
colder weather, please turn off vehicles while waiting to pick up students. (*An exception
to this is Food Service vehicles with refrigeration that need to remain on to maintain food
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quality).
