WHAT IS AN INDULGENCE?

An indulgence is a remission of the temporal
punishment due to sin, granted by the Church
under specific conditions. It is based on the belief
that, even after sins are forgiven in confession,
their consequences remain and must be purified
either in this life or in purgatory. Indulgences
draw from the treasury of merits of Christ, the
Blessed Virgin Mary, and the saints.

TYPES OF INDULGENCES:
Plenary Indulgence—Removes all temporal punishment due to sin.

Partial Indulgence—Removes part of the temporal punishment.

The Jubilee Year 2025, proclaimed by Pope Francis, will be a Holy Year of
Hope and will offer special indulgences for the faithful.

KEY FACTS ABOUT THE JUBILEE YEAR INDULGENCE 2025:
1. Theme: Pilgrims of Hope— emphasizing renewal of faith, conversion,
and mercy.

2. Plenary Indulgence: The Pope will grant a plenary indulgence to
those who fulfill the required conditions and participate in Jubilee
events.

3. Conditions to Receive the Indulgence:

¢ Sacramental Confession (before or soon after the act).

e Holy Communion (preferably on the same day).

e Prayers for the Pope’s Inlentions (Our Father, Hail Mary, and any
other prayer).

« A Jubilee Act of Faith (such as visiting a designated pilgrimage site,
performing an act of charity, or engaging in prayer and penance).

¢ Detachment from all sins, even venial sin.

4. Pilgrimage to Rome and Holy Doors:
Visiting the Holy Doors of the four Papal Basilicas in Rome will be a
primary way to obtain indulgence. Major shrines and designated
churches worldwide will also offer indulgence for those unable to travel
to Rome.

5. Acts of Mercy and Charity:
Visiting the sick, prisoners, or performing acts of mercy can also grant
indulgence.

To obtain the Jubilee Year 2025 plenary indulgence within the Diocese of
Arlington, you can follow these steps:

1. Visit a Designated Pilgrimage Site Make a pilgrimage to one of
the designated churches in the diocese. The primary site is the
Cathedral of St. Thomas More in Arlington. Other designated churches
include:

Basilica of St. Mary, Alexandria; Corpus Christi, Aldie;
Our Lady of Hope, Potomac Falls; St. John Bosco, Woodstock;
St. John the Evangelist, Warrenton; St. Patrick, Fredericksburg;
St. Paul Mission, Hague

Morning Prayer, or Evening Prayer.
» Pray a devotional prayer, such as the Way of the Cross or the Rosary.
« Attend a penance service culminating in sacramental confession.

3. Fulfill the Usual Conditions for Plenary Indulgence
o Sacramental Confession: Go to confession, ensuring a detachment
from all sin, including venial sin.
« Holy Communion: Receive the Eucharist, preferably on the same day
as your pilgrimage.
o Pray for the Pope’s Intentions: Offer prayers for the intentions of the
Holy Father, such as an Our Father and a Hail Mary.

4. Perform Acts of Mercy and Penance
Engage in works of mercy and penance, which can include:
« Participating in spiritual exercises or formational activities.
o Performing corporal or spiritual works of mercy, such as visiting the
sick or imprisoned.
« Abstaining from unnecessary distractions or superfluous
consumption and donating to the poor.

For those unable to visit a pilgrimage site due to age, illness, or other
serious reasons, you can unite spiritually with those making the
pilgrimage by:

 Reciting an Our Father and a Profession of Faith.

o Offering your sufferings and hardships to the Lord.

Perspectiva Salesiana

¢Cudl es el significado de la palabra
“confiar”? El Diccionario de la
Herencia Americana del Idioma
Inglés define esta palabra asi:
“Firme creencia en la integridad, la
habilidad o el caracter de una
persona o una cosa.”

Imagina un mundo sin confianza.
Imagina un mundo en el que nadie
cree en la “integridad, la habilidad
o el caracter” de los demés.” Un
lugar asi podria ser descrito
literalmente como un infierno
viviente. La confianza es el mortero
que nos mantiene unidos a todos.
La confianza es lo que nos permite
formar familias, amistades,
comunidades y paises. La confianza
es una parte integral de lo que
significa ser humano.

En contraste con la importancia de
tener confianza en los demas,
Jeremias nos advierte:
“Desgraciados son aquellos que
confian en los seres humanos.”
¢Que significa esto para nosotros?
Puesto de forma simple, confiar en
los demas no es suficiente para
sostenernos en esta vida. ¢Por
qué? Porque, como todos sabemos
muy bien—y muy dolorosamente—
nosotros los humanos, muy a pesar
de nuestros mejores esfuerzos no
siempre somos personas de
confiar. Si nuestra confianza se
limita al plano humano, nosotros
corremos el riesgo de llegar a
sentirnos abrumados por el dolor,
la decepcidn, la ruptura de nuestro

corazon y el cinismo.

Nuestra confianza total debemos
depositarla en Dios, quien siempre
es confiable. Nuestra maxima
confianza debe ser depositada en
Dios, el amigo fiel quien nunca nos
engana ni nos miente. Nuestra
confianza fundamental nos permite
no solamente sobrevivir en esta
vida, sino que también nos permite
prosperar en ella, especialmente
cuando nos enfrentamos a nuestras
propias imperfecciones y a las
imperfecciones de los demas. San
Francisco de Sales escribio: "Si el
mundo entero se vuelve de cabeza,
si todo a nuestro alrededor es
oscuridad... qué acaso todo no
estara bien desde que depositemos
nuestra confianza en Dios?”
(Stopp, Cartas Selectas, p. 125)

Seremos desgraciados si esperamos
que los demas satisfagan nuestras
necesidades mas profundas,
nuestros deseos mas profundos y
nuestros suenos mas profundos y
que no nos fallen a la hora de
hacerlo. Esa clase de expectativas
solo nos llevan a la amargura, el
resentimiento y la desesperacion.
Seremos bendecidos si confiamos y
nos consolamos con el Dios que el
confiable, aun cuando los humanos
no lo son. Nuestra confianza en
Dios no nos protegera de las
inevitables decepciones de la vida—
aquellas que recibimos y aquellas
que ocasionamos- pero si nos
permitira enfrentarlas, y trabajar
en ellas y ultimadamente
sobreponernos a ellas.

Nuestra confianza en Dios nos
permite celebrar nuestra habilidad
de ser confiables. Igualmente,
nuestra confianza en Dios nos
permite perdonarnos los unos a los
otros cuando no lo somos.
