(Functional Issues Identified with both previously presented Concept A, and Concept B)

1. Proximity of Parent Drop off/Pick -up  to Dining for staging. Feels too far away. (Both Concept A&B)

    Do not like cutting through Learning community to get to dining or Gym, too disruptive

2. Like Media Center Integration, views and access to Learning communities (Concept B)

    Like the Media Center direct access to the courtyard (Concept B)

    Feels like Media Center is too far for Kinder & First Grade (Concept B)

3. Administration  needs quick access to back school, feels too far away. (Both Concept A & B)

    Feels Sprawling - Travel distances

4. Like Front Door location with view & Supervision to both Stetson and Rothbury (Concept A)

    Prefer the more Identifiable entry at corner (Concept B)

5. Do not like Classrooms Location overlooking the parking lot or bus loop (Both Concepts A&B)

ÅNeed to consider issues of runners (eloping) No direct route out

7. Access to Specials , Dining and Gym need to be closer to parking and bus drop offs.

    Too far back from parent drop -off and after -Hours use. (Both Concept A&B)

    Need to walk through large part of the school (Learning Communities) to get there.

8. Building Circulation , Looking for a more direct route from Admin to Dining without going through the 

learning communities.
