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Curfew Masonic Lodge #73 Scholarship Program

Introduction

Curfew Lodge #73 and Freemasonry stands for the reverence of God and the proper place
of individual faith in society; for truth and justice; for fraternity and philanthropy; and for orderly
civil, religious, and intellectual liberty. It charges each of its members to be true and loyal to the
government of the country to which he owes allegiance and to be obedient to the law of any state
in which he may reside.

This scholarship program is intended to provide one Franklin County students with a
scholarship as deemed appropriate by the Lodge Members but not to exceed $500 to assist in
his/her postsecondary undergraduate study at an accredited public or private junior college or
university or in his/her continued education at an accredited vocational school.

The recipient(s) will be chosen by the members of Curfew Masonic Lodge #73. Nominees
will be ranked by civic and school activities, leadership activities, letters of recommendation, and
results of a submitted essay. The scholarship award must be used exclusively for tuition, books,
and appropriate expenses and supplies.

Eligibility Requirements

1. Must graduate from Franklin County High School.

2. Has applied to or will apply to an accredited public or private college or university, or
vocational training institute.

3. Show participation in school and civic activities as well as leadership abilities.

4. Must submit two letters of recommendation that relate to the students scholastic abilities,
leadership role, and civic and school activities. List awards, clubs, offices held, civic
groups involved in and educational achievements.

5. Submit a 500-word typewritten essay expressing “What America means to me.”



Application Process

A completed scholarship application (attached) and all documentation (letters, essay, etc.)
must be submitted and post marked no later than April 30, 2025 to the Curfew Lodge #73.

Mail the information to Curfew Lodge #73 F. & A. M., P.O. Box 820, Carrabelle, Florida 32322.
The committee may request a personal interview of applicants if necessary.

Award Conditions

The scholarship award shall be made in the following manner.

A scholarship selection committee composed of Lodge members shall be
established to review each application and the supporting documentation received
by the April 30" deadline. This committee shall select the recipient prior to
graduation ceremonies. Qualification determination is within the discretion of
Curfew Lodge #73 F. & A. M.. All decisions are final.

The scholarship will be awarded to the recipient during the awards ceremony at
the recipient's high school graduation program. The recipient will receive a
certificate of award and award letter from Curfew Lodge #73 F. & A. M. at
graduation.

The recipient must submit proof of enrollment/registration to receive the funds.
This will be completed through the student 1% Semester grades.

The award must be used for tuition, books, and appropriate supplies related to
attendance at a post-secondary institution.

Disbursement Conditions

Disbursement of the monetary award will be made upon receipt of 1% semester grades from an
accredited institution.

Forfeiture

@ The recipient shall forfeit the scholarship if he or she fails to show proof of grades from
an accredited post-secondary institution at the end of the 1% semester.



(b) In the event of forfeiture/disqualification, the scholarship will roll over to the next
scholarship year.
