Portal after 12:00 pm on Wednesday, August 28, 2024.

e *Teacher information will not be released via telephone.

activation code shared with you via email upon registration

How do I receive emails from the district or school?
e Please establish and maintain your Parent Portal account as it will be the
primary source for distribution of school and district information. Please
make @syossetschools.org a “safe sender” on your email account

How do I locate my child’s bus information?

o All registered students are eligible for busing. Bus information will be
available in the Parent Portal during the last week of summer, and families
will receive notification from the district once it’s ready. *Please do not
check the Portal before getting the email from the district as the bus
information from last year will still be there.

e Finding your child’s bus on the Parent Portal.

o Once you are signed into the Parent Portal, click on “More” and then
“Transportation”

o You will then be able to view your child’s bus number, bus stop, and
the time the bus is scheduled to arrive

e Please have your child at the bus stop five minutes before the indicated time

® Kindergarten Parents:
o A bus tag will be provided for you to affix to your child’s backpack so
the driver and school staff are aware that your child is in Kindergarten

m *Bus drivers are explicitly directed to bring kindergarten
students back to school if no one is at the stop to take them off
the bus.

What is the procedure if I want to “drop off” my child at school in the
morning as a “walker”?
e Children will form a line behind the indicated orange cones on either side of
the main entrance between 8:50 a.m. - 9:00 a.m.
e Families and/or their designees are not permitted beyond the orange cones

When will my child be marked “late”?
e Any child arriving at school after 9:15 am will be marked “late.”
e All students arriving after 9:15 am must be escorted into the building by an
adult. You will be asked to sign your child into school at the security booth.

How do I report my child’s absence?
e Village utilizes the PUP system which allows you a convenient, digital way
to report an absence right from your phone or computer!
e *Click here for more details about accessing the PUP system
If your child will be absent, you must report the absence in PUP by 8:30a.m.
e *Please do NOT email staff regarding absences
o Emails to the main office staff OR emails to teachers are NOT a
substitute for reporting the absence in PUP
e Attendance is checked carefully, the office will confirm an unreported
absence with a phone call
e *Excused absences are illness, medical appointments, and family loss

How are students dismissed at the end of the day?
e Village utilizes the PUP system which allows you a convenient, digital way

to manage your child’s dismissal right from your phone or computer!

e For a safe dismissal, it’s essential that we know your student’s regular daily
dismissal plans before the first day of school.

How do I change my child’s regular dismissal arrangement for the day?

e Village utilizes the PUP system which allows you a convenient way to
change your child’s regular dismissal arrangement from your phone or
computer!

e *Click here for more details about accessing the PUP system

e Daily dismissal changes may be made for any day (even future dates) by
selecting the date and your desired dismissal plan.

e You have until 2:00 p.m. on the day of the requested change to input your
selection. *After 2:00 p.m., you will be locked out of the system for that day.
This 1s to allow time for the staff to communicate the changes to the
teachers, supervising staff and inform all children of the changes.

What is the procedure for picking up my child early from school?

e Please make every effort to schedule appointments outside of the school day.
Early pick up causes disruption to instruction and dismissal procedures. If
you must do so for emergency reasons, please note:

o Early dismissal may be made for any day in PUP by selecting the date
and your desired dismissal plan.

o *Emails cannot be accepted.

o All early pick ups must be completed by 2:45 p.m. After this point,
your child will be dismissed with their class at the end of the day.

What are the safety procedures for all during arrival and dismissal?
e For our children’s safety, we request that you observe the following
procedures regarding automobile traffic during arrival and dismissal times:

o Please do not park in the staff parking lots or along the driveway
as there 1s limited space for school personnel.

o Please do not pull into the staff parking lots to discharge or pick
up children. It is a danger to others to back up to turn around in order
to exit from the lot.

o Parking in the middle of either of the parking lots (when no spots
are available) is PROHIBITED! Anyone in violation of this will be
told to move his or her vehicle immediately.

© During morning arrival (8:30-9:15 am). no cars may enter the
front circle. Please park on the street and escort your child to the
main doors. A crossing guard is stationed at the west corner of the
school, assisting children to safely cross Convent Road.

o Please do NOT drop children off in the middle of Convent Road.
This is very dangerous and can result in a serious accident. Anyone

doing this could be ticketed.

o Please be reminded that, at dismissal time no cars are permitted to
enter the school’s driveway. All cars must park on the street. Only
after all buses have been dismissed will cars be permitted to enter.
