School Profile 
 
Givens Elementary School, a traditional calendar school serving grades preschool through sixth, lies in the southeast part of 
the City of Merced. Most scholars attend Hoover Middle School upon graduating from Givens Elementary School. Ada Givens 
Elementary School was named in honor of a respected educator who taught for fifty years in the Merced City School District. Her 
dedication to her scholars provides an outstanding example for the staff members of Givens Elementary School as they strive 
to meet scholars' academic, social, emotional, and physical needs. Givens Elementary School Staff are dedicated to ensuring 
that all scholars come with a well-rounded educational experience that will serve as a foundation for their future 
endeavors. Ada Givens's mission is to educate 21st-century learners, critical thinkers, and creators through common core 
standards learning experiences. We are proud to host the District STEAM Center on our campus. Givens has a Montessori program 
consisting of three full classrooms. The grade span for the program is TK/K, 1st,2nd, and 3rd, and our 4th,5th, and 6th classes. 
The staff is dedicated to building sustainable processes and procedures at Ada Givens Elementary to create an environment that 
fuels trust, transparency, motivation, and sustainable practices. Long-term improvement and parent/community outreach are 
priorities. All staff will embrace that our scholars are just as worthy as scholars in a high-performing school. These 
actions model a growth mindset critical to closing the achievement gap, eradicating bias and unethical disciplinary practices, 
and keeping our scholars engaged in learning. The staff at Givens focuses on a performance-based culture that must be 
continuously strengthened and reinforced to achieve desired results. Decisiveness and standards of excellence are derived 
from direct accountability. A base leadership team that drives accountability on-site will create clear boundaries and 
flexibility to focus on trust and managing differences. Professional Learning Communities (PLCs) are used to 
address individual scholar needs. 
Within PLCs, the staff is approaching academic achievement from a whole-child perspective. Robust professional development 
is offered by the Professional Development Center and guarantees continuous skill development and job proficiency. 
Dynamic scholar learning will grow from collaborative efforts throughout the site, our staff's professional learning communities 
(PLCs), and relevant professional development to address ALL scholars' needs. Ada Givens staff has dedicated site PLC and 
training time to all staff trained in Conscious Discipline to work on personal bias. All team members are committed to providing 
a school culture of inclusion and acceptance and eliminating barriers so all scholars can succeed.

Surveys

Parent, Scholar, and Staff surveys are administered and analyzed once a year. The California Healthy Kids Survey (CHKS), California 
School Staff Survey (CSSS), and California School Parent Survey (CSPS). The results of the surveys are used to generate active 
communication between school and home on-site needs. School staff communicates through parent square, phone calls, text 
messages, notes, emails, and flyers. Parents convey the importance of teachers setting high expectations for all scholars and how 
Ada Givens meets their scholar's academic needs. Teachers and Administrators continue to conference with scholars and their 
parents about academic performance, language proficiency levels, attendance, and behavioral expectations. Opportunities to 
strengthen relationships occur during parent meetings. Staff models respect, are helpful, are accessible, and make families feel 
welcome at school. 
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Classroom Observations 

This section provides a description of types and frequency of classroom observations conducted during the school-year and a 
summary of findings. 
 
Formal and informal observations are conducted routinely by administrators to support the continual improvement of the 
instructional program. Teachers are supported and encouraged to participate in lesson study activities, including colleague 
collaboration, observation, and feedback. Classroom observations support monitoring standards-based adopted programs, 
implementation of research-supported instructional strategies, Professional Learning Community (PLC) development, and 
identification of instructional trends. The information gathered during classroom observations guides the Professional development 
training. 
 
Ada Givens Elementary School staff educates scholars using adopted core instructional curricula aligned to district pacing calendars 
and supplemental intervention programs. Behavioral programs, tools, and strategies are implemented to encourage scholars to 
follow school rules and promote expectations of positive scholar attitudes. Parents are encouraged to participate in their scholar's 
education through events and programs throughout the school year. 
 
Ada Givens Elementary School staff meets at-risk scholars' needs by comprehensively implementing the Response to Intervention 
(RtI)-Multi-Tiered System of Support (MTSS) model outlined in the Merced City School District's Strategic Plan.

Standards, Assessment, and Accountability

The administration looks at data from local and state assessments, including the California  Assessment of Student Performance 
and Progress (CAASPP) System, English Language Proficiency Assessment of California (ELPAC), District Progress Assessment 
(DPA), Dynamic Indicators of Basic Early Literacy Skills (DIBELS), and English Language Arts and Math performance tasks to 
improve scholar achievement. The administration also uses professional learning communities (PLC) by grade-level 
recommendations. The administration uses all this data to create and adjust intervention groups. 
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2. Use of data to monitor scholar progress on curriculum-embedded assessments and modify instruction (EPC) 
 

An assessment calendar developed by district and professional development communities includes Curriculum-based measures 
and formative, weekly, and unit assessments. The adopted ELA program provides common formative and summative 
assessments. They are used to monitor scholar progress and modify instruction. Math Performance Tasks offered by the District 
support progress monitoring. Supplemental materials in both ELA and Math support scholars. Tier II interventions include 
WonderWorks, Educeri, Reflex Math, ST Math, and StudySync. Professional Learning Communities (PLCs) systematically collect 
and analyze data to support proper program placement and instructional delivery based on individual scholar needs. 
DuFour's Four Essential Questions guide PLCs: 
1) What do we expect our scholars to learn? 
2) How will we know they are learning? 
3) How will we respond when they do not learn? 
4) How will we respond if they already know? 
 
 

Staffing and Professional Development 
 
3. Status of meeting requirements for highly qualified staff (ESEA) 
 

All Full-Time Equivalent teachers of the Merced City School District meet or exceed the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA, 2015) 
and are considered highly qualified.  Teachers on a Provisional Intern Permit or Part-time Clinicians work with the Personnel 
Department to ensure proper credentialing and licensure.  Ada Givens school has 25 Full-Time Equivalent teachers, One Full-
Time Reading/Math (RtI) Intervention teacher, and One Full-Time Reading/Math (RtI) Intervention instructional assistant. 
 

4. Sufficiency of credentialed teachers and teacher professional development (e.g., access to instructional materials training on 
SBE-adopted instructional materials) (EPC) 
 
The Williams Settlement Report Results indicate that Givens school meets the requirements of sufficiently credentialed 
teachers. In 2015 the District adopted State Board of Education-approved materials for mathematics. During the 2016-2017 
school year, the District adopted English Language Arts/English Language Development materials approved by the State Board of 
Education. Teachers received training from the publishers. Professional development opportunities specific to new adoptions 
have occurred at the District and site level throughout the traditional school year and summer months. The administration can 
retrieve evidence of formal professional development for each teacher by accessing the District's Online Management System. 
Each site's School Accountability Report Card (SARC) documents professional development offerings. Site-based activities occur 
during allocated weekly teacher collaboration times, faculty meetings, and Professional Learning Community work. 
 

5. Alignment of staff development to content standards, assessed scholar performance, and professional needs (ESEA) 
 
Staff development activities align with Common Core State Standards, emphasizing the disciplines of the District in English 
Language Arts/English Language Development and Mathematics. In 2018-2019 the District continued to support the full 
implementation of the Next Generation Science Standards and a planned program focusing on Science, Technology, Engineering, 
the Arts, and Mathematics (STEAM). Scholar performance in the mastery of standards is measured several times throughout the 
year through the administration of standardized state tests, district progress assessments (DPA), District and grade-level 
performance tasks, and common formative assessments (CFA). Teachers work with the Merced County of Education (MCOE) for 
training, coaching, and lesson demonstrations in Math. TWIG Science was adopted in the 2021-2022 school year for TK-5th. 
 

6. Ongoing instructional assistance and support for teachers (e.g., use of content experts and instructional coaches) (EPC) 
 
Teachers share opportunities to refine their craft through access to content specialists, and the support of the site 
administration, conferences, the district's Professional Development Center (PDC), school lesson study teams and individual 
classroom coaching.  Merced County Office of Education (MCOE) provided Math Coaching at all grade levels. 
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7. Teacher collaboration by grade level (kindergarten through grade eight [K–8]) and department (grades nine through twelve) 
(EPC) 
 
Teachers collaborate by grade level, and their Professional Learning Community works during grade level, faculty, or other 
designated meeting times. Articulation of scholar achievement information occurs weekly. Teachers, clinicians, and other staff 
monitor scholar's progress data and recommend program adjustments to meet  scholars needs. 
 

Teaching and Learning 
 
8. Alignment of curriculum, instruction, and materials to content and performance standards (ESEA) 

 
District-wide adopted MCSD School Board selected ELA and math materials based on State Board of Education adoption 
recommendations. The curriculum is aligned with Common Core State Standards and includes tiered materials to facilitate 
adaptive learning. Teachers utilize instructional pacing guidelines to ensure all scholars access standards at a similar pace. 
Research-supported instructional strategies are the foundation of instruction. Methods such as Direct Instruction, Close Reading, 
Repeated Interactive Read Aloud, Academic Discourse, and numerous other strategies apply during day-to-day practices by 
teachers. Data indicates a need to provide further instruction in vocabulary development across disciplines district-wide. 
 

9. Adherence to recommended instructional minutes for reading/language arts and mathematics (K–8) (EPC) 
 
Givens follows a master calendar, which adheres to California Department of Education instructional minute requirements for all 
subjects. 
 

10. Lesson pacing schedule (K–8) and master schedule flexibility for sufficient numbers of intervention courses (EPC) 
 
Teachers use the recommended units of instruction to gain knowledge of  scholar needs.  Scholars who require support to 
access grade-level standards receive intervention.  A flexible intervention schedule, complementary to the master schedule, is 
implemented. 
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11. Availability of standards-based instructional materials appropriate to all scholar groups (ESEA) 
 
Standards-based instructional materials are available to all scholars groups at Givens School.  All core standards-based materials 
contain digital and text options that allow instructional differentiation, support, and adaptability to accommodate scholars' 
achievement levels.

Scholars access standards through direct instruction and other research-supported and District adopted methodologies. Close 
Reading, Repeated Interactive Read Aloud, and Academic Discourse includes digital and text standards-aligned resources. 
Intervention materials are available for scholars who require further support. Primary resources in English Language Arts/English 
Language Development and Mathematics are within the District’s adopted materials.

Within the regular program, services such as the support of counselors, instructional aides, Intervention Teacher and 
Intervention Aide as well as tutorial and support classes are offered to ensure scholars meet standards.

Research-based educational practices promoted by the school and district include Direct Instruction, Close Reading, SIPPS, 
Academic Discourse, Selection of Random non-volunteers, Justification of Answers, Repeated Interactive Read Aloud, 
completion of Performance Tasks, integration of technology, as well as Research and Inquiry activities. AVID lessons, strategies 
and college and career readiness. 
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Parental Involvement 
 
15. Resources available from family, school, district, and community to assist under-achieving scholars (ESEA) 

 
The Merced City School District and Ada Givens School recognize parents are their child's first teachers and encourage parents to 
participate in their children's educational programs. Many opportunities exist for parents to participate in the educational 
program and decision-making process at Ada Givens Elementary School. Parents, teachers, and scholars compose the Parent 
Teacher Club, which coordinates fundraisers and other school events to benefit the scholar body and further build the school's 
relationship with parents and scholars. Other opportunities for parental involvement include: Back to School Night, Parent-
Teacher Conferences, celebrations, awards ceremonies, seasonal events, Open House, academic/science fairs, writing festival, 
MCSD, and Merced County Spelling Bee, extended day displays, as well as scholar performances. 
 

16. Involvement of parents, community representatives, classroom teachers, other school personnel, and scholars in secondary 
schools, in the planning, implementation, and evaluation of ConApp programs (5 California Code of Regulations 3932) 
 
Parents have had adequate opportunities to participate in the development of school-wide programs at Title I schools and 
categorical programs as described in federal law (No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 and subsequent Every Student Succeeds Act 
of 2015), California Education Code, and the policies and regulations of the Merced City School District. 
Parents and teachers elected to the School Site Council advise the school's administration and approve the categorical programs' 
budget. A School Site Council parent member is also selected to represent Ada Givens Elementary school at the District Advisory 
Committee meetings each year. 
Teachers and parents of English Learners may participate in Ada Givens Elementary School's English Learner Advisory Committee 
(ELAC). The English Learner Advisory Committee advises the administration regarding the English Language Development 
program and matters relevant to English Learner scholars. Each year, an elected parent member is also selected to represent 
Ada Givens Elementary School at the District English Learner Advisory Committee (DELAC). 
 
 

Funding 
 

17. Services provided by categorical funds that enable underperforming scholars to meet standards (ESEA) 
 
Ada Givens School and the District provide numerous programs to benefit underperforming scholars.  These services include: 
 
Teach grade-level standards; 
 
Offer a robust educational program during the summer months, providing more time to learn; 
 
Establish and routinely implement collaborative structures and processes to monitor scholars' academic progress at all levels; 
 
Track and trend disaggregated scholar achievement data and provide all scholars in "he "standard not "met" or "standard 
nearly" met" performance levels with the following ELA and Math interventions to accelerate progress and close the 
achievement gap:  Response to Intervention via Wonders, WonderWorks, SIPPS, Reflex Math, and Go Math; 
 
Implement intervention best practices based on District Response to Intervention and Instruction and a Multi-Tiered System of 
Support (MTSS) framework; 
 
Develop and implement tiered levels of academic intervention support at each site by grade level based on findings from 
multiple measures. 
 
Develop and maintain an Instructional Leadership Team representing various grade and subject levels; 
 
Provide instructional coaching and professional learning opportunities that  align with research-based practices; 
 
Use data-driven decision-making to identify supplemental services and materials for scholars and, 
 
Institutionalize research-supported and District preferred lesson design and delivery models; 
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18. Fiscal support (EPC) 
 
The school and District’s general and categorical funds are coordinated, prioritized, and allocated to align with the results of the 
California School Dashboard for the subjects of English Language Arts/ English Language Development, Mathematics, Suspension 
Rate, and Chronic Absenteeism; the Local Control Accountability Plan and the School Plan for scholar Achievement. 
 

 
Description of Barriers and Related School Goals 
 
Givens is eligible to receive Additional Targeted Support and Intervention (ATSI) under the Every Child Succeeds Act (ESSA). Givens 
Elementary School was identified as an Additional Targeted Support and Improvement (ATSI) school through the California School 
Dashboard report in December 2022. 
 
The purpose of the SPSA is to improve the academic performance of all students to the level of the performance goals, according to 
California Education Code (EC) Section 64001(a). A school plan assesses how well each school's programs serve students at all 
performance levels overall by the school, grade, and subgroup. School goals are based on an analysis of verifiable state and district 
data. This data includes English Language Proficiency Assessment (ELPAC) and District Progress Assessments (DPA) in language arts 
and math. In addition, the district Common Formative Assessments (CFA) in language arts and math, MHE reading fluency 
assessments, Writing Performance Task (WPT),  attendance, and any data voluntarily developed by districts to measure student 
achievement EC Section 64001 (f). SPSA will align school goals to the district goals, Local Control Accountability Plan (LCAP), Title III, 
and Strategic Plan. Schools align categorical resources to meet the identified purposes. 
The Principal at Givens Elementary actively involves the staff in Advancement Via Individual Determination (AVID), Behavior 
Instructional Leadership Team (BILT), English Learner Advisory Committee (ELAC), Positive Behavioral Intervention System (PBIS), 
and the Response to Intervention (RtI), School Site Council (SSC). Site teams utilized previous and current data to assess student 
progress and adjust instruction accordingly. Responses are made meaningful using data analysis that connects to District goals. The 
Principal's leadership is essential in making the SPSA  a necessary tool for parents and staff. The goals and actions in the SPSA are 
communicated regularly to SSC, ELAC, staff, and Professional Learning Communities and regularly reviewed for progress and 
execution. 
 
Social-Emotional Learning (SEL) and connectedness to school are vital components of student success. The school provides all staff 
with training to understand implicit bias, what impact preferences can have on equity, and how they can identify their own biases in 
schools that impact students. Research suggests equity issues exist and correlate to the over-representation of suspension and 
expulsions of African American boys (Wood, Harris, & Howard, 2018); English Learners in special education (Harry & Klingner, 2014); 
White students in Advanced Placement courses (Lewis & Diamond, 2018). The school provides professional development in 
Conscious Discipline to provide training and instruction in building individual class and school connectedness. 
 
Teachers and specialized staff monitor English Learner's progress and ensure teachers have current language levels and appropriate 
materials for designated English Language Development (ELD) instruction. Students deploy at designated times during in-person 
instruction to obtain a thirty-minute language acquisition lesson daily by a certificated teacher.

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Findings from the Analysis of this Data: 

2023-2024 DPA Local - Administration collaborated with the staff to drill down and review scores, including English Learner data as grade levels, DPA, ELPAC, curriculum 
embedded measures, common formative assessments, and progress monitoring. Scholars are not progressing adequately in all grade levels and subgroups in vocabulary, 
Reading Comprehension in Informational Text, and Literature. Scholars are making adequate growth in phonemic awareness, phonics, and high-frequency words are 50% or 
higher for scholars scoring at or above grade level on local measures. School-wide vocabulary, reading comprehension of informational text, and Literature only have a proficient 
or higher rate of approximately 25%. After analyzing longitudinal data, this was determined to be a systems issue. All school staff recognizes the need to improve instructional 
practices and focus on vocabulary and reading comprehension to benefit all scholars. With the increased use of Reading and writing strategies required to achieve proficiency in

  Mr. Salcedo summarized the minutes from the last meeting. 

Hellen Tang made the motion to approve and accept the minutes as read.  
Christie Hill seconded the motion. All in favor. Motion passed. 
 

II. SPSA- Goal #1: 
Dora explained the changes made to the school site plan last year, things that were included for 
academic performance. For the current year, changes to be made are the year changed from 2022-23 
to 2023-24. Dora explained that she updated the DPA Reading and Math to include our 2022-23  
DPA I results. She says we are looking at students who are “on” grade level or “1 below” grade level, 
but it is essential to look at all the areas. We will administer the DPA II in December 2022, and then 
we can see where we are growing. 
English learners have made exceptional growth from the 2021-22 DPA III at the end of last year and 
the first 2022-23 DPA I this year. After the DPA II results, we will look at individual class growth. 
  

  Dora explained where the monies were being spent. We are using funds from the extended-day 
  Budget for our yearbook club. We can also move money for extended day programs such as 
  homework tutorials and art enrichment. Ms. Ortega wants to do an extended day for our EL students. 
  We brought back the Reflex Math program for teachers to use. We hired a 6.5-hour instructional aide 
  for Tk/K and a 3-hour aide for our combo class. 
 
   We are providing classrooms with Triple “R,” Five Simple Rules, and Reporting vs. Tattling posters. 

 



 
 
Mr. Salcedo spoke about the AVID program we started last year. He said the program is new to 
Givens and all the elementary schools. Middle schools have been doing AVID and are already 
established. We hope to have more teachers on the team next year. We expect 3 more teachers and 1 
admin to go to the summer institute next summer. We eventually would like to have the entire staff 
trained. 
 
AVID prepares students for college and careers at the middle school level. At the elementary level, 
we help students prepare for Middle school. At the elementary level, there are mini-lessons, career 
lessons, note taking lessons for all grade levels.

They informed her they would look into it 
 and develop something district-wide to educate parents and students in grades 4-6 about the dangers 
 and legal consequences of specific things you do on the internet, such as posting pictures or 
 cyberbullying. Also, educate on the risks and dangers of the internet. 

 
Dora also inquired with the local police and the sheriff’s office to see if they have anything on 
educating the public about internet safety. They both said they have nothing due to no funding for it. 

 
b. Website:   

Vanessa, our attendance clerk, linked the bylaws and will post the agendas, minutes, meeting dates, 
and times on Givens’ website.  

      
c. State testing, -Ready: 

Mr. Salcedo spoke about the CAASPP testing and the i-Ready testing. He said that i-Ready has many 
resources for teachers and parents. The CAASPP doesn’t have as many resources, but they do have 
online practice tests that students can practice at home.  
It was suggested that we have a parent night or video sent out to inform parents. 
What are different ways to better advertise the practice tests online for the CAASPP- ELA and Math 
assessments?  
If students take the practice test, they will better understand how to navigate it and may do better if 
they are familiar with it before taking the real assessment in the spring. 

 
IV. Public Comment: 

 Ronita Margain suggested we inform families of the importance of flu shots. She says there 
is parent education through nurse lifeline with tools and resources for the community. It was 
communicated that she would have to go through the district to have it approved, and she 
was given the name of whom to contact.

 c. Approval of January 5, 2022, Minutes 
  Karla Seijas motioned to approve and accept the minutes as read.  

Lauren Stokes seconded the motion. All in favor. Motion passed.

Christie Hill motioned to amend the agenda and add 3 more items. 
Sandra Scheidt seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion passed.  
 

II. SPSA- Single Plan for Student Achievement: 
a.       Goal 3 

Monies from Goal 3 are from budget 3010-Socioeconomic and EL Learners and budget 8204-
LCAP funds. These budgets pay for contracted services/professional services for parent education, 
online subscriptions, certificated salaries for overtime, classified translation services, supplies, 
awards, and recognition supplies.  

  PTC paid for the screen with our mascot printed on it on the office’s front window. 
PTC’s fundraiser for selling pizza factory discount cards is doing well. Students who sell will bring 
the money in the envelope provided, and the office collects the envelopes from the teachers. PTC 
then places the pizza card inside the envelopes and returns them to the student to take home to 
deliver the cards. We have sold 400 cards so far and get to keep all the proceeds. The money is used 
for things like equipment for the playground. In addition, teachers can request things like field trips 
or items to do a class project. They would need to put in a request to PTC and have it approved.   



Dora Crane informed the committee that we were almost back to normal, like before the COVID-19 
pandemic. Parents are allowed on campus again. They must check in with the office and get a 
visitor sticker to go on campus unless it is at the end of the day when students are picked up.  
Our teachers are using high school students and college students to work in the classroom as 
student teachers this year. In addition, we have more in-person activities this year. We invited 
parents for our Veteran’s Day and Holiday activities. Our Science Fair, Spotlight, Dance, and Field 
day will be coming up, to mention a few.  

  The messages we send through parent square are improving; however, the district sends out 
 messages also.  

Our quarterly awards are continuing, and parents and staff like the yard signs that students of the 
quarter receive. So, it is nice to see those signs displayed in the student’s front yards.  
In addition, we maintain sign-in sheets for school-wide events like Back-To-School night, Parent 
conferences, etc.  
We do not make those changes for the proposed expenditure section of the plan; the district makes 
them. We will update the plan throughout the year and bring it back to the 

 committee for approval before submitting it to the school board. 
 The district requests that we turn the school plan into them by February 28, 2023.  
 

III. Update: 
a. Internet Safety: Screenagers 
 Pam Roussos commented on Screenagers and thanked us for hosting the video for parents. She said 
 it was a long video but had good points. She suggested that 4-6th graders could watch 20 min 
 at a time. 
  

Dora Crane thanked Pam Roussos for emailing what she thought were the key points about the 
video by Screenagers. 
 
Dora Crane said she would send out the video link again to parents for those who are still 
interested. A question was asked if the video was meant for parents and students to watch together. 
Of course, it couldn’t hurt, but for younger children, it probably wouldn’t keep their interest for 
very long.  
 
Dora Crane expressed that she wished there had been a bigger group of parents that attended, so 
there could have been a more extensive discussion after the video. Instead, 3 parents participated in 
the parent information night. 
 

b. Family Game Night 
Dora Crane informed the committee of the prize given for perfect attendance. She said we gave our 
first “family game night” bucket to our perfect attendance winner. It included a Yahtzee game; 
juice; caramel and microwavable popcorn; granola bars; Rice Krispy treats; and other goodies. We 
had 40 students with perfect attendance in our 2nd quarter. Names are pulled every Friday and given 
a “family game night” bucket to the winner. 
 

c. Family Notification of Absence and Tardies: 
Students are still coming to school late. She looked to see if there was a pattern as to why but could 
not find one. We are averaging 39 students being late daily. She is still sending parents reminders to 
bring their children to school on time every day.  

  
d. Testing Update: 

Dora Crane gave an overview of the DPA percentages for each grade level. She explained that 
Kindergarten jumped from 7% to 13% and 1st grade jumped 9% to 16% for early on grade level.   



There was a discussion on Kinder and 1st grade and how the teachers do not like the i-Ready DPA 
test for their students. So, the district is working on creating a different DPA for those grade levels.  
 
It was explained that standards are what the students need to know by the end of the year—the i-
Ready test measures what students know.  When students answer questions incorrectly, it adjusts 
the questions to their knowledge. So, with that in mind, the i-Ready DPA asks questions on 
standards that have not been taught yet. 

 
It was asked if teachers give homework, specifically Montessori Teachers.  
Pam Roussos shared that her children are not bringing homework to do at home. It was explained 
that it is at the teacher’s discretion. But students should be given homework to do. It was suggested 
that maybe students are doing it in class. 
 
Pam Roussos asked if parents could volunteer in the classroom. She was informed to contact the 
teacher to let her know she is interested in volunteering in the classroom; then, she would be 
directed to go to the office to fill out a volunteer form; after the form is approved, set up a time with 
the teacher.  
  

e. Flu Shot Update: 
Pam Roussos asked what the protocol is if a child tests positive in a classroom. Are parents 
notified? 
It was explained that the district says 7 people have to test positive before it is considered an 
outbreak. Dora Crane said she would double-check the numbers and see when to notify parents. It 
was stressed that the right thing to do, just out of courtesy, is to inform parents when a child’s class 
has any positive cases.  
What are the recommendations if a child tests positive? The rule is to test on the 6th day; if the test 
is negative, the child can return to school. Students who are exposed should wear a mask for 10 
days. 
It was suggested to send out recommendations to families on the school’s protocol if students test 
positive for COVID.  
Dora Crane will contact Ronita Margain about speaking on Health Care, flu shots, etc. 
 

f. Parent Information on i-Ready and CAASPP 
Dora Crane informed the committee that Mr. Salcedo and the District are working on a parent night 
to be held at PDC to explain the i-Ready and CAASPP scores and what they mean.

b. Introductions: Members introduced themselves.

 c. Approval of November 3, 2022, minutes 
  Mr. Salcedo summarized the minutes from the last meeting. 
 

Hellen Tang made the motion to approve and accept the minutes as read.  
Sandra Scheidt seconded the motion. All in favor. Motion passed. 
 

II. SPSA- Goal #2: 
 Social-Emotional Improvement updates: 
 

Ms. Crane shared that our goal for attendance is 95%. But, unfortunately, we haven’t met our goal 
since the stay-at-home order caused by COVID-19. 
      
Our average monthly attendance for this year is as follows: August 93%, September 92.11%, 
October 93.3%, November 93.38%, and December 87.85%. Last school year, our yearly average 
attendance was 89.15%. Our chronically absent students are primarily students who are sick (flu, 
RSV, chronic coughs, etc.) We cannot control attendance rates, especially when students are out 
due to illness.  
      
Ms. Crane sends out reminders through parent square to have students come to school on time. She 
is open to any incentive ideas for better attendance.  
      



Hellen Tang asked about our protocol with students who are sick at school.  It was explained that 
when students are ill at school, they are sent to the nurse, and the parent is called if the situation is 
warranted. When a student is running a fever or has other COVID-19 symptoms, we call parents to 
pick up their child, and we encourage the parent to give their child a COVID test to rule out 
COVID. We offer parents free test kits when a student is sent home sick. Also, we encourage them 
to see their primary care doctor. 
  
Before the holiday break, we provided COVID test kits to all families so parents could test their 
child/ren before returning to school from the holiday break. 
  
Pam Roussos asked why the school doesn’t test students. It was explained that the staff at school 
are not allowed to give students a COVID test. That is why we offer parents free COVID test kits 
so they can test their children.  
 
The protocol for our schools testing students for COVID comes from Risk Management at the 
district level and does not allow staff to test students for COVID. 
 
Mrs. Scheidt explained that the high school district provides all their high schools with an all-day 
registered nurse, and they are allowed to test students if they have a permission slip on file. In 
contrast, our district only provides registered nurses some days at our campuses, which is probably 
why we are not allowed to test students on campus because it is a liability issue.  
 
Pam Roussos shared that people who have contracted COVID-19 have long-term health effects on 
their immune systems. She provided links to articles about the long-term health effects that 
COVID-19 is having on people’s health. She spoke about the report saying that COVID is not 
allowing people’s immune systems to fight off common infections such as the flu, RSV, and others. 
She suggested that maybe that is why we see a lot of sicknesses this year with these kinds of health 
problems.   
     
Hellen Tang suggested that students wear masks if they are sick while attending school. Ms. Crane 
explained that it is the parent’s choice if students wear a mask. However, our school provides 
masks if they choose to wear one.  
 
Our suspension rates are low, and we work diligently with students who choose to have negative 
behavior and try to help them make better choices.  Givens has started a program called “Mustang 
Academy,” where students will work with the counselor for up to 15 days to learn positive ways to 
correct the behavior. We want to work with students first before suspending them. If the program 
doesn’t work and students continue with negative behavior, and all options have been exhausted, 
the student can be suspended if the behavior warrants it. 

 
We use incentives to encourage good behavior; some of the things we use are “Caught Being 
Good” tickets that teachers give students. The students then place those tickets in the correct grade 
level bin, and at the end of the week, tickets are pulled, and those names are called for students to 
come to room 31 and pick a prize.  
 
We also have our “Student of the Quarter” and “Student Most Improved” awards assembly each 
quarter. Parents are invited to attend those assemblies. Students who are chosen for “Student of the 
Quarter” will receive an award certificate and a yard sign to take home. The “Student Most 
Improved” will receive an award certificate.  
 

   Ms. Crane opened up the discussion about hiring 3 more Instructional Aides for our 2nd-grade 



classrooms for next year. We already have Instructional Aides for TK-1st grades, and all combo 
classes have an Instructional Aide. 

 
Also, she would like to see 2 more noon supervisors hired for 3 hours daily to help with supervision 
on the 2 yards. Unfortunately, we do not have enough supervision. 

 
She also suggested that we ask PTA to fund a canopy and table to use as an outdoor shelter from 
the sun and rain near the 1st-grade wing.   
       
Ms. Crane explained that hiring aides for the 2nd-grade classrooms would free up our intervention 
teachers and allow them more time with the upper grades (3rd-6th grades).  
     
As of now, those students are only getting 20 minutes of intervention.  The aides we hire would be 
trained to give intervention to those students in the classroom, either in a small group or  
one-on-one. While the intervention teachers would pull the upper grades to provide intervention to 
those students for a more extended time.  
 
Steve Roussos commented that he doesn’t see how having more aides in the classroom will 
improve literacy. He wanted to know how to ensure that the aides are enhancing literacy skills in 
students. He asked how we can ensure that aides are providing intervention and how we can 
measure that it is working. He requested that the minutes reflect the accountability for hiring more 
Instructional Aides. 
 
Ms. Crane also explained that all our Instructional Aides are trained in “SIPPS,” as well as our 
Teachers. Therefore, the Administration would monitor the Instructional Aides to ensure they are 
giving intervention to those students in need.  
      
Ms. Stokes commented that having qualified aides in the classroom is a big asset to teachers. The 
aides help teachers to work with students more efficiently. 
      
Mr. Salcedo commented that we do have a high turnover rate with our instructional aides due to 
them moving on with their careers or moving to other sites. We are always looking for aides, and 
we do provide training throughout the year, ensuring our aides are adequately trained. He also 
commented on hiring more yard duty. Mr. Salcedo agreed that we need more supervision for both 
yards at Givens. Especially with the two playgrounds so far apart from each other. 
 
If no one has any objections to these proposals for the next school year, Ms. Crane will place a 
personnel request for the proposals for the district to approve. There were no objections. 
 
   

III. Update: 
a. Internet Safety: 

We plan a parent information night on January 26 from 6:00-7:30 p.m. in the cafeteria at Ada 
Givens, and childcare will be provided. Ms. Crane spoke about a family night where we will host 
SCREENAGERS, “Growing up in the digital age.”  ScreenAgers is an award-winning film that 
probes into the vulnerable corners of family life and depicts messy struggles over social media, 
video games, and academics. In addition, the film offers solutions on how we can help our kids 
navigate the digital world. This event will be paid out of our budget. There will be a question and 
answer time after the screening.  
 

 Those parents who are interested but are unable to attend will have the opportunity to watch the 



  film at home via a link. The link will be available for two weeks and sent through Parent Square.  
 

b. Family Game Night:   
We are working on incentives to get students to come to school and be on time. Students with 
perfect attendance will receive a basket with a family game and snacks to encourage family time 
together.  
       
Ms. Crane updated the committee about the different things our school is doing, such as our next 
quarterly award assembly that will be held on January 13, 2023. Parents are welcome to attend. 
 
We have Earthquake drills once a month. 
 
Our yearbook committee is selling yearbooks; the cost is $15.  

   
PTA is planning a fundraiser for January 23-February 10, 2023. Students will be selling Pizza 
Factory discount cards for $10. The card doesn’t cost us anything, and the entire $10 proceeds go to 
the school.   
 
Ms. Crane informed the committee that we are having a dental screening on February 16, 2023.  
Students will need a permission slip filled out and signed to participate in the screening. The 
permission slips will be sent home. 

 
c. Family Notification of Absence and Tardies: 

We wait until 4 p.m. to call parents about absences because, throughout the day, parents are calling 
to report their child’s absence. The attendance clerk will input the calls from parents verifying 
absences throughout the day so they will not get a call about their child being absent. 
That is why it is better to wait until the end of the day, so the parents who do not report are the only 
ones getting a call about their child being absent.   
We try to avoid inundating parents with so many calls and messages. So much information is being 
sent to parents between the school and the district. We don’t want to make parents lose interest in 
receiving important information by ignoring calls or messages.  

      
d. Testing Update: 
 Students are currently taking the i-Ready DPA.  Friday will be the last day to complete 
 that test. 

 
e. Flu Shot Update: 

 Parents of TK/K and 6th-grade students are encouraged to get their child’s immunization 
 before the start of the new school year. This way, they can attend on the first day of school. 

Otherwise, they will have to wait until they have their immunization before starting school. 
 

IV. Public Comment: 
 It was asked if anyone from the community could join the SSC meeting.  
 Mr. Salcedo informed us that they can attend but are not allowed to vote on agenda items.

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PREFACE 

 

This report provides the detailed results, presented in tables organized by topic, for each question 
from the 2022-23 California School Parent Survey (CSPS). The CSPS is specifically designed to 
provide data to help foster better parental involvement, one of the required priorities of Local Control 
and Accountability Plans (LCAP), and to bring parent voice into the school improvement process. 
(Henceforth, the word parent is used to refer to any adult in a household with parental or guardianship 
responsibilities.)  

The survey aims to raise awareness of how well the school is doing in its parent involvement efforts 
and what are the needs and concerns of parents that the school should address. It is a means to 
confidentially obtain parent perceptions about learning and teaching conditions, school climate, and 
parent-school involvement and relationships, including whether the school environment is 
academically challenging, caring and welcoming, participatory, safe, and fair. The 2022-23 CSPS 
also asks about concerns about their children as a result of the pandemic. More information about the 
survey is available on the CalSCHLS website (calschls.org). 

The CSPS, along with its two companion surveys—the California Healthy Kids Survey (CHKS) and 
the California School Staff Survey (CSSS) for staff—is a service of the California Department of 
Education (CDE). These three surveys form the California School Climate, Health, and Learning 
Survey (CalSCHLS) System. CalSCHLS is the largest, most comprehensive state effort in the nation 
to assess students, staff, and parents on a regular basis. The surveys provide key data on school climate 
and safety, learning supports and barriers, and stakeholder engagement, as well as youth development, 
health, and well-being (see calschls.org) to guide school improvement efforts.
