CRITERIA: Scholarship applicants must meet all of the following criteria in order to be 
eligible for consideration of scholarship funds: 

 Be a senior in good standing and eligible for graduation 

 Possess an overall high GPA of 3.3 or better 

 Be accepted at an accredited two or four year university/college 

 Attend a college or university on full-time basis 

 Additional consideration to be given to a son/daughter of a current THK Employee.
