2. Admissions

I.  pupils come to Bede’s from all over the world; we currently have over 30 different nationalities at the
school.

II.  All overseas pupils must demonstrate a good command of the English language before we will offer
a place, with prospective pupils having reached the following standards, or their equivalents.
Prospective pupils will be tested before a place at the school is confirmed; in addition, all overseas
pupils are interviewed either in person or by online.

lll.  If on starting at the school a pupil is unable to match his or her previous level of English, we may have
to change their programme of study. In very extreme cases, we may ask the pupil to withdraw.

3. Charges

3.1 All pupilsin Years 9, 10, and 11 will be provided with dedicated English as an Additional Language (EAL)
instruction within their regular English language classes at no additional cost. Furthermore, all second
language English learners across all year groups are required to select EAL as an option, unless their English
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proficiency is assessed as meeting a satisfactory level or they have already passed a relevant English
gualification. See fee structure for charges.

3.2. Setting - Upon a pupil's enrolment at the school, they will promptly undergo a placement assessment to
determine the most appropriate English as an Additional Language (EAL) program and, if necessary, to assist
the Year Head in designing a suitable academic pathway. High-achieving pupils will be exempt from the
mandatory EAL option and granted the opportunity to select an alternative subject

4. Courses
I.  We are arecognised Cambridge exam centre.
II.  The emphasis is on providing pupils with the language skills which will enable them to be successful
in all their GCSE and A level subjects and beyond.
lll.  Year 9 pupils work towards improving their general English in readiness for GCSE study in year 10.
IV.  Year 10 pupils study towards the IGCSE Second Language examination, taking the examination in
the summer of year 11.
V.  Pre 6 pupils study towards either the IGCSE First or Second Language examination depending on
level. This is completed in a single year.

VI.  L6th pupils study either the IELTS examination or IGCSE First Language, depending on their
requirements for university.

VII.  IELTS is taught in the Upper 6th to help ensure those pupils without the requisite qualifications reach
the level of proficiency required for universities in the UK. It is universally recognised by universities
as a measure of English proficiency. All pupils must reach the required level for entry to university
before stopping EAL lessons.

VIIl.  In exceptional cases, the CPE is offered for those pupils we believe to be truly outstanding.
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
