Every two years, state agencies are required to submit their Agency Request Budgets
(ARB) outlining their recommended investments for the Governor and Legislature’s
consideration. The 2025-27 ARB is the second budget developed for the new

Department of Early Learning and Care.

The Department of Early Learning and Care Agency Request Budget was built around
two core priorities to support the early learning and child care sector in the 2025-27

biennium:

e Ensuring sustainable operations to provide necessary infrastructure for early

learning and care.
e Ensuring that children and families have access to the resources and supports to

foster a love of reading and promote literacy in the early years.

Dolly Parton’s Imagination Library

In 1995, Dolly Parton launched an exciting new effort, Dolly Parton’s Imagination
Library, to benefit the children of her home county in East Tennessee, USA. Dolly’s
vision was to foster a love of reading among her county’s preschool children and
their families. The new program gave each child a specially selected book every
month. By mailing high quality, age appropriate books directly to their homes, Dolly
wanted children to be excited about books and to feel the magic that books can
create. Moreover, she could ensure that every child would have books, regardless of
their family’s income.

How It Works

Each month, Dolly Parton’s Imagination Library mails a
high quality, age appropriate book to all enrolled
children, addressed to them, at no cost to the child’s
family. Countless parents have shared how excited their
child is when their new book arrives each month. Many
groups and individuals work hard behind the scenes to
make that special moment possible for each child. The
Imagination Library partners with Local Affiliates and
Partners who help bring the program to cities, towns and
communities around the world. Local Affiliates can be
businesses, school districts, small or large organizations,
or simply individuals who share in the mission and
purpose of the Imagination Library.
