PROMOTION REQUIREMENTS

Students are promoted to the next grade level based on the
Cohort Year.

CohortYear | = Grade 9

CohortYear 2 = Grade 10

CohortYear 3 = Grade ||

CohortYear 4 = Grade 12

Then, students must have a minimum of credits earned.
From 9% to 10t grade-5 credits

From 10t to | I grade-11 credits,

From |1t to 12t grade-17 credits

3 Units of Social Studies

3 Units of Career/Technology and/or World Language and/or Fine Arts
1 Unit of Health & Physical Education

4 Units of Electives (minimum)

Note: World Language (Foreign Language) is not required for Graduation BUT is required for
acceptance into a 4 year College or University
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ENGLISH\LANGUAGE ARTS REQUIREMENTS

4 TOTAL units of English\Language Arts
The standard progression in English is as follows...
9th Grade Lit/Comp
World Literature,
American Lit/Comp
British Lit/Comp or Advanced Composition

The Honors/AP track is 9t Lit Honors, World Lit. Honors, American Lit Honors or AP Language, & AP
Literature or Dual Enroliment Move on When Ready Courses

The 4 units must include:
* 1 unit of 9t grade Literature and Composition
* 1 unit of American Literature and Composition
*2 additional units in English\Language Arts
Honors and AP level courses are available

Some middle school students may have taken advantage a 9t Grade Lit/Comp

Honors Literature and Composition course this year in 8t grade. All students are strongly advised to take English during
the last year of high school, even if the student has met the 4 credits requirement at the close of 11t grade.




MATH REQUIREMENTS

9th Grade: Algebra: Concepts and Connections Block or Yearlong

10th Grade: Geometry: Concepts and Connections

11th Grade: Advanced Algebra: Concepts and Connections

12 Grade: Pre-Calculus/AMDM/Stat Reasoning
or

AP Calculus AB or AP Statistics

Dual Enrollment Math may also be considered

Some 8t grade students may have taken Honors Algebra: Concepts and Connections in 8t grade this
year. All students are strongly advised to take Mathematics during the last year of high school,
even if the student has met the 4 credits requirement at the close of 11t grade.




SCIENCE REQUIREMENTS

4 Total Units of Science Required

1 unit of Biology

1 unit of Chemistry, Environmental Science, OR Earth Systems

1 unit of Physical Science OR Physics

1 unit of a 4% Science (Anatomy, Forensic Science, Earth Systems, Zoology)
Honors and AP Level Courses are available.

Health & Personal Fithess Courses

Students will participate in the Alcohol and Drug Awareness Program as
part of their health course. Students who successfully complete the test
given at the end of this program will receive an ADAP card. Teenagers

wishing to receive a driver’s license must have an ADAP card.
Personal Fitness and Health are required courses.

Please note: Some students opt to take 3 credits of JROTC to

fulfill this graduation and ADAP requirement.




WORLD LANGUAGE COURSES

» Taking a World Language course is NOT required for graduation,
but students who wish to gain admission to a college/university
must complete two (2) units of the same World (foreign)
Language.

HOW ARE HONORS/AP CLASSES
BENEFICIAL TO MY GPA!?

Honors courses are weighted. With successful
completion of the course, an average of 70 or above
BEFORE weights are added, earns a student five (5)
points onto the final course average.

For example: Student earns an 80 in Honors 9t
Grade Lit/Comp — the report card and transcript will
reflect an 85 as the weighted points are added to
the final average.

Advanced Placement courses add 10 points to the
final grade, if a 70 or above has been earned.

In additdon, the completion of thhe Dual Enrcolliment Formme 1 district
document by the Dual Enrcllmment counselor specialist is reguired along with signatures
from the student, parent, and counselor. DE-Form 1 amnd amn advisement conference by
the school counselor are held every sermester prior to a student talking DE courses.

HOPE AND ZELL MILLER SCHOLARSHIP

Core courses are included in the student’s HOPE high school GPA for HOPE
Scholarship and Zell Miller Scholarship eligibility determinations.

HOPE GPA = 3.0
Zell Miller GPA = 3.7 / ACT = 26 / SAT = 1200 (one test administration)

Academic rigor course requirements are listed on gafutures.org. Students must
have a minimum of 4 rigor classes.

The HOPE GPA calculation has a cap of 4.0.

Dual Enrollment hours do not count against any HOPE hour cap.

* Please talk with your counselor if you are
PCCA interested as it will impact your schedule.

BASICS Applications:

 Applications are posted on the district and
PCCA website labeled “PCCA Interest
Form”.

Transportation:

* Students are bussed from their local high
school to PCCA and back to the local
high school.




TEST-OUT
OPPORTUNITIES

BASIC
REQUIREMENTS

1. Limit is 3 courses during high school with a cap of 3 credits
earned.

2. PCSD Test-out Registration Opportunity as announced each
year. This an Online registration opportunity on the district
website.

3. Student cannot have started a course(s) that he/she is planning to
test-out.

4. During registration a payment of $50.00 must be made for each
test. Students who score Distinguished will have this money
reimbursed after scores come back.

5. During February a grade of B or higher will be validated. Also,
during February a teacher recommendation regarding the
test-out opportunity must be received by the school counselor.
This recommendation is completed by the student’s teacher in
the subject area.

6. EOCs taken during March.

7. For a student who receives a Distinguished score, the high school
transcript is updated with course, grade/score and credit
earned.




HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETIC ELIGIBILITY

* First semester freshmen may participate in sports
and extra-curricular activities.
* To Keep Eligibility:

* Each student must earn at least 2.5
credits in the previous semester.

* 9th grade students must have earned 2.5
credits in the fall to participate in the

Spring..

* Each student must stay “on track’ to
graduate.

* This means that by the start of the sport
you are playing you must have earned the
following number of credits:

e |0t Grade: 5.0 Credits
e ||t Grade: |1.0 Credits
e |2th Grade: 17.0
