1. Who can join the PTSA?

2. Why should | join the PTSA?

PTSA involvement helps you stay connected with the school and provides you with a broader
understanding of how you can play a supporting role in your child’s education. By joining the PTSA, your
child will see the importance you place on education, and you have the opportunity to make
connections with other parents while providing support for the school community.

One of the primary goals of the PTSA is to raise funds that are intentionally distributed to benefit the
students, staff, and school at large. PTSA provides teacher supply reimbursements, mini grants, and
periodic treats and gifts. We collaborate with staff to support student clubs and special events such as
the Fall Festival, talent show, eighth grade promotion celebration, and eighth grade dance.

Your PTSA dues not only help projects and initiatives at Brown Summit Middle School, but your dues
also support PTSA at the state and national level. These groups advocate for our students and our
schools as state and national government decisions are being made that impact education.

Your PTSA membership gives you a voice and vote as our local PTSA makes decisions about board
positions, budgets, and any changes to our bylaws and procedures. When our school administration and
teachers need help, they often turn to PTSA first. As a PTSA member, you are directly part of the support
system in place for our school, for items and programs that may not be covered by existing public school
funding structures.
