In the Fall and Spring, we host a Family Night for our Book Fair to support Literacy.  We also host a Fall Festival with outdoor games.  All family members, along with community members, are encouraged to come to these events.  We sometimes have special community guests in attendance as well.  Teachers and parent volunteers run the stations.  These activities are planned and coordinated by our school PTA and other parent volunteers.

Late in the fall season and then again in the Spring, we host a Family Code night for our families to participate in STEM/coding activities together.  Students and parents participate in stations involving various activities centered around STEM and coding.  Many stations incorporate technology, robots, Legos, and simple machines.  Our school board member is invited to this event.  

In the late Spring, we host a Field Day where we utilize a long list of parent volunteers to help run our indoor and outdoor stations.  These activities help support healthy, active, and safe goals of the Whole Child movement.

Gibsonville will host a Community book study, tentatively using "The Five Love Languages for Children" by Drs. Gary Chapman and Ross Campbell, to help bring families, teachers, and the community together with a shared vision for supporting children's social-emotional health.
