Chronic absenteeism impacts early learners’ ability 
to thrive academically, socially, and emotionally.

Young children are innately curious, exploring 
the beauty, color, and sights around them.  Art 
provides a unique avenue for self-expression, 
creativity, and a sense of belonging.

belonging and community among young children. Participants will learn how to create opportunities 
where children can explore with various art and natural materials that encourage children to share their 
ideas, emotions, and stories through creative expression.

Participants will learn strategies for asking thought-provoking questions 
that expand children’s thinking, spark curiosity, and enhance vocabulary. 
Through guided reflection, educators will assess current conversational 

practices and identify opportunities for growth. The session will also provide hands-on activities to 
develop actionable strategies, equipping teachers to implement purposeful, impactful conversations in 
their classrooms right away. Join us to discover how to transform everyday interactions into meaningful 
learning moments that support cognitive, social-emotional, and linguistic development.

Sing and Sign: The Joy in Dual Language Development
Mike Longoria, Ph.D. (Dr. Mike)
One of the most effective ways to learn a second language is through songs and movement.  Singing 
is non-threatening, it brings joy to learning, helps familiarize students with connections and provides 
a fun way to acquire a new language. Signing is a powerful kinesthetic tool that promotes long term 
retention while also promoting focus and concentration while also promoting letter knowledge and 
spelling. Furthermore, singing and signing promote high motivation, self-confidence, a good self-image 
and low level of anxiety which are critical in helping students succeed in acquiring a second language. 
Together, singing and signing serve as the “bridge /puente” that connects the two languages while 
bringing JOY to dual language development.
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The Risky Playbook:  
A Manual to Support Brave Play
Gabriela Padilla and Katherine Clark
Risky play is an innate, exciting, and inevitable 
form of play for young children. Simply saying 

“no” to this play will do little to stop it from  
happening. By intentionally facilitating risky 
play, early childhood educators have the 
opportunity to guide children and lead them 

to safe exploration. The experience of saying yes to risky play begins with laying out a framework 
including guidelines for safely supporting and allowing children to take risks. 

This presentation outlines our journey in implementing risky play at Alexa’s PLAYC, including the 
development of guidelines for safely supporting children as they take risks, acknowledging diverse 
perspectives, and fostering staff engagement and training. It also reflects on our limitations and key 
takeaways, along with our next steps.

 
Whole-Person Leadership: Leading with Vulnerability,  
Inclusion, and Intention
Holly Arnold
In non-profit leadership, leaders are often promoted up from social 
worker, therapist, and front-line worker positions but many do not have 
substantial tools for leadership besides what they have experienced 
and witnessed. Having to learn on the fly while also building substantial 
programming, supporting your staff who are undergoing vicarious trauma, 
and ensuring funding are never easy tasks. 

This presentation aims to invite thoughtful exploration of strength-based and reflective leadership 
styles that enhance the therapeutic approaches we are familiar with when supporting families. This 
presentation also aims to center on concepts of compassionate accountability, a whole-person mind 
frame, and inclusive practices. We will examine opportunities to lean into vulnerability, courage, and 
team building. There will be space for conversation and discussion of real-life examples as well as 
opportunities for program collaboration and professional networking.

Using Responsive Teaching and Caregiving to Support Language  
Development in Infants, Toddlers, and Twos

This session will explain the “why” it is important to create a language-rich environment in the first 
three years of life. Describe strategies for intentionally supporting the development of receptive and 
expressive language skills. Use family partnerships to create individualized routines and experiences 
that support language development. The presentation will also provide examples of “how” to intentionally 
implement language development into daily routines and experiences, such as diapering or playing 
with toys, to offer opportunities to build positive relationships with young children that foster trust and 
security while promoting rich language development.
