● There will be TWO car rider 
lines.

● Parents will enter Foxland 
Drive entrance OR the Murray 
Lane entrance (the very last 
one before you get to Granny 
White Pike) on the left side 
where the current bus line is 
located. 

● Students will be dropped off 
at the front door before 
parents exit onto Granny 
White Pike.

Procedures

● Doors will open at 7:25 AM at the 
main entrance and the gymnasium 
entrance

● All students will report to the 
gymnasium until they are 
dismissed to go to first period 
class at 7:35 AM.

● If students want to eat breakfast, 
they may go to the cafeteria, but 
they must stay the whole time.  



Late Start
Arrival

● Buses will run at the regular 
time.

Dismissal
● School is dismissed at 2:57 PM.

● Students will go to the sidewalk along 
the front of the BMS building to be 
picked up by parents. Parents will use 
either the Foxland Hall or Murray Lane 
entrance to the car rider line.  

● Bus riders will exit the building on the 
Murray Lane side along the new wing 
(C wing) and load buses in the new  
bus lane which exits on to Murray 
Lane.

● 7th Grade English Language Arts
○ Students will cover the state of TN Language 

Arts standards.  

● 8th Grade Standard Language Arts
○ Students will cover the state of TN 8th grade Language Arts 

standards.
○ Based on classroom performance in 8th grade, students will 

be recommended for English I (Honors) or English I (Standard) 
for freshman year at BHS. 

● 8th Grade Advanced Language Arts*
○ Advanced Language Arts classes extends the instruction by 

encouraging students to work more independently, focus on 
analysis, evaluation and synthesis of skills.

*Prerequisites
○ Students must consistently be in the 90th – 99th percentile on 

ELA TCAP/TNReady
○ Must have a 7th grade ELA teacher recommendation
○ Superior work ethic



7th/8th
Grade
Math

● 7th Grade Math 
○ This course covers the state of Tennessee 7th grade  math standards.

● 8th Grade Math (Pre-Algebra): 
○ Students who successfully completed 7th grade math (85% +)
○ Students would take Algebra I next year. 

● Honors Algebra I  (HS Credit):
○ Students who have successfully completed Pre-Algebra.  
○ Students are required to take a TNReady EOC for Algebra.
○ The grade earned in this class counts towards a students high school 

GPA.

● Honors Geometry (HS Credit)
○ Students are required to take a TNReady EOC for Geometry.
○ The grade earned in this class counts towards a students high school 

GPA.

Related Arts Classes
● Related Arts classes can be:

○ 9 weeks
○ Semester Long
○ Year long

● Students will fill out a preference form, but 
Related Arts selections are not guaranteed.



● Before the end of middle school, all students 
are required to have a computer science class 
that fulfills the new state requirements.

● This class will focus on core concepts such as:
○ Data & Analysis
○ Algorithmic Thinking
○ Networking & The Internet
○ Programming Concepts
○ Impact of Computing

● Not all computer-related classes at BMS have 
been approved to meet the state requirements 
at this time.

● If students are taking a year-long Related Arts 
class, they may have to use a 9-weeks of their 
focus to meet this requirement.
