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From the Desk of Dr. Zack Howard, Superintendent

Mount Gilead Exempted Village Schools is proud to announce our continued commitment to providing our
students with the academic, technical, and critical life skills needed for their future success. As part of our
Strategic Plan Goal 3, we strive to involve the community, parents, and students in enhancing educational
opportunities that prepare our students for a variety of post-graduation paths.

One of the key ways we are achieving this goal is through our close partnership with the Tri-Rivers Career Center,
which offers our students the opportunity to pursue skilled trades in grades 10-12. We also see a high percentage of
our students go on to pursue higher education, and we have many students choose to give back to our country
through military enlistment. We also have students who pursue direct employment upon graduation. Providing a
curriculum that is robust and continually reviewing our offerings helps us to stack the deck in favor of our students
so that we ensure they are prepared for what comes next in their future. We are excited to continue expanding our
College Credit Plus (CCP) offerings, which allow students to earn college credits (and credits toward graduation)
while still in high school. Nearly 40% of our student population at the High School end up enrolling in CCP courses,
giving them a head start on their college education and reducing the cost of a degree should they pursue this option.

We are proud to offer CCP courses "in-house" in each core area and beyond, meaning students do not have to leave
our campus to pursue these options. CCP courses taught include English Composition | and Il, Statistics, College
Algebra, Western Civilization & American History. This school year we began offering CCP American Government and
next year we will add General Chemistry. Our Digital Media Pathway offers Career Technical Education (CTE) courses
that are also CCP dual credit classes. New this school year students are able to earn a 12 point industry credential
and become licensed in Droning.

Next year we are adding a Business CTE pathway that includes Business Design and Production, a new elective to
allow students to pursue an entrepreneurship course while running a school spirit store, as well as courses to
enhance their health and life skills such as adding Medical Terminology in the Science curriculum, Life Skills,
Officiating (which will allow students to become Ohio High School Athletic Association officials upon successful
completion), Indian Video Production to allow students the opportunity to engage with their peers in creating
announcements and highlighting current events, and Financial Literacy to educate students on practical principles of
finance that will serve them well beyond their tenure in public schools.

As a district, we are committed to continuously improving our curriculum to provide the best education possible for
our students. We believe that by equipping our students with a well-rounded education, we are preparing them to
become contributing members of our community and beyond. We are excited about the opportunities that lie ahead
for our students and look forward to seeing them succeed in their future endeavors.

Athletes, Coaches Become Hall of FAame Members

The 24th Mount Gilead Athletic Hall of Fame induction ' i " e o
ceremony took place on Frlday, Jan. 17. There was a

the ceremony took place in between the junior varsity and
varsity basketball game against Northmor. The following
individuals and coaches were inducted into the Class of 2025: |
Denny West, a 1979 graduate of Mount Gilead High School
and a 1985 graduate of Montana State University, dedicated
more than 30 years to coaching and teaching at MGHS. After
a brief coaching stint in New Mexico, where his cross country |-
team won a state title, he returned to Mount Gilead in 1987
to teach history and coach.

Coach West led the cross country team from 1987-2017,
founding the youth running club and the Ron Thill Cross
Country Invitational. His teams and athletes consistently
reached regional and state meets, with the 2016 boys’ and girls’ teams qualifying for state together for the first time
in school history. In 2017, the girls' team placed 2nd, a school-best at the time. He coached 10 All-Ohio cross country
athletes and 26 in track, including Division 3 state record-holder Jake Haughn (3200m, 2002).

A versatile track coach from 1987-2018, he mentored athletes in multiple events and contributed to district and
regional championships. His impact extended beyond competition, fostering confidence, inclusion, and a strong
work ethic among all students, including those with special needs. A multi-time District Coach of the Year, he was
honored as the Fred Dafler Career State Coach of the Year in 2007.

As his own coach Ron Thill stated, Denny West was one of Mount Gilead’s greatest coaches, shaping not just
athletes but young lives. His legacy of excellence, encouragement, and dedication left an enduring mark on MGHS.
Caylor Arnold was a four-year letter winner in softball and All-Ohio honoree, she earned All-MOAC and All-District
honors all four years, was named MOAC Player of the Year in 2012, and holds the school record for most stolen
bases. With a batting average over .467 each season, her impact on Mount Gilead softball is undeniable.

Beyond athletics, Caylor excelled academically as an Honor Roll student and National Honor Society member. She
continued her softball career as a catcher at Northwestern University, earning Academic Big Ten Honors.

Now residing in Mount Gilead with her husband, Jacob, and their daughter, she works as a Realtor and business
owner. We are honored to celebrate her achievements and welcome her into the Hall of Fame!

Shawn Frost’s achievements in baseball and football have left a lasting legacy. In 2010, he earned 1st Team All-
Ohio honors in baseball with a .523 batting average and a 1.023 ERA. On the football field, he was a two-time MOAC
award winner and secured 3rd Team All-Ohio in 2009 with 82 receptions.

Continuing his success at Bluffton University, Shawn was a two-time All-Conference athlete, triple majored, and
received prestigious honors, including Bluffton's Most Outstanding Athlete in 2014.

Now the owner of Savage Strength gym in Powell, Ohio, Shawn continues to inspire others as a personal trainer. His
dedication, leadership, and impact on Mount Gilead athletics are truly commendable.

Olen Jackson dedicated more than 20 years to coaching at Mount Gilead Schools, serving as Head Basketball
Coach (1967-1972) and holding various football coaching roles. He was part of Mount Gilead’s only undefeated
football team, helped lead a state-ranked squad, and contributed to multiple MOC championships. As Head
Basketball Coach, he won two Cardington Holiday tournaments and later assisted the Varsity team in a rare Regional
Tournament appearance. He also served as Athletic Director and Junior High Principal before retiring in 1992.
Beyond athletics, Olen was deeply involved in the community, serving on the Mount Gilead Board of Education, Fire
Department, EMS, Hospital Board, and as Morrow County Commissioner, among many other roles. He and his wife
Ruby, a retired Mt. Gilead teacher, were married for over 50 years and had three children.
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Absences Add Up: A Message from Emily Ross, Director of Curriculum & Instruction

Attendance at school is very important for student success. To promote student success we want to make sure
families are aware when student absences are adding up.

We track absences in 3 categories:
1 Medically Excused absences
Y General Excused absences
Y Unexcused absences
(See the chart below for our board approved excused absence reasons.)

Missing 5% of the school year, which is just 9 days of school, is
considered at risk and has a negative impact on student learning.
Since students often miss only partial days, the state tracks
attendance by the hour. Missing 10% of the school year, just two
days a month, is considered Chronic Absenteeism.

1 K-5th graders attend school for 6 hours a day

9 6-12th graders attend school for 6.5 hours a day

We are required to notify families when a student is absent
(Unexcused or with a General excuse) for:

9 38 hours in one month (~6 days)
1 65 hoursin avyear (~10-11 days)
