In the event that the
winning distributor is unable to fulfill the contract requirements thus resulting in a cancellation of the
original contract between the winning distributor and the member district(s), a backup distributor may
fulfill the contract with a member district upon mutual agreement without submitting another proposal.
Proposals made in this RFP by the backup distributor shall stay effective till the end of the contract term.
Each individual member district will act as the sole judge on whether the contract requirements are met
to the district’s satisfaction.

In the event that the awarded distributor is unable or unwilling to provide any product(s) on our
guotation pricing sheets or additional added items for delivery, the Purchasing Group reserves the right
to purchase those products(s) from the awarded secondary or backup distributor at their product
guotation sheet pricing for the duration of the contract and any renewals.

2. Withdrawal of Proposals. A distributor may withdraw a proposal by letter or in person prior to
submission deadline. Proposals may not be withdrawn after May 02, 2025 at 2:00 p.m.

3. Award. The Purchasing Group reserves the right to reject any and all proposals without

explanation or recourse and to negotiate with the companies submitting a proposal. The

Purchasing Group further reserves the right to contract the work with whomever and in

whatever manner the Purchasing Group decides, to abandon the work entirely, and to waive any

informality or non-substantive irregularity as the interest of the Purchasing Group may require. A

proposal submitted in response to this RFP will be administered in the following manner:

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a. After the opening of the RFP Criteria envelopes and at a time of their choosing, the ten
(10) Districts will score the proposals based on the evaluation criteria to determine
Distributors that are deemed Responsible & Responsive according to the Evaluation
Criteria Section.

b. The Purchasing Group as a Whole (ten Districts) may investigate the qualifications of any
bidder/proposer under consideration, require confirmation of information furnished by a
bidder/proposer, and require additional information and/or evidence of qualifications to
perform the services described in the RFP. The Purchasing Group Districts shall have the
right to inspect the distribution facility or facilities and equipment to be utilized.

c. The Purchasing Group as a whole will be the sole judge of merit and not necessarily
accept the lowest price offered. Distributors that are deemed Responsible & Responsive
will be the only Distributors that will then be evaluated on a best value point system; the
highest scored Distributor per RFP Section will be awarded. On behalf of the Purchasing
Group, Beardsley School District will issue an Intent to Award letter to the successful
Proposer, with all ten Districts signatures. The award will be formally made by the
Beardsley School District in a timely manner. In the event that a secondary vendor is
awarded, Beardsley School District will mail an Intent to Award letter to the distributor in
the same manner.

4. Protest by Proposers. A Proposer may protest a bid award if he/she believes that the award is
inconsistent with Beardsley School District (BSD) Board policy, the bid's specifications, or is not in
compliance with law. A protest must be filed in writing with the BSD Superintendent or designee
by the protest deadline. The Proposer shall submit all documents supporting or justifying the
protest. A Proposer's failure to file the protest documents in a timely manner shall constitute a
waiver of their right to protest the award of the contract. The Superintendent or designee shall
review the documents submitted with the Proposer's claims and render a decision in writing
within 30 working days. The Superintendent or designee may also convene a meeting with the
Proposer in order to attempt to resolve the problem. The Proposer may appeal the
Superintendent or designee's decision to the Board. The Superintendent or designee shall
provide reasonable notice to the Proposer of the time for Board consideration of the protest. The
Board's decision shall be final.

5. Execution of Contract. Each District will be required to have a Contract signed by the proposing
Distributor. The signed contract forms submitted by the proposing Distributor become fully
executable after the award of the RFP. In the event the Distributor to whom an award is made
fails or refuses to execute the contract within the period provided in this section, the Purchasing
Group may work with the secondary or backup distributor, or may reject all proposals and may
issue a new Request for proposal.

Proposal RFP Criteria will be evaluated based on the following criteria to determine if the submitted
Distributors RFP is Responsible & Responsive and will move onto the best value point system Process. If
all items listed on the Required Proposal Document Checklist are not submitted completely, then the RFP
will be deemed not Responsible & Responsive.

Proposals will be evaluated against the evaluation criteria shown below by the Districts 10 members. Each

2. Service Capability (up to 25 points)
10% point deduction for each district's delivery schedule not being met.

Will the Proposer be able to meet the specified delivery days and hours for each district? How will
emergency deliveries be handled?

The successful Proposers shall be required to submit written assurance of compliance with Title VII of
the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 and Executive Order 11246,
that there will be no discrimination against any employees or applicants for employment, promotion,
and assignment of wages because of race, color, religious creed, sex, national origin or ancestry.

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Contract Agreement
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TERM OF AGREEMENT
The term of this agreement will be from July 01, 2025 through June 30, 2026.

CONTRACT RENEWALS

This contract is deemed to be a CONTRACT FOR PRODUCTS AND SERVICES under the California Education
Code Article 3, Section 17596. If mutually agreeable, the Purchasing Group reserves the right to renew
the contract for two (2) additional twelve (12) month periods not to exceed three (3) years. This renewal
is contingent upon competitive pricing and upon all terms and conditions of the original contract having
been met to the satisfaction of the Purchasing Group. Such renewal will be made by notifying the
Distributor, in writing, sixty (60) days prior to the expiration of the contract. The percentage markup and
the landed costs may be “subject to adjustment” at the beginning of each annual contract period. It is
expressly understood that the contract rate increases are not automatic or guaranteed. The Distributor’s
request to increase the current rate schedule will be evaluated and considered when such adjustments
are requested. The Purchasing Group reserves the right to reject any such request and re-bid and/or
terminate said contract within the provisions of the existing agreement. It is understood that increases in
the manufacturer’s and/or processors landed costs to the Distributor are out of the control of the
Distributor. Those price adjustments may be accepted or rejected by the Purchasing Group.

Increases in the percentage markup price(s) in this RFP may not exceed the increase in the Consumer Price
Index Urban for the Kern County region. https://www.bls.gov/regions/west/news-release/consumerpriceindex west.htm

FAILURE TO PERFORM

The Purchasing Group, upon thirty (30) day written notice to the Distributor, may terminate this Contract
for default, cause or for its convenience. If the agreement is terminated for convenience, the Distributor
shall only be paid for service and products rendered to the date of termination.

Should the Distributor fail to perform properly and correct any of its obligations hereunder or any
substandard performance that is unacceptable to the Member Districts. In the event of such termination,
the Member Districts may proceed with the work in any reasonable manner it chooses. The cost to the
Districts of completing the Distributors performance shall be deducted from any sum due to the
Distributor under this Contract, without prejudice to the District's rights to recover damages.

The Member District(s) shall hold the successful Distributor liable and responsible for all damages which
may be sustained because of its failure to comply with any conditions herein. If the successful Distributor
fails to furnish or deliver any material, supplies, equipment, or services at the prices quoted, or at the
times and places stated, or otherwise fails to comply with the terms of the documents in their entirety,
the Member District(s) may purchase the items herein specified elsewhere, without notice to the
successful Distributor.

If the Proposer to whom an award is made fails or refuses to execute the Contract and provide the required
submittals, certificates, licenses and permits within fifteen (15) days of the award, the Member Districts
may award the contract to the next lowest responsive Proposer, reject all proposals, call for new proposals
or disqualify the proposal. The Districts reserves the right to inspect any Proposer's plant, fleet, and
equipment to determine the Proposer's preparedness prior to making an award.
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PRICING & QUOTATION SHEETS
The pricing proposed must remain in effect for the term of the contract. The proposed pricing
methodology will also be applied to any new products requested.

The Proposer must insert the unit price for each item on the pricing quotation sheets. The insertion of
more than one unit price for a single item may result in the rejection of the proposal, unless alternate bids
are specifically requested.

Proposers shall offer one firm, fixed price for each item offered. Alternate pricing or proposals will be
rejected. Proposals stating “will negotiate” or “to be determined” or similarly vague language will be
considered as non responsive and will be subject to rejection of the entire proposal.

Each item must be considered separately and not in combination with other items, unless otherwise
specified on the pricing quotation sheets or other District forms.

Prices must be stated in units specified herein or in accordance with trade standards. In case of error in
line item calculations, unit prices will govern.

PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

The successful Distributor shall be allowed to adjust prices upon presentation of suitable proof of a price
increase from a manufacturer or processor. A notice shall be sent including proof of any increase thirty
(30) days prior to the increase. No increase to the price will be allowed sooner than 180 calendar days
from the date of RFP award, including thirty (30) calendar days advance written notice. Any change to the
price shall be subject to mutual agreement by both parties.

In the event of a decline in price, the successful Distributor is to give the Purchasing Group the immediate
advantage of such a decrease and inform the Purchasing Group of the decrease. All orders placed under
this agreement shall be delivered and invoiced at the Agreement price prevailing at the time the order is
placed, regardless of the actual delivery date.

OFFERS OF ADDITIONAL ITEMS

This proposal package does not cover all products that will be used during the school year, but does include
the products that are most used. Proposers shall attach a separate list of additional products available,
with firm prices for the Contract Period. Additional items offered will not be considered when calculating
proposal scoring totals. Once a contract is executed, The Purchasing Group shall contact the successful
Distributor(s) for pricing on new or additional items not to exceed 10% of the contract award to be added
at any time during the contract period.

ESTIMATED USAGE QUANTITIES

The estimated usage quantities indicated on the Product Quotation Sheets are the District's best estimate,
as determined from previous annual totals and projected usages, and do not obligate the Member Districts
to purchase the indicated quantities. The actual quantities required may be substantially more or less
than indicated herein.
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PURCHASES OUT OF CONTRACT

Award of this contract does not imply exclusive agreement with the Purchasing Group. The Districts
reserve the right to purchase similar items from other sources, such as, small and/or local farmers and
producers.

SAMPLE EVALUATIONS
Within two (2) working days of request by the Districts, the Proposer shall ship or deliver, at no charge to
the Districts, a minimum of one (1) case or (1) packaged sample requested for evaluation. Each sample

shall be labeled with the proposal number and product item number. Samples shall be submitted
directly to: Beardsley School District, 1001 Roberts Ln., Bakersfield, CA 93308.

FUEL SURCHARGES
Absolutely No shipping and handling or fuel surcharges will be accepted under this contract and the
addition of such charges shall not be permitted during the period of the term of this contract.

ORDER CONDITIONS/DELIVERY MINIMUMS

There shall be a minimum of in dollar volume or in case counts

The member district(s) in the Purchasing Group shall not be obligated to purchase or reimburse the
Distributor for any inventory of any products should purchases vary from the anticipated purchase
patterns or if agreement expires or is terminated.

Web based on-line ordering and tracking systems are required with automated confirmation to each
site and Nutrition Department offices.

VEHICLE DELIVERY CONDITIONS

All vehicles and containers used for transporting foodstuffs must be kept clean and maintained in good
repair and condition in order to protect foodstuffs from contamination, and must be designed and
constructed to permit adequate cleaning and/or disinfection.

Vehicles must be capable of maintaining foodstuffs at appropriate temperatures and, where necessary,
designed to allow those temperatures to be monitored. This means that vehicles that transport perishable
food items, either frozen or refrigerated, must be equipped with appropriate refrigeration systems in
order to maintain products at appropriate temperatures.

Frozen food items must be delivered frozen solid without any signs of being thawed and refrozen. Ice
cream should be received at 8°F or lower. Dairy products and refrigerated processed foods must be
delivered at an internal temperature of at least 45°F or lower. Additionally, products will be delivered free
of infestation including, but not limited to, larvae and rodent droppings.

ANY PRODUCT THAT FAILS TO BE DELIVERED WITHIN THESE PARAMETERS WILL BE REJECTED.
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PRODUCT QUALITY CONTROL

The Purchasing Group reserves the right to discontinue service of all or any portion of any contract
resulting from this proposal for any reason determined by the Purchasing Group to be detrimental to the
health and welfare of the students and school personnel, or failure to meet contract specifications or
wholesomeness standard, and to hold the contractor in default.

All products received under this contract shall be processed according to the health and sanitation
standards for plant facilities and food processing established by the locality or state in which Distributor’s
plant is located or by the applicable federal standards, whichever is higher. Distributors shall provide
products from manufacturers with a Hazard Analysis Critical Control Point (HACCP) system in place.
Additionally, Distributors shall ensure that all products received under this contract shall be prepared,
handled and are stored in accordance with the health and sanitation standards for the County of Kern or
local city/county agency in which product was produced, State of California, and/or Federal Government,
whichever is higher.

Distributor shall follow appropriate procedures for First in First out (FIFO) stock rotation system. Products
received shall not have a shelf life or expiration date less than one week from the date of delivery.

Distributors shall follow appropriate handling and storage practices; this will include providing proof of
established sanitation procedures and an active pest control program to assure proper information.

In the event of product contamination issue, Distributor shall provide trace back capabilities for all
products to the point of origin. Evidence of such procedures should be submitted with proposal (HACCP
Plan, Food Security and Safety Program including Pest Control Policy)

PRODUCE

Shall be fresh and chilled, delivered in an enclosed, refrigerated truck. Produce must be delivered into the
school cafeteria or warehouse within 72 hours of time of manufacture, and shall not exceed 419F upon
delivery. No sulfating agents are allowed in the manufacture of pre-cut produce.

Products shall be delivered in optimum condition, with respect to maturity level, absence of decay, trim,
appearance, and color. Individually portioned packs should be sealed. Packages must be free from dirt,
grime, tears, rips or cuts. Produce received by the district must show seven (7) or more additional shelf-
life days. The District reserves the right to be the sole judge of product quality.

Shortages and damaged products must be replaced within two days of first delivery. If the vendor is
unable to deliver product when needed, the District retains the right to secure the product from another
source.

MILK

The coded date on milk containers when received by the district must show seven (7) or more additional
shelf-life days. Any containers received that do not meet the required coded seven-day timeline will be
replaced by appropriately dated dairy products upon request.
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When received, cases must be packed so that milk containers with the earliest code dates can be served
first, so that staff may rotate inventory accordingly. Special care shall be taken in handling all cases of milk
containers. Milk shall be packaged in sterilized plastic cases. When milk is delivered to a district
representative, the temperature shall not exceed a maximum of 45 degrees Fahrenheit, and shall be in an
unfrozen state. Milk shall be packed in cases without plastic shrink-wrap. Milk containers soiled by leaking
milk shall be replaced in a timely manner.

All dairy products shall be delivered (full service) into equipment provided at the cafeteria in such
quantities and at such time as may be ordered by the District staff. Milk will be stored in the cafeteria’s
milk cooler by the delivery person, if one is available or stacked in walk-ins. Frozen products shall be
delivered hard frozen, 0 degrees Fahrenheit, or below. Under full service delivery, the regular delivery
schedule must be acceptable to the School Nutrition Manager/Lead of the cafeteria being served. When
necessary, special deliveries must conform to the time desired.

When over ordering or delivering transpires due to the distributor before a school holiday or recess, the
surplus milk will be picked up by the Distributor and a credit slip written for the total units of milk returned
to the Milk Distributor.

BREAD

The Purchasing Group requires a variety of Bread Products containing 100-percent whole grain or
containing a blend of whole-grain meal and/or flour and enriched meal and/or flour of which at least 50-
percent is whole grain. The remaining 50 percent or less of grains, if any, must be enriched.

Due to catering and adult meal service, The Purchasing Group is requesting pricing on a variety of enriched
and/or white flour bakery products. Proposers shall attach a separate list of additional products available,
with firm prices for the Contract Period. Additional items offered will not be considered when calculating
proposal scoring totals.

Clean bread racks and trays shall be furnished free of charge and maintained to District(s) satisfaction.
INFERIOR PRODUCT

The Distributor agrees to permit inspection of the delivered items by a representative of the Purchasing
Group with the right of rejection of inferior merchandise. The Purchasing Group’s decision shall be final.

PACKAGING

Cases and packages shall be so constructed as to ensure safe and sanitary transportation to point of
delivery. All packaging materials shall be FDA approved to meet all pertinent State and Federal regulations
for safe use with foods. Packaging materials shall impart no odor, flavor, or color to the product.

Damaged cases or packages may be rejected and returned for credit or immediate replacement, at no cost
to the Purchasing Group for product or freight.
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APPLICABLE “BUY AMERICAN” PROVISIONS

Awarded Distributor(s) are required to provide Buy American Certifications or Attestation documentation
for each item on the Pricing Sheet attesting that the food products are either 100% domestic commodities
or a food product containing over 51% domestic food components, by weight or volume. Distributor(s)
have 30 days from proposal award, to provide all documentation. Documents may be submitted
electronically or in a web based format.

Section 104(d) of the William F. Goodling Child Nutrition Reauthorization Act of 1998 (PL 105-336) added
a provision, Section 12(n) to the National School Lunch Act (NSLA) (42 USC 1760(n)), requiring school
food authorities (SFAs) to purchase, to the maximum extent practicable, domestic commodities or
products.

Section 12(n) of the NSLA defines “domestic commodity or product” as an agricultural commodity that is
produced in the U.S. and a food product that is processed in the U.S. substantially using agricultural
commodities produced in the U.S. Report language accompanying the legislation noted that
“substantially means over 51% from American products.” Therefore, over 51% of the final processed
product (by weight or volume) must consist of agricultural commodities that were grown domestically.
Thus, for foods that are unprocessed, agricultural commodities must be domestic, and for foods that are
processed, they must be processed domestically using domestic agricultural food components that are
comprised of over 51% domestically grown items, by weight or volume as determined by the SFA.

Senate Bill 490 - This law is effective January 1, 2024 through January 1, 2029, and applies to local
educational agencies (LEAs) who operate the School Nutrition Programs and receive more than
$1,000,000 in annual federal meal reimbursement (which includes the National School Lunch Program,
School Breakfast Program, and After School Snack Program).

If an LEA receives over $1,000,000 in annual federal meal reimbursement, they must specify in their
solicitation for bids and contracts that they will only purchase agricultural food products grown, packed,
or processed domestically unless any of the following applies:

(1) The bid or price of the nondomestic agricultural food product is more than 25 percent lower
than the bid or price of the domestic agricultural food product.

(2) The quality of the domestic agricultural food product is inferior to the quality of the
agricultural food product grown, packed, or produced non-domestically.

(3) The agricultural food product is not produced or manufactured domestically in sufficient and
reasonably available quantities of a satisfactory quality to meet the needs of the public
institution.

An “Agricultural food product” means a fresh or processed product, including fruits, nuts, vegetables,
herbs, mushrooms, dairy, shell eggs, honey, grains, livestock meats, poultry meats, and fish, including
shellfish.
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Assembly Bill 778 - This law amends California Food and Agriculture Code (FAC), Section 58595(a) by
removing that school districts must accept the bid or price of a California grown agriculture product if
the price does not exceed more than 5 percent of the lowest bid or an agricultural product produced
outside of the state. In addition, this law adds LEAs to FAC, Section 58595(c), which requires LEAs to
accept a bid or price for that agricultural food product when it is grown in California before accepting a
bid or price for a domestic agricultural food product that is grown outside the state, when both of the
following are met:

(1) The bid or price of the California-grown agricultural food product does not exceed the lowest
bid or price for a domestic agricultural food product produced outside the state.

(2) The quality of the California-grown agricultural food product is comparable to that domestic
agricultural food product produced outside the state

If the agricultural food component’s packaging does not identify its origin at all, or in the case of
processed foods that its agricultural food components are 51 percent domestic by weight or volume, the
Districts may be out of compliance if an exception for nondomestic agricultural commodities was not
first approved and documented by the District(s).

Therefore, Distributors offering product and/or products ingredients manufactured or grown in the United
States may be given priority for usage under this proposal. This policy will allow for an exception only in
the case when an acceptable product is not available domestically, in which case other countries of origin
may be considered or purchased.

Prior to accepting foods, the Purchasing Group will ensure that an alternative domestic food component,
or an exception to purchase nondomestic foods, has been approved for delivery with back up
documentation as to why an approved nondomestic food item was delivered. All Distributors must be able
to certify the domestic percentage of the agricultural food component of commodities and products.

a. Farm Animal Confinement (Prop 12) - Effective September 1, 2022, the California Department of
Food and Agriculture (CDFA), Animal Health and Food Safety Services, adopted Title 3, California Code of
Regulations (3 CCR), sections 1320-1326, which are related to Proposition 12 (2018), the Farm Animal
Confinement Initiative. Proposition 12 amended Health and Safety Code to require that veal calves,
breeding pigs, and egg laying hens be housed in confinement systems that comply with specific minimum
standards for freedom of movement, cage-free designation, and minimum floor space.

NUTRITIONAL INFORMATION AND LABELING

In order to accommodate the computerized menu system utilized by the Purchasing Group, the successful
Distributor(s) shall be required to provide a complete nutrient analysis of all products, as requested by the
Purchasing Group. The nutrient information may be obtained from an independent laboratory.

The following information will be required from the manufacturer: weight (gm), calories (Kcal), protein
(gm), carbohydrate (gm), fat (gm), polyunsaturated fat (gm), saturated fat (gm), trans fat (gm), sodium
(mg), cholesterol (mg), dietary fiber (gm), Sugar (gm) Added Sugars (gm), vitamin A (IU), vitamin C (mg),
calcium (mg), and iron (mg).
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All ingredients must be declared on the product label and conform to the Food Allergen Labeling and
Consumer Protection Act as required by the Food and Drug Administration. Labels must list the presence
of ingredients which contain: protein derived from milk, eggs, fish, crustacean shellfish, tree nuts, peanuts,
wheat, sesame or soybeans.

Distributor shall notify the Purchasing Group whenever there is a product/ingredient change in any item
provided to the Purchasing Group. If any product changes occur, new ingredient statements and
nutritional information shall be provided to the Purchasing Group member district’s.

DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS: SUBSTITUTION AND DISCONTINUED ITEMS
The Purchasing Group will not allow substitutions without prior approval. No product will be represented

as being in conformance with the specification when such is not the case.

If the desired product is absolutely not available for any reason, the Purchasing Group shall be notified
at least 2 business days in advance.

And the Purchasing Group shall be given options of a product that is of the same or higher quality at the
same unit cost. Authorization of a substitute product shall be at the sole discretion of the Purchasing
Group. When substitutions do occur, Distributor shall adjust ordering quantity to meet original orders
and provide nutritional statements and ingredient listings of the replacement product.

In the event an item awarded under this contract is discontinued, the Distributor is required to notify the
purchasing group immediately. Contract items that are discontinued by their manufacturer during the
term of the contract may be substituted with a same or similar item only if it equals or exceeds the
specifications of the original item. Written documentation from the manufacturer of the product
discontinuation shall be submitted directly to the districts. The Distributor may not discontinue any
items from inventory which are not discontinued by their manufacturer, without providing advance
written notification to the purchasing group.

DELIVERIES

The successful Distributor will make mutually acceptable delivery time options available for each site
within the member districts of the Purchasing Group. The individual member districts reserve the right to
make additions to, or deletions from, the specified delivery locations to be served at any time during the
period of the contract, and revise delivery times as required.

Once a mutually agreed upon delivery schedule is established between the Distributor and the member
district(s), timely delivery of all orders is expected. The District reserves the right to refuse a late delivery
and will assume no financial obligation if the delivery is refused. Also, delivery to that site will be
rescheduled, to ensure no disruption to service.

If, at any time, a delivery cannot be made within one (1) hour of the scheduled site time window, the
Vendor/Driver must notify the school/site to negotiate an alternate delivery time or day. The District may
refuse unscheduled deliveries at the Vendor’s expense. Frequent occurrences may result in cancellation
of the Contract.
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Distributor must guarantee a % fill rate for all District orders

For any District order, if the Proposer is unable to perform under the terms of the Contract, or if it fails to
deliver any items ordered within the prescribed timelines, the District reserves the right to cancel any
order(s) or purchase the item(s) from the Secondary Distributor, or on the open market.

ACCOUNTING

Invoices will be furnished to each site and include delivery site name, product name, quantity, Country of
Origin, unit size, and unit price. An invoice signed by the food service lead or designee is required in order
for the invoice to be processed for payment.

A legible delivery discrepancy receipt shall be left at the site in the case of a return or shortage. Credits
shall be issued in a timely manner. The Distributor must identify the amount of each discount, rebate and
other applicable credit on bills and invoices presented to the District for payment and individually identify
the amount as a discount, rebate, or in the case of other applicable credits, the nature of the credit.

Allowable costs will be paid from the nonprofit school food service account to the Distributor net of all
discounts, rebates and other applicable credits accruing to or received by the Distributor or any assignee
under the contract.

The successful Distributor is required to follow all reporting Rules & Requirements set forth by USDA,
California Department of Education and the Purchasing Group for all products delivered to District Site
Locations.

Statements for all goods purchased within a calendar month shall be made available on an individual site
basis using an Electronic and/or Paper Format, whichever is requested by each School District. Statements
should be sent to the Director and accounts payable by the 10™ day of the month following the month of
purchase.

The payment terms of this contract shall be “Net 45 days” unless otherwise indicated below. All invoices
are due and payable within 45 days from the “invoice date” or date of delivery. The Distributor will list all
discounts and payment options available on the Proposal Worksheet if terms other than “Net 45 days”
are offered.

Velocity and Market Reports are to be emailed within two (2) business days to Districts designated
employees when any individual District requests such reports.

SALES TAX
Do not include California Sales or Use Taxes in unit or extended prices. The District will add this tax.

RIGHT TO AUDIT

The Distributor shall submit to third party audits and/or inspections initiated by the member district(s)
during the term of the contract and for one year following the end of the contract. Audits and/or
inspections will serve to ensure compliance with contract terms, food safety guidelines, pricing and billing.
Distributors must take steps to correct findings identified during audits and/or inspections, including
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financial restitution for any pricing or billing errors which may have occurred during the length of the
contract period.

FORCE MAJEURE

The parties to the proposal will be excused from performance during the time and to the extent that they
are prevented from obtaining, delivering or performing by “Act of God”, fire, strike, loss or shortage of
transportation facilities, lockout, or commandeering of materials, products, plants, or facilities by the
government, when satisfactory evidence thereof is presented to the other party provided that it is
satisfactorily established that the non-performance is not due to the fault or negligence of the party not
performing.

SAFETY AND SECURITY

The Distributor shall comply with all Purchasing Group member district security regulations.

All equipment and supplies furnished, and/or all work performed, shall meet all applicable safety
regulations of the Division of Occupational Safety and Health of the State of California and Safety and
Health Codes of the State of California (Cal Code).

Distributor’s representatives driving motor vehicles on school grounds must use extreme caution during
times when school is in session. Any unusual condition noted by drivers, such as evidence of vandalism,
power failure, fire, water damage, gas leak, etc., must be reported to the affected district.

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS
a) The Distributor must offer the Purchasing Group access to reports and order guides or catalogs via
on-line.
b) The Distributor must offer on-line ordering for each school site in the Purchasing Group.
c) The Distributor must offer marketing and educational information support of products.

RISK OF LOSS
The Selected Distributor assumes the following risks:
a) All risks of loss or damage to all goods, work in process, materials, and equipment until the
delivery thereof as herein provided;
b) All risks of loss or damage to third persons and their property until delivery of all goods as herein
provided;
c) All risks of loss or damage to any property received by the Distributor or its suppliers for the
account of the District(s), until such property has been delivered to the District(s);
d) Allrisks of loss or damage to any of the goods or part thereof rejected by the District(s), from the
time of shipment thereof to the Distributor until redelivery thereof to the District(s).

HOLD-HARMLESS CLAUSE
To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Distributor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold the Purchasing
Group entirely harmless from all liability arising out of:

Any and all claims under Workers’ Compensation acts and other employee benefit acts with respect to
