  �After submitting necessary documents, 
application confirmation will be sent via 
email in two business days.

  �Zoom or face-to-face interview will be 
conducted if the applicant is selected. 
Interview invitations will be sent to the 
applicant by the end of February for 
August enrollment and by early October 
for January enrollment.

  �After the interview, results will be 
announced.

  �If accepted, the applicant will receive an 
email with enrollment information.

  �Upon completing the enrollment process, 
the applicant will receive the acceptance 
letter, I-20 document (US immigration 
document), arrival and travel 
information, and orientation information 
by email.

  �Obtain U.S. student visa.
  �Notify the school when the applicant 
receives his/her visa and housing placement 
will follow within five business days.

  �Flight arrangements: book a flight to 
arrive at Sea-Tac International Airport 
two days before the orientation date.

  �Attend orientation.
