For over 40 years, Population and Survey Analysts (PASA) has served Texas
public school districts by providing demographic studies, student enrollment
projections, and long-range school planning.

PASA is a demographics consulting firm that
partners with school districts in planning for the
long-range utilization of facilities and resources.
This involves projecting new residential
development, understanding potential land uses
for undeveloped parcels, and relating these
findings to future students in the schools. PASA
also projects enrollment growth and decline in
areas with no new construction potential by
studying which neighborhoods are regenerating
with younger families. PASA uses these long-
term projections to outline a step-by-step plan
for when and where new schools could be
needed in the future. 

Having a clear idea of future growth potential,
school districts can plan for bond elections in a
financially responsible and transparent manner
and maximize student stability by minimizing the
need for changing schools.

PASA empowers school district leaders with
accurate and reliable enrollment projections
by utilizing comprehensive demographic data,
in-depth analysis, and cutting-edge
technological tools. We are committed to
helping our clients understand the
implications of enrollment growth/decline in
effectively planning for the future.

The data contained in PASA Demographic
Studies is based on assumptions about the
housing and economic climate in the District
and how this climate drives student enrollment.
Any and all factors driving the projections are
fluid and can and will change over time.
Projections are based on assumptions
generated at the time of the completion of the
project, and they need to be continually
assessed by district staff as to the weight they
are given in future planning endeavors. As
student enrollment depends on factors outside
our control, PASA cannot guarantee accuracy.

Assumptions



Ten-Year Projections
Because of the length of time required to build schools, PASA makes Ten-Year projections, realizing that
the latter years will be less accurate than the earliest years. The study accounts for both short-term
fluctuations and long-term trends. Short-term projections help the District make immediate decisions
(budgeting, staffing, program placements, etc.), while the Ten-Year projections provide data to anticipate
future needs and proactively plan for infrastructure development, facility expansion, and new facilities,
avoiding costly last-minute adjustments. 

Assessment Frequency
Clients experiencing a rapidly growing student population and/or that use our studies for staffing and
budgeting purposes typically commission a Demographic Study on an annual basis. Due to the intensive
nature of these studies, PASA has determined that more frequent studies yield actionable insights that
can drive significant changes in district planning. Conversely, districts experiencing slower growth or
approaching build-out and declining student populations may utilize our data for planning consolidations,
rezoning, and balancing utilization. PASA collaborates with all clients to conduct timely studies that offer
the greatest financial benefit for each district.

PASA deploys personnel directly to the District, with a staff member driving each developing subdivision.
This approach ensures the collection of real-time data, with future-forward accuracy, unattainable
through reliance solely only on plats and plans filed with government officials. 

Real-Time, In-Person Data Collection

It takes time to plan for, pay for, site, and construct schools - and each school opened is a multi-
million dollar series of decisions affecting children and families. PASA's philosophy and approach
reflect this reality.

Demographic Philosophy

District-specific data is gathered from the client district. This data
includes school names, capacities, special program placement, and
student address data, among other items. The accuracy of this data
is paramount in completing a quality comprehensive plan.

The data used to build housing projections is assessed by PASA
demographers but gathered from builders, developers, and other
official sources. Builders and developers change their plans as the
market shifts, so this data needs to be reassessed in the future to
alter facilities plans as the housing market shifts. 

This study was conducted between October 2024 and March 2025,
and projections are based on information available during that
timeframe.

Data Sources



Demographic Process

PASA begins any project by creating an in-depth GIS map of the District,
complete with roads, parcel ownership, existing and active subdivisions
and apartment complexes, flood plains, pipelines, municipal boundaries
and utility systems, and recent plats. This allows PASA’s demographers
to assess various parcels in the District for potential future development. 

PASA staff members spend a great deal of time in the District, driving
each active subdivision and assessing future parcels for development.
Demographers meet with relevant city and county officials,
commercial brokers, and other landowners, and they assess the
potential that each large parcel has for development. 

PASA pulls all factors together to create a Ten-Year Enrollment Forecast.
Additionally, we generate a Reduced Enrollment Scenario and an
Accelerated Enrollment Scenario in an attempt to provide the District
with projections that bracket in the likely reality for the next several
years. PASA projects for ten years due to the lengthy process required to
plan for and construct new schools, but the first five years of the
projection period are typically more reliable than the last five years.

The demographers develop a ratio of students per home for all existing
subdivisions using the geocoded students. They then use this data to
assign a student yield to all projected new homes, recognizing that this
yield will vary widely across different types of developments within any
one district.

PASA downloads the past 3-5 years of student data from the District
and geocodes each student, assigning them an exact location on the
GIS map. This allows PASA to not only measure the current count of
students in each sector of the District but also allows for analysis of
existing subdivisions for ongoing decline or regeneration.

Planning Units are PASA’s organizational scheme and are small
sectors of the District that comprise one or more subdivisions, multi-
family complexes, or other parcels of land. PASA’s projections are
created at the land use zone level, which allows us to join them
together to create current attendance zones, thereby measuring
projected student enrollment against capacity. We can also break
apart those current attendance zones at the land use zone level and
use this data to aid the District in planning for new schools or
designing new attendance zones.

PASA assessed the current student population, analyzed recent trends in geocoded
students, forecasted additional housing occupancies and their resulting student yields, and
considered broader economic and employment concerns. Based on these evaluations,
PASA projects the following student population by grade group for the next ten years:

SUMMARY
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New Housing Construction - New housing construction drives the majority of growth, adding
500-800+ students per year.

Birth Rates - Births have increased significantly each year in NCISD, and are projected to
continue on this trajectory, bolstered even more by the increasing housing stock geared toward
young homebuyers.

Incoming KG Class Size - Kindergarten class sizes correlate closely to birth rates, both of which
are trending upward during the projection period. 

Education Savings Accounts - Voucher legislation is expected to have a small impact on
NCISD; a few private schools in Kingwood and Humble draw NCISD students, but any
expansion plans are not yet known. The Reduced Enrollment Scenario includes the addition of
more micro-schools and small private schools that may open as a result of wide-ranging and
lucrative legislation.

New Charter Schools - Charter school expansions continue steadily. No new charters are known
to have plans to open inside the boundaries of NCISD at this point, but charter growth overall is
continuing.

Unemployment Rates - Unemployment rates will remain steady, at an average of about 4.0% in
the New Caney ISD area over the next three years with a strong localized economy and
continued employment growth in the Metro Area.

Factors Impacting Future Enrollment
To develop the Ten-Year Enrollment Forecast, PASA analyzed distinct factors specific to NCISD. These
encompassed economic and social aspects such as job growth, employment sectors, socioeconomic
characteristics, quality of life indicators, housing construction, land development potential, charter and
private school plans, and household size and age. The following factors are significant for NCISD:

PASA employs a conservative
methodology to project a Ten-
Year Enrollment Forecast.
Additionally, PASA develops
both a Reduced Enrollment
Scenario and an Accelerated
Enrollment Scenario to
account for varying future
enrollment possibilities under
different assumptions. More
detailed projections are
available in Chapter 04. The
Ten-Year Enrollment Forecast
serves as the foundation for
facilities planning.

In certain subdivisions (excluding those with under 20 occupied units), the number of students per
home varied from 0.00 to nearly 2.17. On a weighted average, there are 0.58 students per single-
family home across the District.

In multi-family apartment complexes with more than 85% occupancy, the ratios of students per unit
ranged from 0.00 to 0.69, and the weighted average throughout the District was 0.22 students per
apartment unit. Districtwide, an estimated 1,094 NCISD students live in 5,770 multi-family units.

Current Student Population
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Projected Resident Students by Campus
PASA has generated student population projections by planning unit to aid in long-range planning
and has then aggregated the data from those planning units into the current attendance zones. The
following maps display these projections for each attendance zone.

Elementary Schools
By the end of the projection period, seven schools are expected to exceed 120% of capacity, with six
reaching this threshold by 2032. By fall 2033, all schools are projected to exceed capacity to some extent.
The New Caney Elementary attendance zone is expected to surpass 1,800 students, which is enough to
fill both the rebuilt New Caney Elementary and an additional school of similar size. Dogwood and Porter
Elementary could each exceed 150% of capacity, while Oakley and Crippen Elementary are projected to
surpass 140%.
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Keefer Crossing and White
Oak are expected to need

the most relief over the
projection period. Keefer

Crossing has a capacity of
1,400 students, meaning

that by the end of the
projection period, it will
need relief capacity for

approximately 600
students. Because White
Oak has a capacity of 900

students, it will likewise
need capacity relief for

approximately 600
students.

Projections by Campus
Middle Schools

Porter High School is
projected to have the

largest student population
by the end of the projection

period and will require
capacity relief over time.
However, all high schools

are expected to experience
some enrollment shifts due

to student transfers, as
many will opt for the early
college program and other
alternative opportunities
offered by the District.

PASA analyzes the projected number of
resident students in relation to the

capacity of each school to identify when
and where new schools might be

needed. 

While transfer patterns among schools
offer additional insights for short-term

enrollment planning, these patterns can
shift significantly over time, for

instance, when a program relocates to
another campus. 

Therefore, long-range facilities planning
is based on projections of future

resident student populations.

PASA projected the resident student population geographically and compared
it to each school's current capacity. This long-range planning analysis

illustrates the potential utilization of existing campuses in the next ten years.

Highlands Elementary will open in the fall of 2025, and will enroll students from both inside and
outside its zone. After the opening of Highlands, New Caney and Porter will be the next schools in
need of relief, with both expected to exceed 120% of capacity by the fall of 2027. Dogwood will
follow, as it is expected to exceed 120% of capacity in the fall of 2029. By the end of the
projection period, Brookwood Forest, Crippen, Kings Manor, Oakley, and Valley Ranch are
expected to have all exceeded 120% of capacity, and each will be needing relief.

The districtwide capacity at the elementary school level is currently 10,620, and this will grow to
10,710 with the replacement of New Caney Elementary. The District elementary enrollment
should exceed capacity in the fall of 2028, and should surpass enrollment by more than 3,500
students by the fall of 2034. If each new school has a capacity of 900 students, the District could
easily utilize at least four new elementary schools by the end of the projection period, although
the timing and location of these new schools will depend on overutilization levels at each current
facility.

Keefer Crossing and White Oak are the schools expected to
need relief during the next ten years of the projection period.
Keefer Crossing should exceed 120% of its capacity by the
fall of 2028, while White Oak should reach that threshold in
the fall of 2031. White Oak can be relieved by a new school in
the Highlands area, while Keefer Crossing will likely need
relief by a facility located in the northeastern portion of the
District since its campus sits in the northwestern portion of
NCISD.

At the high school level, Porter is the only school that is expected to exceed its capacity during
the projection period. It is important to remember that it will surely lose students to the
alternative high school opportunities provided by the District, meaning that utilization levels at the
existing zoned schools will drop slightly. Porter will be in need of relief by the middle of the
projection period, with additional space likely being needed by the fall of 2030. With high school
construction and planning being a very lengthy process, NCISD will need to begin planning for
this new school in the next few years.
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Regional Economic Overview

Changes in enrollment at the kindergarten (KG) grade level can reveal how trends and patterns are
developing. The graph above compares KG enrollment to live births (five years prior) by the zip code
of the birth mother. This comparison assists in estimating KG enrollment trends for the next five
years in very general terms. A gap between these two lines could indicate factors such as net out-
migration, alternative schooling options, or other demographic changes that affect the number of
children who ultimately enroll in kindergarten.

An analysis of the student population is essential when projecting the current population. In this
chart, grade levels with the smallest and largest enrollments for each school year have been
highlighted in blue and red shades respectively.

KG Enrollment
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PASA evaluates where current students reside and the
recent trends in the student population. To accomplish
this, PASA geocoded student data provided by New
Caney ISD, mapping each student according to their
residence address. This data incorporates a
meticulous analysis of the current student population,
including a detailed examination of student yield per
home and recent changes in the student population at
the development, land use zone, and attendance zone
levels. 

This data also helps to clarify where student
distribution is more dense in specific locations and
which neighborhoods are disproportionately oriented
to older or younger students. The ratios of students per
home assist in estimating potential students that will
be yielded from comparable new developments in later
chapters. 

Maps and tables that break down student growth and
decline in every major development are included and
will address neighborhoods undergoing growth,
decline, and gentrification.

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Geocode
Geocoding is the process of taking
a text-based list of student
addresses and accurately placing
them at the correct geographic
location inside our mapping
system. 

PASA places each student on a
map based on their address. We
achieve 99% accuracy, leaving only
those students with incomplete or
bad addresses as uncoded. This
data is the starting point for all
projections.

PASA organizes the data in this study
using Planning Units, which are small
divisions within the district that include
one or more housing developments or
parcels of land. These Planning Units are
defined by PASA staff based on major
roadways, existing attendance zones,
parcel ownership, and other significant
boundaries. Housing data and current
student data are organized according to
these units. After PASA generates
student projections and assigns them to
the Planning Units, the units can be
combined to assist in planning for future
facilities.

PASA employs geocoding techniques on student address information supplied by New Caney ISD,
pinpointing each student's location based on their address. The map below shows the student
geocode from 2019-20 and compares it to the geocode from 2024-25, illustrating the distribution of
students within the NCISD as of fall 2019 and fall 2024. Each yellow dot represents a student
residing at an address that was not occupied by a student in 2019, showing growth across the
District.

The ratios of students per home ranged from 0.00 to 2.17 in specific
subdivisions, excluding those with fewer than 20 occupied units. The
weighted average of students per single-family house throughout the
District is 0.58. A complete report of students per occupied home for
single-family residential by subdivision can be found in Appendix 02.

Students Per Occupied Single-Family Home by Subdivision

Fieldwork is performed to retrieve a count of occupied homes in all neighborhoods actively
developing. Occupancy counts for existing single-family neighborhoods equate to the number of
homes in each neighborhood, typically determined by county appraisal data. These occupancy counts
are compared to enrollment to determine ratios of students per home.

Students Per Occupied Multi-Family Unit

New multi-family properties currently in the lease-up phase as well as older properties under
renovation are contacted to attain the most current number of occupied units. Occupancy counts
for existing multi-family properties are determined using the vacancy rate from the National
Association of Realtors' quarterly Commercial Real Estate Report for the metropolitan area. These
occupancy counts are compared to enrollment to determine ratios of students per home.
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PASA analyzes enrollment in other schools in the area (private schools, charter
schools, virtual academies, universities, and other ISDs) to understand how many
students are gravitating away from New Caney ISD. Homeschooled students are
not included in this analysis because the State of Texas generally does not track

these students.

Alternative Educational Opportunities

A key factor in projecting future student
loss to area private schools is the status of
the upcoming voucher bill. PASA
anticipates that some version of this bill
will likely pass in the next legislative
session. The impact of the voucher bill will
depend on several factors, including the
amount of funding allocated, eligibility
criteria for both students and schools, and
the number of private schools that choose
to participate. Additionally, shifts in the
private school landscape, such as
expansion or rising tuition costs, could
influence how many families opt to take
advantage of the vouchers.

Private Schools
Tuition-based schools that are supported by private organizations or private individuals rather than by the
government.

Ultimately, the extent to which private schools impact New Caney ISD's enrollment will depend on
the evolving education landscape and legislative changes. As the District navigates these shifts, it
will be crucial to monitor how private school trends and potential policy reforms, like the voucher
bill, shape future enrollment patterns. At the conclusion of this study, no new or planned new
private schools were identified within or near NCISD. Details about the private school impact on
New Caney ISD can be found in Appendix 02.

To evaluate the impact of private school enrollment on New Caney ISD, PASA conducted phone
interviews with enrollment coordinators from the few private schools located within or near the
District boundary. The findings indicate that less than 1.0% of NCISD-resident students attend these
private institutions—with most of those students enrolled in schools serving all grade levels. Overall,
PASA’s analysis suggests that attrition to private schools remains stable, having a minimal impact
on NCISD enrollment. Additionally, the location of these schools near the District boundary is
expected to continue influencing school choice decisions.
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Between 2017-18 and 2023-24, Statewide charter school enrollment increased
42.73%, while enrollment in ISDs increased by only 2.44%.

Approximately 0.4% of New Caney ISD resident students were
enrolled in area charter schools in 2023-24. 

Statewide, charter school enrollment
continues to grow and affects all ISDs, as
each student enrolled in a charter school
represents a student who has transferred
out of a traditional ISD. Student transfers
from New Caney ISD to charter schools are
mapped in Appendix 02 to illustrate which
areas of New Caney ISD are most impacted.

Charter schools are public schools and, thus, are required to submit enrollment data to TEA in the
same manner as traditional ISDs. This data serves as the foundation for each PASA study regarding
charter school enrollment and the net enrollment change to each independent school district.
However, in certain instances, data can be masked to comply with FERPA laws. PASA uses data
extrapolation and aggregation to determine the approximate number of New Caney ISD students
transferring out of NCISD schools to area charter schools. 

Charter Schools
Publicly funded, tuition-free, in-person educational institutions that provide an alternative to the traditional
Independent School District (ISD) system.

Since 2017-18, the number of New Caney ISD resident students transferring to in-person charter
schools has risen by 185.7%. However, this increase must be viewed in context, as the total percentage
of resident students transferring has consistently remained below 1.0% during the same period. The
discrepancy arises from a relatively
small initial number of transferring
students, making the overall impact on
total enrollment appear minimal.
Additionally, the limited availability of
nearby charter schools, combined with
the District’s expansion through new
construction, has likely reduced the
visible effects of this student loss.
Ongoing analysis is essential to monitor
enrollment trends and develop a
comprehensive historical dataset.

An analysis of TEA data shows that
approximately 1.8% of New Caney ISD resident
students transfer to other ISDs. NCISD also
receives a significant number of transfer
students from other districts. The narrowing
gap between incoming and outgoing transfers
in recent years suggests that NCISD is both
attracting and losing students at the same rate.

Virtual Academies

In-Person public educational opportunity that is an alternative to the ISD where the student lives.

Virtual academies are operated by universities,
charter schools, or other ISDs. Before COVID-19,
data on these academies was not well-defined,
and TEA’s data masking practices continue to
make analysis challenging. During this study,
PASA observed a rising number of New Caney
ISD students enrolling in virtual academies,
aligning with broader statewide trends. In this
study, PASA's analysis of TEA data found that
approximately 0.7% of New Caney ISD resident
students transferred to virtual schools in 2023-
24, reflecting a substantial increase since the
2017-18 school year.

Competition for student enrollment has
intensified as charter schools, virtual academies,
and neighboring ISDs draw students away.
Among public alternatives, virtual schools have
experienced the largest increase in transfers
from NCISD resident students.

In 2023-24, 2.9% of NCISD
students transferred out to other

public school alternatives. 
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The percentage of students transferring out of New Caney ISD to all other public
educational alternatives has increased 164.32% since 2017-18.

Total Public School Impact
Students today have more public school options beyond their resident ISD. While enrollment in
resident districts continues to grow annually, charter schools and virtual academies are also
seeing steady increases. In New Caney ISD, student growth currently surpasses the number of
resident students opting for alternative educational options. However, this balance can shift
quickly, as rapid growth often obscures student losses to these alternatives.

The graph below illustrates trends in student transfers for New Caney ISD over multiple school
years. The stacked bars represent NCISD resident student transfers out to public school
alternatives, while the maroon trend line shows nonresident student transfers into NCISD from
neighboring districts. The disparity highlights a net loss in student enrollment, as the inflow of
nonresident students is significantly smaller than the thousands of resident students
transferring out each year.

The housing projection assessment is a
uniquely independent analysis focused on
future residential development trends. PASA
develops housing projections by reviewing
past patterns, current development activity,
potential future land use, and other
elements affecting development, such as
utility services, transportation facilities,
available property, and land-use and
drainage regulations. 

PASA’s assessment includes analysis of
platted developments, as well as an on-the-
ground survey of active residential
developments to count occupied housing
units, available units yet to be occupied, and
units under construction. Property
ownership research, interviews with local
experts in land use, development
regulations, and general real estate
knowledge are all factors that are
considered when creating future housing
occupancy projections. 

Additional related data is available in Appendix 03.
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Annual housing projections are created for every active, planned, and potential residential
development in the District. These projections are then aggregated by land use zone each
year for the ten-year period.

Projections for new housing occupancies are considered most accurate for the next five
years, as developers or landowners may not have precise long-term plans exceeding a five-
year timetable. Thus, the first five years of residential projections are considered reliable and
useful for short-term planning, with the remaining years included for completeness,
representing useful benchmark data applicable for school facility planning. Landowners,
builders, and developers frequently fluctuate on their projected construction schedule. 

PASA adopts a cautious approach when formulating housing projections for residential
developments. Based on primary research, the projected number of new housing occupancies
may be lower than actual occupancies for each year of the projected time frame. This is done
when less is known about a particular future development so that future projections do not
drive districts to build facilities before they are needed.

Housing occupancies are projected from one PEIMS snapshot date to the next. Each year of
housing projections concludes at the upcoming snapshot date for which PASA is forecasting
enrollment. As a result, the first year of housing projections (covering the prior 12 months or
less) is incorporated into the enrollment projection for the following October. For example, the
2025 projected PEIMS enrollment includes students moving into newly constructed housing
between October 2024 and October 2025.

Planning Units (PUs) are small geographic subsets of the District created to better study
enrollment trends by region. These small geographies are divided based on school
attendance zones and are further subdivided by neighborhood and apartment
boundaries, parcel boundaries, roadways, creeks, etc. PUs can and do change as the
District develops. See the Planning Units map in Appendix 03 for more detail.

Planning Units

Housing Projections Considerations
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PASA's Geographic Information Systems (GIS) team creates a detailed digital map of the District. This
dynamic mapping framework includes aerial imagery, Planning Units, key jurisdictional boundaries,
planned major thoroughfares, utility facilities and arterials, parcel ownership information, active oil and
gas pipelines, conceptual development plans, floodplain information, and platting activity for new
housing. It also includes information on existing, active, and future subdivisions and apartments,
townhomes, condos, existing and future school sites, and other relevant factors for detailed land use
analysis. PASA Demographers rely on this specialized district map to evaluate platting activity, city
ordinances, and development plans that affect housing projections.

Mapping1

PASA team members spend time in the District physically driving each planned or developing
subdivision to gather the latest occupancy and construction information. This ‘real-time’ data allows for
a more accurate assessment of the potential timing of future development and the number of students
per occupied home.

District Survey2

PASA interviews city and county planners, engineers, commercial realtors, builders, developers,
landowners, utility providers, and other regional experts to better understand the real estate market,
development regulations, and other variables that affect housing. This allows PASA to incorporate the
unique factors impacting district growth that are not readily apparent from a cursory review. Interviews
and comprehensive data gathering allow PASA to assess future land use possibilities for all major
parcels in the District, forming the basis for student population projections.

Interviews3

Assessment of Future Land Development4 The District may be comprised of multiple jurisdictions that each govern and regulate development
within their respective boundaries. These are depicted on the Municipal Jurisdictions map in Appendix
03. Subdivision ordinances within each respective entity are considered when projecting future
development. Utility Districts can also be critical to development in certain areas. These entities are
shown on the Utility Districts map in Appendix 03.

PASA staff assesses the development potential of all large parcels that sold over the past several years,
as it is often the case that development will occur shortly after parcels are purchased in desirable areas.
Parcels of most interest to this study are the largest ones that could indicate future large-scale
development.

Affecting Housing Growth

1 Housing Market
In 2020 and 2021, a combination of supply chain disruptions, labor shortages, and a limited
housing inventory, along with heightened demand spurred by historically low interest rates
under 3%, led to a significant tightening of the housing market and a sharp increase in
home prices. In response to rising inflation, the Federal Reserve raised interest rates eleven
times between March 2022 and July 2023, aiming to bring inflation below 2%. Higher
mortgage rates, peaking near 8% in late 2023, tempered buyer demand, shifting the New
Caney ISD housing market into a seller’s market. As inflation began to stabilize in 2024, the
30-year fixed mortgage rate leveled off, prompting the Federal Reserve to lower rates in
September and November of that year. At this point, New Caney ISD became a buyer’s
market, with Porter/New Caney emerging as one of the top-performing markets in the
Greater Houston area. This shift in rates provides more stability for buyers and could
encourage homeowners with sub-3% mortgages to sell, helping increase housing inventory
toward the six-month supply needed for a balanced market. 

According to the Texas Real Estate Research Center, home sales across Texas fell by
10.61% in 2023 compared to the previous year, reaching 328,534 - the lowest total since
2016. The median home price statewide also dropped to $335,000. Additionally, single-
family residential building permits saw a statewide decline of just over 5%.

In the Houston-The Woodlands-Sugar Land area, single-family home sales (which includes
townhomes and condos) were down 0.74% year-over-year in September 2024, with year-to-
date sales down 2.61%. However, the median sales price increased by 2.42%, reaching
$338,000. Inventory levels rose to 4.4 months, up from 3.3 months in 2023, approaching a
balanced market.

The stabilization of interest rates is expected to revitalize commercial real estate,
particularly multi-family developments. Many stalled projects, previously hindered by high
interest rates, are likely to resume as financing becomes more affordable.

2 Ownership Changes

PASA staff assesses the development potential of all large parcels that sold over the past
several years, as it is often the case that development will occur shortly after parcels are
purchased in desirable areas. The Owner Changes map in Appendix 03 show parcels in the
District that changed ownership from January 2022 to December 2024, with parcels greater
than twenty acres labeled. Between these dates, 215 parcels larger than five acres changed
ownership. Parcels of most interest to this study are the largest ones that could indicate
future large-scale development.

Affecting Housing Growth

Availability of Utilities4 The availability of water and wastewater services plays a critical role in regulating future
residential development. Monitoring the capacities of existing and future Municipal
Utility Districts (MUDs) and Special Utility Districts (SUDs) is essential, as these services
directly impact growth potential. In New Caney ISD, the two largest utility districts—
Porter SUD and New Caney MUD—currently service about 45% of the District. The
creation or modification of utility districts is a key indicator of future development trends.
According to the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ), four MUDs have
been altered since January 2022, with Valley Ranch MUD 1 being a notable example.

Limited Remaining Land for Development 3 Large developable tracts in New Caney
ISD are becoming increasingly scarce as
most remaining land is already planned
for development within the projection
period, driven by growing demand from
the Houston area.

The maps to the right highlight the few
remaining developable tracts and key
development constraints, with
floodways posing a major challenge—
particularly around Lake Houston
Wilderness Park, where they impact
large portions of the District. While
zoning and subdivision regulations can
help mitigate flood risks, much of the
District consists of unincorporated
areas, making enforcement more
difficult. Additionally, stormwater
management requirements can
significantly increase development
costs, potentially deterring developers
from pursuing projects in the area.

Single-Family Projections

New Caney ISD is expected to experience steady single-family housing growth during the first
half of the projection period, driven by the continued expansion of several large communities.
Key neighborhoods currently under construction—The Highlands, Tavola West, Maple Heights,
and Porters Mill South—are expected to add over 3,500 new homes to the District.
 
In the second half of the projection period, New Caney ISD’s growth rate is expected to fluctuate
due to the limited availability of large undeveloped tracts. However, key opportunities for
expansion remain, including the future phases of The Highlands (north of SH 99), the Aurous
Tracts in the northwest, and the Guniganti Tract along the eastern District border. These
developments could add approximately 4,200 homes by 2034, supporting continued growth as
smaller, previously developed communities reach build-out.

While some undeveloped sections of Roman Forest remain available, floodplains and a lack of
utility connections may hinder development in that area. Additionally, PASA’s projections factor
in the presence of manufactured housing communities such as Caney Station, Porter Estates,
and Vibe @ IH-69, which will further contribute to the District’s housing supply.

These maps illustrate the total
projected single-family housing
growth, with the first five years
shown on the left and the full
projection period displayed
below.

During the first half of the
projection period, new single-
family development will be
heavily concentrated on the
western side of the District,
driven by the continued
expansion of The Highlands and
Tavola West, as well as
potential development in the
Aurous Tracts, if construction
begins.

As the forecast period nears its
end, several emerging projects
are expected to significantly
impact the District, including
the Guniganti Tract, another
Aurous Tract, and the northern
expansion of The Highlands.
The timing of development on
the Guniganti Tract will
determine the extent of new
housing growth on the eastern
side of the District.

Meanwhile, some areas face
slower development due to
floodway constraints and
limited utility connections, such
as Roman Forest, while others,
like Riverwalk, have historically
experienced a slower growth
rate.

Aurous Tracts (Aurous Development): Aurous Development
represents four large tracts of undeveloped land in the northwest
section of the District. There are no concrete development plans
for these various tracts yet, but PASA estimates these tracts
could potentially add approximately 2,000 homes during the
projection period.

The Highlands (Caldwell Communities): The Highlands is the
largest master-planned community currently under development
within the District, with 708 occupied homes and plans for an
additional 1,672 by the end of the projection period. Developer
Caldwell Communities also owns 660 acres north of SH 99, with
the potential to expand and add approximately 1,600 more units.

Guniganti Tract: Guniganti Family Property Holdings has
roughly 1,600 acres south of Grand Parkway. There are no solid
plans here but single-family development is likely after seeing
the southern portion of land sold to become the Royal Pines
development.

Multi-Family Projections

The multi-family housing landscape in New Caney ISD is currently experiencing limited
development but will see an upward trend through the first half of the projection period. A
significant portion of both existing and planned multi-family developments are concentrated
along the IH-69 and Loop 494 corridor. 

PASA projects that multi-family development will ramp up moving into the middle of the
projection period, with approximately 1,100 units added between years three and four. This
increase is primarily driven by continued development in the Valley Ranch area, which plans to
add approximately 2,400 multi-family units when completed, as well as growth in Kingwood.
Grand Parkway’s (SH 99) expansion through the District presents opportunities for new
development, particularly around the intersection of SH 99 and FM 1314, where future mixed-use
and commercial developments, including an H-E-B, could spur further multi-family housing
growth later in the projection period. Additionally, there are only a few age-restricted properties in
the pipeline. Overall, the multi-family housing market in New Caney ISD is poised for growth. 
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New Multi-Family and Rental
Development

In New Caney ISD, multi-family development is seeing steady growth, especially along key corridors
like IH-69 and SH 99. The Preserve at Woodridge, a build-to-rent community, is the only project
leasing up (dark red dot), while Canyon Creek Apartments is under construction (light red dot).
Planned and probable future multi-family developments, marked by blue and beige dots, are largely
concentrated around these two major highways. There are several sites for multi-family housing
near Kingwood, where projects like Evolve Kingwood, Haven at Kingwood, and probable future sites
identified by PASA could add over 1,800 units - the largest concentration in any one area during the
projection period. 

Valley Ranch, developed by Signorelli, is another hotspot for multi-family development, though no
concrete plans have emerged yet. However, their general plans and marketing indicate four sites
where apartments could be developed, potentially adding around 1,600 units to the District. 

Additionally the intersection of SH 99 and FM 1314 is expected to see multi-family growth. This area
includes the northern expansion of The Highlands, which will feature mixed-use developments, as
well as land owned by the Dhanani Private Equity Group that is slated for multi-family housing.
Projections suggest that around 1,000 units could be added in this area as development continues. 
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Multi-Family Homes: 
New Units Over Ten-Years

Future Valley Ranch Multi-Family: The developer of the master-planned
Valley Ranch community, Signorelli, has indicated that they anticipate to
create a total of 2,400 multi-family units between all of their “districts”.
Based on current development status, PASA projects only approximately
1,600 will be occupied within the ten-year projection period.

Aurous “Kingwood West” Potential Mixed-Use: Aurous Development
represents around 160 acres of undeveloped land in the Kingwood area.
They indicate this land would be best suited for higher density mixed-
use development, so PASA has estimated over 700 units could be added
to the housing supply during the projection period.

Potential Multi-Family (PU 19): Approximately 35 acres of undeveloped
land sit west of IH-69 in Porter. Currently there are no plans for multi-
family development.

There is
currently no construction activity on this land.

PASA’s approach to developing student enrollment
projections takes into consideration past rates of
growth but relies primarily on forward-looking
analyses, including:

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New Housing Construction - Development of new housing typically drives new student growth.
Both the rapidity of new home construction and the student density per home are projected in
this study and contribute to new student growth.

Birth Rates - Changes in birth rates in the District typically correlate to increases or decreases in
kindergarten enrollment five years later. 

Incoming KG Class Size - Kindergarten enrollment is closely tied to birth rates, but enrollment is
also affected by student enrollment in other educational systems (homeschooling, charter
schools, private schools, other ISDs). Additionally, birth rates do not account for in-migration and
out-migration in the ensuing five years between birth and kindergarten enrollment.

Regeneration - Established neighborhoods that have no net changes in the number of residential
units can still have increases or decreases in student population. These changes can be
dependent on the age of householder, amount of regeneration, and likelihood of private or
charter school enrollment.

New Charter Schools - Charter schools that open both inside the District or near-to the District
can impact enrollment in the ISD. Charter schools can open with little warning, and because they
have no tuition cost, can immediately impact student enrollment in the ISD.

Education Savings Accounts - Legislation on education savings accounts, vouchers, and other
non-public school funding initiatives directly impacts student enrollment projections. Ongoing
assessment of changes to these programs will be essential. 
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Births have increased significantly each year in NCISD, and are projected to continue on this
trajectory, bolstered even more by the increasing housing stock geared toward young
homebuyers.

Charters are having a minimal impact on NCISD enrollment, and no new charter system
expansions are currently known that would impact NCISD.

Voucher legislation is expected to have a small impact on NCISD; a few private schools in
Kingwood and Humble draw NCISD students, but any expansion plans are not yet known. The
Reduced Enrollment Scenario includes the addition of more micro-schools and small private
schools that may open s as a result of wide-ranging and lucrative legislation. 

A large “bulge” of students has been has been progressing through the District and is currently
concentrated in the middle and high school grades.

New housing construction drives the majority of growth, adding 500-800+ students per year.

The graph shows the projected enrollment for the Ten-Year Enrollment Forecast. The shaded region
displays the possible range between the Accelerated and Reduced Scenarios of enrollment.

PASA has developed a Ten-Year Enrollment Forecast along with Reduced and Accelerated
Enrollment Scenarios. All three scenarios adopt a conservative approach, leveraging PASA's
expertise to moderate the optimism surrounding new development. The Ten-Year Enrollment
Forecast is regarded as the most probable scenario based on the most reliable information
available during the study. PASA advises the District to use the Ten-Year Forecast for planning
purposes, while recognizing that future changes may necessitate a shift to either the Reduced
or Accelerated Enrollment Scenarios.

Under the Ten-Year Enrollment Forecast, the District could add 4,078 students in the first five years
and an additional 4,328 students in the last five years of this projection period. Therefore, according
to this forecast, New Caney ISD could have 23,498 students by fall 2029 and 27,826 students by fall
2034.

This is a most likely Ten-Year scenario that assumes no major revisions to any comprehensive
municipal plans and assumes that all future land use and entitlements are accepted as they now
exist. Some portions of current future land use plans may have slight revisions or broader changes.

The Accelerated and Reduced Enrollment
Scenarios incorporate potential changes in
several factors that impact enrollment. These
include fluctuations in mortgage rates, housing
construction, new charter school plans,
changes in birth rates, and subsequent
kindergarten class sizes.

All these factors influence future enrollment,
and any variations in these assumptions will
drive trends toward either the Accelerated or
Reduced Scenarios. These scenarios are based
on the known factors during this Demographic
Study, but external factors will always impact
these forecasts.

Under the Reduced Scenario, the District could gain 2,477 students in the first five years, followed by
gaining an additional 2,026 students in the last five years of the projection period. Thus, under the
reduced forecast assumptions, New Caney ISD could have 21,897 students by Fall 2029 and 23,923
students by Fall 2034. 

Under the Accelerated Scenario, the District could gain 5,187 students in the first five years, and
5,996 students would be expected to be added in the last five years of the projection period. Thus,
under these accelerated assumptions, New Caney ISD could have 24,607 students by Fall 2029 and
30,603 students by Fall 2034. 
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District leadership can use this data to understand areas of projected growth and decline in
order to assess and make decisions about the future utilization of each campus.

PASA projects the number of students expected to live in each planning unit each year for
the next ten years under the Ten-Year Enrollment Forecast. Details of these projections are
found in Appendix 04, while the map above illustrates which parts of the District are
projected to contain the most students at the end of the projection period.
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Student Transfers
The data that PASA generates for long-range planning purposes represents the number of students
projected to live within each attendance zone (resident students or geocoded students) and does not
necessarily indicate the number of students projected to attend each school due to inter- and intra-
district transfers. For these purposes, transfers are defined as any student attending a school other
than their school of residence for any reason (voluntary transfer requests, children of district
employees, programmatic transfers, etc.). The transfer patterns of the current students in the 2024-
25 school year are included by grade group in this chapter and can be used in conjunction with the
resident student projections for short-term planning purposes. However, PASA does not typically use
these transfers in long-range facilities plans because the transfer patterns in any district can change
markedly over a short period of time.

The current 12th grade students zoned to West Fork HS have been grandfathered to remain at their
previous school for the 2024-25 school year. As a result, they appear comingled with other transfers
occurring at the high school level. The grandfathering will end by the fall of 2025, but PASA cannot
separate the grandfathered students from traditional transfers. As a result, transfers are not shown
on the high school tables that follow.

Capacities
As the District plans for future student growth, it is equally important to assess how many students
can be accommodated within the existing facilities. While architects may design for a capacity of 22-
25 students per elementary classroom, most schools do not operate with every classroom at
maximum capacity. Many districts use 90% of design capacity as a practical capacity, accounting for
fluctuating grade sizes and specialized programs that require variable classroom space.

Growing districts often incorporate temporary buildings into their planning processes, as it is not
practical to open a new facility when a school exceeds capacity by only a small number of students.
However, even with temporary classrooms, common spaces—such as cafeterias, libraries, and gyms
—still limit the number of students a school can effectively serve. PASA considers 120% of practical
capacity as the tipping point indicating the need for additional permanent space.

This study evaluates the projected future student population relative to each campus's permanent
design capacity, excluding temporary building capacity. The capacities shown have been provided by
the District.
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Projected Resident Elementary Students
by Campus
PASA has generated student population projections by planning unit to aid in long-range planning and
has then aggregated the data from those planning units into the current attendance zones. Projections of
resident students by attendance zone are included in the following charts, with projected overutilization
highlighted. It is important to remember - especially at the elementary level - that this table shows the
resident (geocoded) students only, and does not include transfers.

Seven schools are projected to exceed 120% of capacity by the end of the projection period, with six of
those schools topping 120% of capacity in 2032. All schools are expected to exceed capacity by some
amount by the fall of 2033. The current New Caney Elementary attendance zone is expected to top 1,800
students by the end of the projection period, meaning that its projected student population could fill the
rebuilt New Caney Elementary and one additional school of the same size. Dogwood Elementary and
Porter Elementary could each top 150% of capacity, with Oakley and Crippen exceeding 140%

Porter High School is the only one of the three schools expected to exceed its capacity during the
projection period. It is expected to top 120% of capacity by the fall of 2029, but will surely transfer
students out to the early college program, among other programs, thereby pushing off the need
for a new school by 1-2 years. Porter may exceed its capacity by approximately 1,000 students by
the end of the projection period.

Porter High School is expected to have the largest student population by the end of the projection
period, and will need relief over time. It is important to note that the high schools are all likely to lose
students to transfers, as students will also choose to attend the early college program and other
alternate opportunities provided by the District.

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Elementary Schools 
Highlands Elementary is set to open in the fall of 2025, enrolling students from both within and
outside its attendance zone. Following its opening, New Caney and Porter will be the next
schools in need of relief, as both are projected to exceed 120% of capacity by the fall of 2027.
Dogwood will follow, reaching the same threshold by the fall of 2029. By the end of the projection
period, Brookwood Forest, Crippen, Kings Manor, Oakley, and Valley Ranch are also expected to
exceed 120% of capacity, each requiring relief.

Currently, the districtwide elementary school capacity is 10,620, increasing to 10,710 with the
replacement of New Caney Elementary. District-wide elementary enrollment is projected to
surpass capacity in the fall of 2028 and exceed it by more than 3,500 students by the fall of 2034.
If each new school accommodates 900 students, the District may require at least four additional
elementary schools by the end of the projection period. However, the timing and location of these
schools will depend on overutilization levels at existing facilities.

High Schools

Keefer Crossing and White Oak are the schools expected to need relief during the next ten years of
the projection period. Keefer Crossing should exceed 120% of its capacity by the fall of 2028, while
White Oak should reach that threshold in the fall of 2031. White Oak can be relieved by a new
school in the Highlands area, while Keefer Crossing will likely need relief by a facility located in the
northeastern portion of the District since its campus sits in the northwestern portion of NCISD.

At the high school level, Porter is the only school that is expected to exceed its capacity during
the projection period. It is important to remember that it will surely lose students to the
alternative high school opportunities provided by the District, meaning that utilization levels at the
existing zoned schools will drop slightly. Porter will be in need of relief by the middle of the
projection period, with additional space likely being needed by the fall of 2030. With high school
construction and planning being a very lengthy process, NCISD will need to begin planning for
this new school in the next few years.
