Monday evening (January 27), Ralph Williams, our Director of Technology and Media Services, who is also serving as project manager for 
consolidation, had an opportunity to provide an update to the Wausau School Board on the work that’s underway and on the 
horizon - to ensure the consolidation process is done well and collaboratively. Below, you’ll find a list of what’s been done so far
