INTRODUCTION 

Lawndale ESD retained Y&T Consulting to conduct a Limited Asbestos Inspection of the Central Kitchen 
located at 4110 West 154th Street, Lawndale, California. The limited asbestos inspection was conducted 
by a Certified Asbestos Consultant (Mr. Timothy D. Galeana, CAC No. 98-2470). This inspection was 
conducted as a precursor to the upcoming HVAC Upgrade Project. At the time of the inspection, no visible 
signs of fire or structural damage were observed. Materials suspected of containing asbestos were 
sampled and analyzed for the presence of asbestos. Asbestos-Containing Material (ACM) was identified 
during the inspection. The inspection was limited to the materials anticipated to be impacted by the HVAC 
upgrade project as directed by the District Representative.

SAMPLING METHODOLOGY 

Y&T Consulting used a random sampling protocol to collect samples of each suspect asbestos-
containing material identified.  Each sample of suspect material was given a unique sample ID number 
and individually sealed inside a leak proof container and submitted for laboratory analysis to determine 
their asbestos content. Sampling was conducted in accordance with South Coast Air Quality 
Management District Rule 1403 which states: the survey shall include, at a minimum, identification of 
all affected materials at the facility, including but not limited to all layers of flooring materials to the joist 
level, and all material in the wall or ceiling cavities as necessary to identify and sample. Sampling 
methodology follows South Coast Air Quality Management District Rule 1403(h) Sampling Protocols 
and Test Methods. 

 
1 NOTE: 1) District to provide Asbestos report no. 17-0097 from Executive Environmental if material is to be impacted.  
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Forty-eight (48) samples were collected during this inspection and a total of sixty-three (63) sample 
layers were analyzed by the laboratory. The laboratory analysis results are identified in the following 
table.  Materials determined not to contain asbestos are listed as “No Asbestos Detected” (NAD).   

Upon completion of the bulk sample collection, a chain of custody was prepared and the samples were 
delivered to the laboratory for analysis. Eurofins EPK Built Environmental Testing located at 931 
Corporate Center Drive, Pomona, California 91768 (909-469-0660) analyzed the samples using 
Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM). Eurofins EPK Built Environmental Testing is an accredited 
participant in the National Voluntary Laboratory Accreditation Program (NVLAP), No. 200757-0. The 
principles described in the current Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) 600 method were used in 
the preparation and analysis of the bulk samples.  
 
Any material greater one percent (1%) asbestos by weight is considered by the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) to be an asbestos-containing material (ACM).  Any materials with greater than 
one tenth of one percent (0.1%) asbestos by weight is considered by California Occupational Safety & 
Health Administration (Cal/OSHA) to be an asbestos containing construction material (ACCM). 

INSPECTION RESULTS / CONCLUSIONS 

The following tables contains the summary of the sixty-three (63) sample layers analyzed by the laboratory 
of the suspect asbestos containing materials tested during this inspection, including the locations, 
condition, friable and square footage.  Samples collected and found not to contain asbestos are classified 
as being No Asbestos Detected “NAD”:
