Comments regarding the use:
Since the building is served by a private well additional review will be required by NCDHD
including a public water system screening, if the future use is not considered a public water
system type, then a minimum of a current certified water test indicating the well water is
considered potable will be required for review.
The proposed floor plan does appear to include needed sanitary equipment items such as
hand sinks for the private treatment rooms, a separate dedicated utility sink and a
dedicated restroom.

The North Central District Health Department (NCDHD) has the following comments
regarding the proposed Revive Massage & Wellness at 106 West Road:
 

Massage and massage therapy are services that are not regulated under the
NCDHD's cosmetology code. Therefore, a plan review by NCDHD is not
required and a cosmetology license to operate from the NCDHD is not required.

The building is served by public sewer and a private onsite well. Since the
property is served by a water supply well Kimberly Newman-Savino is required
to do the following:

Complete the State of Connecticut Department of Public Health Public
Water Screening Form and submit it with all necessary supporting
documents to the Connecticut Department of Public Health Drinking Water
Section. The Water Supply Section will determine if the property and
business is a public water system or not.

Steven Gerber, 3 Stony Brook Trail, Ellington, CT, was present to represent the 
application. 
 
Steven Gerber said the application is for an additional 80x100 building for storage 
and garage space to the rear of the existing structure located a 1 Nutmeg Drive. 
The new addition is proposed to match the existing one with a green roof and same 
color siding. The front portion of the building is office space, the shop space is 
behind the front office. Vice Chairman Chaplin asked what prompted the addition.  
Steven noted there are multiple vehicles and equipment on the site, and they would 
like to park them in the proposed garage.  
 
Vice Chairman Chaplin asked if additional parking is needed for the proposed use. 
Steven Gerber responded that no additional parking is required for the project and 
no additional employees will be hired. Vice Chairman Chaplin inquired about the 
northern berm’s landscaping. Steven stated that the berm is established with grass 
seed and maintained twice a year.  Vice Chairman Chaplin noted the recreational 
fields located to the north and asked if they are visible from the site.  Steven said

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yes, depending on the time of year. Chairman Stomberg said the neighborhood 
was designed for industrial uses and he finds no issue with the addition and color 
selection.

RE: Proposed Text Amendment to Local Zoning and Subdivision Regulations to Reflect the 
Current Connecticut Guidelines for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control and Encourage 
Low Impact Development Techniques. 

 
As discussed at the last regular meeting, regulation amendments are proposed to update reference 
to the latest Connecticut Guidelines for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control (published September 
30, 2023, effective on March 30, 2024) and to encourage Low Impact Development techniques to 
comply with Ellington’s Stormwater Management Plan.   

Draft new text is underlined, draft text to be deleted is 
strikethrough, otherwise text is as adopted. 

 

ELLINGTON ZONING REGULATIONS 

6.4.2 Definitions 
Low Impact Development means a site design strategy that maintains, mimics, or replicates 
predevelopment hydrology through the use of numerous site design principles and small-scale 
treatment practices distributed throughout a site to manage runoff volume and water quality at the 
source.  

 
6.4.5 Erosion & Sediment Control Plan  

A. To be eligible for certification, a soil erosion and sediment control plan shall contain 

proper provisions to adequately control accelerated erosion and sedimentation and 
reduce the danger from storm water runoff on the proposed site based on the best 
available technology.  Such principles, methods and practices necessary for certification 
are found in the Connecticut Guidelines for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control (2002 
March 30, 2024) as AMENDED.  Alternative principles, methods and practices, like Low 
Impact Development are encouragedmay be used with prior approval of the 
Commission. 

 



6.4.6 Minimum Acceptable Standards  
A. Plans for soil erosion and sediment control shall be developed in accordance with these 

regulations using the principles as outlined in Chapters 3 and 4 of the Connecticut 

Guidelines for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control (2002March 30, 2024), as AMENDED.  
Soil erosion and sediment control plans shall result in a development that:  minimizes 
erosion and sedimentation during construction; is stabilized and protected from erosion 
when completed; and does not cause off-site erosion and/or sedimentation. 

B. The minimum standards for individual measures are those in the Connecticut Guidelines 
for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control (2002March 30, 2024) as AMENDED.  The 
Commission may grant exceptions when requested by the applicant if technically sound 
reasons are presented. 

C. The appropriate method from the Connecticut Guidelines for Soil Erosion and Sediment 
Control (2002March 30, 2024) as AMENDED shall be used in determining peak flow 
rates and volumes of runoff unless an alternative method is approved by the 

Commission. 

10.2  Definitions 
Low Impact Development is a site design strategy that maintains, mimics, or replicates 
predevelopment hydrology through the use of numerous site design principles and small-scale 
treatment practices distributed throughout a site to manage runoff volume and water quality at the 
source.

Mark Peterson stated the owner of the property is looking for a one-lot re-subdivision. Mark 
showed the location of the parcel and noted it was previously approved in 2022 for a two-lot 
subdivision. The proposed lot will be 1.11 acres with roughly 170 linear feet of frontage. The 
dwelling will be served by a well and septic system.  The erosion and sediment control measures 
along with the proposed seeding schedule are on the plans.   
 
Mark Peterson stated the Town Engineer, Dana Steele’s, comments from an email dated 
February 11, 2025, have been addressed.  Mark explained that the open space requirement was 
previously met, and the open space set-aside was provided on the opposite side of Webster 
Road. 
 
Chairman Hoffman asked if there was a conceptual development plan for the undeveloped portion 
of the property, and Mark Peterson reviewed the plan.  Mark noted the current proposal was 
reviewed by the Ellington Inland Wetland Agency and a positive referral was received.

3.6 Designed Multi-Family Zone and 3.6.7 Workforce Housing Provision. 
 

Lisa Houlihan stated two developers have expressed interest in multi-family housing 
developments in Ellington. The locations for potential development are 5 acres of 
undeveloped land at 135 West Road, in a Planned Commercial (PC) zone, and a 29-acre 
vacant parcel at 53 Wapping Wood Road, in a Rural Agricultural Residential (RAR) zone. The 
Wapping Wood Road parcel abuts the sanitary sewer area and is bordered by single-family 
homes and protected farmland. A conceptual plan was reviewed for Wapping Wood Road. 
The plan includes a mix of duplexes, triplexes, and 4-unit buildings. Due to high interest rates 
and increased building costs, the number of workforce units and limits of bedrooms do not 
pencil out. The developers asked if the commission would consider changing the regulations 
to decrease the number of workforce housing units from 20% to 10% and to allow more 
bedrooms. The developer suggested a fee in lieu of workforce housing units. For example, if 
the number of workforce units were 10%, $10,000 per workforce unit would be paid into an 
affordable housing fund for the Town to use in another location for affordable housing. The 
West Road parcel, where the Big Y is, is mostly developed. The owners have sought office, 
healthcare, and traditional commercial tenants with no success and asked the commission to 
revisit the idea of allowing a 3 to 4-story apartment complex on the vacant five acres of the 
property. The commission round tabled the proposed developments, potential regulation 
changes, and residential developments being built in other towns. Lisa agreed to research 
other town regulations and recently built affordable housing developments / fee in lieu of 
approvals and report back to the commission at next month’s meeting.
