Will the bond impact my tax es?
Assuming all propositions pass, the maximum anticip ated tax rate increase would  be .0475 cents per $10 0 of  
valu ation , based on a conservative estimate of taxable proper ty value growth . For a $500,000 home, the estimated annual 
additional  tax bur den would be $142.5 0. A property owner’s tax burden (total tax paid) may change based on the 
appraised value of their proper ty. By law , the amount of  school  tax es paid (Tax Bur den) is f rozen for citizens who 
have 65+ and disabl ed homeste ad exemption.  Approval of this bond would not increase the amount paid above the 
frozen amount for  these citizens.

A proposed bond pr ogr am: The Spring Branch ISD Board of Trustees voted on Feb. 5, 2025, 
to call a $63 1.5 million bond election  to appear on the May 3, 2025 ball ot. The 
Board’s intent in calling this  bond election is to provide upgrades to aging athletics facilities 
that will be used by current and future generations of  SBISD students and our commu nity 
at-large.

The Board is asking voters  to consider  four separate pr oposit ions on 
the ball ot. Voters will  cast their  vote for eac h proposit ion separately .
