WHEREAS, Amcrican women of cvery race, class, and cthnic background scrved as carly leaders
in the forcfront of cvery major progressive social change movement,;

WHEREAS, Amcrican women have served our country courageously in the military;

WHEREAS. Amcrican women have been Ieaders, not only in securing their own rights of suflrage
and cqual opportunity. but also in the abolitionist movement, the emancipation movement, the
industrial labor movement, the civil rights movement, and other movements, cspecially the peace
movement, cach of which create a more fair and just socicty for all; and

consistently overlooked and undervalued, in the literature, teaching and study of American history:
