... take care.

O 1 will take care of the device I'm using and tell my family if it's broken, stolen, or lost. As a family, we have agreed
on the consequences if | lose or break a device, and | understand those consequences

O Unless | have paid for a device with my own money or it was a gift, | understand that the device belongs to the
family member(s) who bought it.

O

... stay safe.

O | will not create accounts or give out any private information — such as my full name, date of birth, address, phone
number, or photos of myself — without my family's permission.

O | will not share my passwords with anyone other than my family. | will ask my family to help me with privacy
settings if | want to set up devices, accounts, or profiles.

O If anyone makes me feel pressured or uncomfortable or acts inappropriately toward me online, I'll stop talking to
that person and will tell a family member or other trusted adult about it.

« think first.

O 1 will not bully, humiliate, or upset anyone online — whether through sharing photos, videos, or screenshots,
spreading rumors or gossip, or setting up fake profiles — and | will stand up to those who do.

O 1 know that whatever | share online can spread fast and far. | will not post anything online that could harm
my reputation.

Whenever | use, reference, or share someone else's creative work online, | will give proper credit to the author or
artist.

O | know that not everything | read, hear, or see online is true. | will consider whether a source or author is credible
