\/ during the Sabbath, they asked Pilate to have the legs broken and the bodies
taken down. #The soldiers therefore came and broke the legs of the first man

who had been crucified with Jesus, and then those of the other. **But when they
came to Jesus and found that he was already dead, they did not break his legs. *
Instead, one of the soldiers pierced Jesus' side with a spear, bringing a sudden
flow of blood and water. *The man who saw it has given testimony, and his
testimony is true. He knows that he tells the truth, and he testifies so that you
may also believe. * These things happened so that the scripture would be
fulfilled: “Not one of his bones will be broken,” *”and, as another scripture says,
“They will look on the one they have pierced.”

Jesus is Buried in the Tomb (Matthew 27:57-60, NIV)

S’As evening approached, there came a rich man from Arimathea, named
Joseph, who had himself become a disciple of Jesus. 8 Going to Pilate, he asked
for Jesus’ body, and Pilate ordered that it be given to him. *Joseph took the
body, wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, ®°and placed it in his own new tomb that
he had cut out of rock. He rolled a big stone in front of the entrance to the tomb
and went away.

Jesus has Risen (Matthew 28:1-10, NIV)
