When a student receives financial aid, all attempted 
college credits must meet the standards of Satisfactory 
Academic Progress.

Failure to successfully complete and pass (with a C or 
better) your dual enrollment class(es) may result in you 
becoming ineligible for financial aid in future enrollment 
at Rio Salado College.

Applications MUST BE COMPLETE and students 
must be admitted to Rio Salado College to be 
considered.

Please be sure applications:
•	 Are signed by BOTH parent/guardian and 

student
•	 Include a copy of your 2024 federal tax form OR 

an award letter from a benefits program (i.e. 
free/re-duced lunch, food stamps, etc.) dated 
within 12 months of applying

•	 Are received by June 9, 2025
