Parking Violation Procedures 
The following procedures are in place for parking infractions: 

• 1st Offense: Verbal or written warning. 
• 2nd Offense: $10 fine and guardian notification. 
• 3rd Offense: $35 fine and school discipline. 
• 4th Offense: $50 boot removal fee and school discipline (including revocation of parking permit). 
• 5th Offense: Vehicle towed at owner’s expense and loss of parking privileges.
