In 2005, the CYSL Board created the CYSL Scholarship Program in memory of two devoted fans
that loved the game and supported CYSL in various ways. Jake Brooks and Jody “Me-Me”
Bowling, both who passed away in 2003, were heavily involved in the program and impacted

many children’s’ lives during their time at the soccer fields.

Jake was 1 of 3 men who in 1980 started the youth soccer league. The first teams created
played in the Danville Soccer League played at the Danville Junior College. In 1981 & 1982,
Covington Youth Soccer began at the city park by the baseball diamonds until moving to its
current location in 1983. Jake continued to watch the soccer league grow from the early years
of just 3 teams to the league blossoming to nearly 330 children during peak years. He especially

loved watching his two grandsons play.

Jody worked in the concession stand and truly enjoy each season serving food and socializing
with the children and their families. She was a very giving person, often putting in her own
loose change to assist a child who was short on cash. Although she did not have athletic ability
herself, she was always at the sporting functions of her two grandchildren and was easily one of

their biggest fans.
