TUITION, ROOM & BOARD ANNUAL COSTS:
• Residential 7 Day student tuition, room and board: $45,000 
• Residential 5 Day student tuition, room and board: $35,000 
• Private Day Student Tuition: $15,500

REFUNDABLE STUDENT EMERGENCY FUND:
Funds in this account are for student related emergency expenses only. T his account is not for 
student’s personal spending. Unused balance will be refunded to parents at the end of 
enrollment. Required amounts:

• International students: $1,000/year
• Non-International students: $500/year

Optional Expenses:
• Personal spending funds: MCI will assist the students with opening a bank account with a 

debit card at a local bank and we recommend depositing $1,000 for the academic year.
• Optional miscellaneous fees: room & board fees during February and April vacations ($520/

week; $65/day), optional testing fees (AP exams/ SAT/ TOEFL, etc.), transportation fees on 
non-designated travel days (variable rate, ranging between $50-$400). 

STUDENT MEDICAL INSURANCE:

• $2,595/year: Student medical insurance plan at MCI is mandatory and offered through 
Clifford Allen Associates/Total Scholastic Solutions (TSS). This plan is strongly 
recommended for all international boarding students and provides extremely 
comprehensive coverage with most services fully covered without any additional fees.
