Strong season ends in heartbreak 
Oxford falls to Laurel in the 2014 State Championship 

Feeding off last year's loss to Picayune, 
the Chargers propelled themselves back to the 
state championship, hoping to replace the hea1-t­
break of last year's loss with new mem01-ies of a 
triumphant win. 

"The close loss in the championship last 
year definitely gave us a lot of motivation. We 
used that as a motivational tool in the weight 
room and on the field," said junio1- quarterback 
Jack Abraham. 

The Chargers' only loss this season was 
to Starkville High, and in Starkville at Mississip­
pi State's Davis Wade Stadium on Dec. 5, faced 
Laurel High School in the MHSAA Class SA state 
championship game. 

Simila1- to last yea1-, the temperatures 
dropped in the low 30s, but that did not affect 
the size of the student section or the passion of 
the football players. 

Aft.er a shaky fo-st half, the players and 
fans were hopeful to dominate the second half, 
including sophomore Thomas Allen. 

"I really believed that we were going to 
win. I know that we did not play our best game 
in the fi1-st half, but all season long we always 
played better in the second half," he said. 

The Cha1-gers outsco1-ed the Tornadces 
14-8 in the second half. This was not enough, 
however, for the Chargers to clinch the title. Ox-

fo,-d fell short, losing 29-26. 
With the final margin being so close, play­

e1-s felt that it added even more sadness and 
disappointment to the loss itself. 

"That stuff hurt, no other feeling of dis­
appointment can top that, but in a game like 
that someone will be happy and full of joy and 
someone will be sad and upset, and that was 
us," senior linebacker Mike McGhee said. 

Although the team has not yet been suc­
cessful in bringing a state title to Oxford, this is 
the first time in Oxford High School history that 
the football team has competed in back-to-back 
state championships. 

"It feels awesome to be the fo-st team to 
have that accomplishment because it shows that 
all the hard work we put in ove1- the summer 
and during the season paid off," senior wide re­
ceive1- George Edwa1-ds said. 

Players believe that the team has anoth­
er bright season in store for next season even 
though they are losing seve1-al senio1- power­
houses such as McGhee and senior linebacker 
Hadand Stewart. 

"I think we a1-e going to make it back to 
state again next year," said junior wide receiver 
DK Metcalf.
